It were well if the same practical Idea
actuated tho mourning friends of our
tollers in the cities who insist upon
manifesting their sympathies by follow-
ing in a funeral cortege furnished at
great outlay by the bereaved family.
The latter ape thn practice, of the better
situated in this matter. It is to bo
hoped that tho custom will dio out
utnon,; them as it is gradually doing
ntuong the others. Most of thn main
mourners abandon their work in storo,
factory and olsowhoro; the women aban
don their necessary household work
In order to add to the outward mani-
festation of their sincere grief for tho
deceased, Tim bereaved family, over-
whelmed by distress and sorrow, not
rarely falls un easy prey to designing
undertakers who eagnrly incite their
patrons' ulfectionate pride to emulation.
Iliindsomo "cnskols" are offered, lo- -
geiiier witii columns ol carriages, and
they are usually accepted under theso
ftivnrlng conditions without iefleeil,.r.

agant outlays for display, and to suggest
thai only the immediate fnmily attend
the services at the cemetery.

Great and often irreparable waste
may be abolished in this manner without
Infringement upon tho sentimental as-

pect of the subject.

St. John's Chapel.
Last year it seemed that the efforts

of enlightened citizens to save tho por
tico of St. John s Chapel, in spite of tho
widening of Varick street, had been
successful; hut now the attempt to de-

molish tho portico has been renewed
in a manner more threatening than bo-

fore. Mr, MoANF.NY, who in such mat-
ters has so persistently shown himself
to be a friend of civilization, is now upon
the side of the Philistines, at least to the
extent that he is more intent upon em-
phasizing the difficulties in the way of
keeping the historic monutnent than
upon attenuating them.

The straight lino which it Is pro-
posed shall he "hewed to" in the widen-
ing of Varick street, let "the chips" fall
where or be what they may, has been
drawn, as Mr. R Smith, the librarian
ot the Avery Library, has been remark-
ing in print, "with the usual brutality
of city engineers," so as to cut off the
portico and the tower. This saves
trouble for the engineer Hut if the
engineer were in sympathy with the
civilized demand for the retention of
the monument he would have taken the
trouble todeflcct his straight line at
that point. Mr. Smith suggests that
the portico could be saved cither by
running the sidewalk under it, or still
better, by cutting lanes on cither side
of the church into St John's lane in
the rear.

The first of these plans is that which
s urged last year, and the adoption

of which has until just now been sup-
posed to be secured. It would be a
pity, of course, to sacrifice even the
"perron." Hut if that cannot be helped
the portico is well worth saving, and if
suitably underpinned with an arcaded
wall not lose very much of its
due effect. This portico is entitled to
preservation both on "scenic" and
"historic" grounds No church has
been erected since which shows so
great an advance on existing churches
in elaboration and costliness. The por-
tico is the earliest example, not only
in the citv but in the country, of the
exterior employment of a Corinthian
order in cut stone on anv considerable
scale When Thomas JniTrnsov im-

ported the design of the Maison Carrie
at Nismes for the capitol of Virginia
he records that he had reluctantly to
acquiesce in the chunge of the order
from the Corinthian to the Ionic "on
account of the expense " It would be
a shame to allow the demolition of the
pirtlco of St John's for any leas urgent
reason than a clear public necessity,
and no such necessity has been shown.

The "intrusion" of some five feet and
a half bv the portico on the roadway is
amply compensated by the sidewalk
on the opposite side of Varick street
That sidewalk should be eleven feet and
a half wide, but the railroad which owns
the treight station has squatted on the
sidewalk, paved it with cobblestones
and used it as part nf the road way With
the e.truioti of the railway and the
restoration to the public of its rights

'in the sidewalk the total width at this
point would be six feet greater than
at any other, noi withstanding tlie "in
trusion" of the portico. The most dis-
couraging thing about the present sit-

uation is that. Mr MnANr.N'Y has ap-
parently grown weary in well doing.

Kvcrslnenthn first primary hill was adopted,
In isou or thereabout, the selection of the
unit or district of representation to. conven-
tions nnd committees has been left to the
rulesnnd regulations of thn various parties,
Thisia obviously fair and proper because of
the varying conditions throughout the State
and tho varying historical considerations
of thn different parlies. The Governor's
bill, however, takes all discretion nwny
fiom tho parlies nnd provide for various
mandatory units, wholly regardless of vary-
ing conditions, If I nere debuting xthh
him I should lie tempted to ask him how
ho reconciles this kind ot legislation with
Ills adtocaciy of homo ml,., miht ,.Ven
ask him why in selecting thci various units
he did not seli-c- i u single one of the units
of the any which matin him Governor.
