ceived In their commercial enterprise..
The great firms of private hankers con-

nected with the Stork Uxoh.mge In New
York not only reoolvn deposits largely ex.
ceedtag thon received by our largest
hank and trust companies hut actually
control the greatest and most powerful
of the State Institutions and of the na-

tional banks, Xot only are the poor and
Ignorant depositors deceived by Irrespon-
sible private bankers, but small Investors
with a somewhat greater knowledge of
affairs are being flieced by spurious 'In-

vestment companies' which have not been
organized under the banking law and ar
not eubjict to the supervision of the Su-
perintendent of Hanks."

Another Importnnt law pinned hy
the Governor Is aimed at the. practice
of hank otllclals who cnuso larce loans
to bo made to Irresponsible individuals
or dummy corporations controlled by
them anil from which these officers
derive the benefits nrlslnc from the
loans. The new law directs Kink nnd
trust company directors to make semi-
annual examinations of such corpora-
tions and to set forth in their reports
the existence of such loans and the
liabilities created by them.

Another law requires a system of
bookkeoplnc that will enable bank
examiners to ncertnln teadlly the con-
dition of :i bank's affair.

Section --'" of the banking law Is
nmended In relation to loans by a cor-
poration oreanlzed under the banlilng
Iriw to enable the Incoiporators or
shareholders to pay for, hold or pur-hns- o

shares of stock of such corpora
lur., the purpot'n belni;, accordlnu to
Mr. Van Tuyl, to prevent u virtual
i eduction In the nmount of capital stock
thtouh loans to shareholders who had
orHrinally paid in the capital In cash.

"The l'iw has sometimes been evaded."
Mr. Vnn Tuyl says, "by making a loan
ostensibly without collateral, while the

of shares was actually . held
In by some nllleer. In other
cases, where the organization of a bank
or trust company lias been the result of
a speculative promotion, tlu original
incorporators have In the first Instance
'orrow money of other institutions in
order to enable them to piy in th
pjiiount of the capital utock and have
'Mflgned their shares to the other In-

stitutions. At a later d.ito these loans
have been paid with funds borrowed
without collateral from the Institution
so organized.

"The amendment prohibits any cor-
poration from either directly or in-

directly loaning any money or property
to anv person for the purpose of

1dm to pay for or hold shares
of Its stock, either as the result of an
ciriclnal subscription to Its shares or
a lnirchasu of Its shares, unless the
loan is made upon security worth at
least V per cent, more than the amount
of tho loan."

Tho credit unions authorized under
chapter Hi:' resulted from an Investi-
gation of European systems wh'leh aim
toiput tho "loan shark" nut of business
while providing for making loans to
mnmhers at reasonable rates, with or
without security.
