tuirpoMfons would have followed. "An
old fashioned steel war." lie nld.
"meant destructive competition and ruin
to many people."

"The object of the dinner," he said,

"was to rlnK toixether In friendly con-

tact the nu'ii enlaced In the Iron and
ftrel industry. To obtain fair and de-

cent treatment there K nothing liKe
cloro contact with a competitor"

Gary said he called Uio manufactur-
ers together 10 establish a friendly feel-

ing first, to induce them to tell frankly
what they wore ilnlnr as to prices anr
wasjes, and for cNchansint: Information
as to policies and the like. The wit-np-

Tai not to nrranee an agreement as
to prices or nny understanding as to the
maintenance of prices

Judge Gary said that opinion? were
expressed at the tlrst dinner as to
whether prices were fair and reason-
able, but nothlnc more. "I mad It per-
fectly plain." he said, "that under no
circumstances would I do anything or
ay anythlnc that did not leave our com-

pany free to po out and do exactly a
It pleaFed with respect of priori and
anything: else" The witness denied
that the various committers appointed
had anv understanding as tn fixlnc
prices of various steel and Iron prod-
ucts.

In answer to the question as to
whether the Steel Corpora'lon 'v;
made or attempted to make any arrance-men- t

with foreiun produrers In recrard
to the price of rails. Gnry said that
his corporation never did such a thin:.
He said thro was no asreement with
foreign corporations to nay out of tV
American market. The American mad
raJIs. said Gary, are superior to the for-
eign rails.

Iterated to Adranrr It THee,

Concerning the fact that tho price of
beesemer rails haa not chanced slnc
May, 1901, Gary pointed out that the
price was maintained not through any
understanding or asreement, but that
the price had been kept down bocau
the Steel Corporation refused to ad-
vance Its figures. The price, he snld,
was regarded an a pi Ice the
same "as you pay $5 for a Duntap derby
bat or a Knox derby hat nnd Vnvo paid
for twenty-fiv- e years." He said also
that orders from railroads oftrn de-
pended on the amount of business thnt
the Steel Corporation cave to the rail-
roads In the way of transportation.

Judge Gary mlrl the first Iia knw of
the Jackson wire pool wa In Pn. A
man told him about It, lie said, ami he
caused an investlcatlon to 1 made.
"I at once, ordered It broken." he said
"That wag about two and a half year
before tho pool Indictments were
found."

The evenne-- s of price of other steel
products than rails, the witness ex-

plained, was not due to nny agreement,
but to various business conditions. In
answer to further questions Oary ex-
plained that there aro 150,000 holders of
stock In the Steel Corporation, of whom
shout St.ooo In round numbers are em-
ployees.
