mont Colt Over Whitney's
Prince Kupcne.

OYKItrOMES BIO HANDICAP'

Concedes Twenty-tw- o Pounds,
but (inllops Away in

Final Kurlonp.

With S.flOO persons cheering wildly.
August Itelmont's Rock View, by Rock
.Sand Oolden View, won tho Brooklyn
Derby for s, one tnllo and
it quarter, at Itclinont Park estcrday.
Thi'le weie only two starters, the other
being 11. I Whltne's I'rlnce Eugene, by
Hamburg Kugenla lluich. Though Rock
View defeated the Whitney colt at even
weights In the Wltluts Inst Katutday, It
w.n belleM'd that I'rlnco KiigiTie, lu re-

ceipt of twenty-tw- o pounds In the Derby,
would proe too much for tho Ililmont
champion. In fact all the leading train-
ers said before the race that Rock View-woul-

lie defeated.
I'rlnce Kusene, therefore, was a pro-

hibitive fawirlto among the smart set, hut
he ran a disappointing race simply for
the excellent reason that Rock View was
eatlly the muster. They jan like a team
up tile hack stretch and around the fsr
turn, where Wolfe dn-- his whip and
tried to Increase tho Whitney colt's sp-c- d.

Rock View wns cart led wide at the head
of the home stretch, but the moment
McTassart let him down the result was
no longer In doubt. Rock View galloped
away fiom I'rlnce Ruuene, which was
under n hard dilve all thmugh the final
furlong At the Judges' stand Rock View
was easing up. and was the winner by
three parts of a length, In '.' ;07.

More than three thousand persons were
admitted to the "IntMd" free of charge,
the management trying this experiment
for the purpose of popularizing the turf.
There wa no disorder nnd no betting In
this assemblage, and after one race had
been run nearly threo hundred of tho
visitors paid $1 ea'ch to enter the cheaper
grand stand enclopure.

Pinion Dale, which made the hulk
of the pace, subjected H. K. Vlngut's
Malaga, second choice, to a bad beating
for the place. The time wns 4 .24.

I'. S. I'. Randolph's good sprinter.
Besom, a prohibitive choice, ran away
with the opening event for plates at six
furlongs. He led from start to finish,
tumping home on the bit In 1 :14. The
Tennessee Stable's Grosvenor, a long
priced horse, took the place, with Samuel
Ross's Little Jupiter, also at liberal odds,
taking third money.

Another strong favorite succeeded when
Mrs. Archibald Uarklie's Holiday showed
his heels to a dozen in the.
second race at five and ft- - half furlongs
straightaway. He won by a length, ridden
out. as II. P. Whitney's Black Rroom
closed with a rush. The latter nailed tho
place by a head from Stake and Cap, with
Disparity a neck out of the money. The
time wns 1 :07.
