"Many person wh have purchased
the I'S.OonKiO of the secuiitlos which
this company has sold durlns the last
three years are an!oiis to know now
what part of thW money found lt way
into the treasury of the company and

"It in claimed that of the $2.000,or0
Frisco bonds sold in France, approxi-
mately $20,onn.nnn worn sold to about
250,000 persons, who are people of small
mean for the most part and scattered
all over France.

"This transaction l bound to re-

sult ln great loss to legitimate Ameri-
can securities in Franc and other for-eta-- n

countries where Anarican paper
finds a markt unless the receiershlp
is probed to the bottom.

"I am more thdn satisfied that n thor-
ough Investigation by the Interstate
Commerce t'omm.sslon will demonstrate
that the Frisco under the man-agemc- nt

of R F Yoakum has never
been conduced as a legitimate trans-
portation company, but has been made
the basis of tremendous Jobbing schemes
to enrich the men who have been In a
position to manipulate !tn securities. I
bellex-- e It also will be found that creait
volumes of the stock and bonds of this
concern have been sold far In exces
of the true value of the tangible prop-
erty owned by the company."

Wllllarrt V. Klnt:. pre.denf of th
Columlila-Knlrkerbock- Trnif Com-
pany and chairman of the protective)
rommtttee for the holders of the first
mortgage bonds of the w Orleans,
Texan and Mexico Itnllroad Company,
Intimated yesterday that a mpiest for
a separate receiver for the road mlcht
he mad" In the near future. At present,
however, he eatd that no action would
be taken ln the matter until the com-
mittee; was better informed as to the
conditions concerning the road Itself
and thei, pro'bable settlement of the
Frisco difficulties.
