CAN CURE STOMACH

CANCER, SAYS MAYO

Minnesota Surjreon Deelnres et

Diagnosis Hits In-vente- d

Operations.

Sr. I'AfL, Minn., June Is U.ised mi
his study In l.Ooo cases of cancer of the
stomach. Dr. William J Mayo, suriieou
of St. .Mar-'- s Hospital. Itochester. Minn.,
declares that the disease Is curable.

He made this statement before the
section on abdominal Nursery of the
American Medical Association this after-
noon:

"it need no lonied be said." declared
Dr. Mayo, "that cancer of the stomach
Is Incurable. In Its adv.anced stages this
disease Is of course harder to combat.
Hut even then it may be cured by surgi-
cal operation.

"The principal trouble In the past has
been un Incorrect diagnosis of the ills
ease. As a result of this the disease has
been permitted to advance to the critical
stages before surnleal attention has been
Clven It.

"A favorable diagnosis can be estab
llshed In a case of cancer of the stomach
bv very simple methods If the history
shows a number of cnstrlc disturbances
It has been found that cancer has fol
lowed In a large number If not In a
majority of cases. There are compara
tlvely few cases of cancer of the
stomach that have not been preceded
by gastric disturbances

Hut after the oa-- o has been favorably .

diagnosed as cancer It H not as n rule
safe to proceed Immediately to an opera-

tion or relief of the disease. Operation
should first take the nature of an ex-

ploration. Then If conditions are found
favorable let the opeiatam proienl.

"It lias often In en urged that when
the pancreas Is found tn be Involved ill
the canuT an operation is pre-
cluded, and that the can.- - is hopeless, i

have not found that this - necessarily
true. I have performed a number of
.successful operations where th" pan-
creas was affected i inly :n extreme
cases would 1 say that the Involvement
of the pancreas l.t a bar to operation."
