I'XIOX CLUB SEES CHASE

Fifth Ave. Crowd Joins Pursuit,
Which Woinnn Delays

by Mi stake.

A mad dog chase that Marled yester-
day afternoon In Fifth avenue, near
the t'nlon Club at Fifty-fir- st Btreet,
ended a few minutes afterward under
unusual circumstances whon a horse
seized tho animal between Its teeth,
broke Its back and held It until u
policeman arrived with a revolver.

The dog was a Dalmatian, beautifully
colored and apparently belonging to one
of the restdentsi of tho neighborhood.
It first attracted attention In front of
the t'nlon Club, where It frothed nt
tho mouth, snupped furiously nt pass- -

ersby and harked wildly. Jt mndo
dashes at men and women while a
crowd gathered nnd members of tho club
looked Interestedly from tho bin win-
dows.

Two boys told Patrolman Lavender
of the East Fifty-fir-st street station,
who was on fixed post nt Fiftieth street
and Fifth avenue, about tho dog. He
ran up and seeing the dog snapping
at various persons drew his revolver.
Ho tried to get the dog In a position
where he would not endanger citizens
If he fired.

Tho crowd was so dense, however,
that the policeman could not get n

shot at tho animal. He drew Ills club
and at tho first whack the dog started
up Fifth avenue, barking wildly nnd
causing still moro excitement. It turned
west Into Fifty-secon- d street, followed
by Lavender and a throng of men nnd
boys.

Woman Cheeks Pursuit.
In the mtddlo of tho block the dog

stopped near a puddle of water nnd
gavo Lavender an opportunity to get
near It, Just as tho policeman Mood
with uplifted stick, aiming a blow at
the dog, a woman suddenly rushed
from the Mdowalk.

"Stop, sir'" she shouted, as she
grabbed tho policeman's arm. "What
do you mean by hitting that beautiful
dog?"

She displayed a shield of the S. P. C.
A. Hefore Lavender, without ntterript-ln- g

any explanation, could freo him-
self from the woman, the animal had
started westward to Sixth nvenue ut a
still faster gait.

The dog ran up Ptxth avenue with
the crowd yelling "Mad dog'" The
animal, infuriated by the pursuit, was
halted when a horse and wagon belong,
ing to Henry Tyson, a butcher, of Madi-
son avenuo and Forty-nint- h street
turned into Sixth avenue from Fifty-fourt- h

street. The dog Jumped nt the
horse and bit him on the nose.

The horse re'ired, and as the dog
mndo n second Jump, the horse grabbed
it by tho back and shook It violently.
Trembling, the horse held the dog fast
and dropped it, almost lifeless, tust as
Policeman Lavender ran up.

Lavender put his foot on the dog,
which turned and grubbed the police-man- 's

shoe. One bullet from the police-
man's revolver ended the dog's life.

Little Aldermen EmbnrnisKeil
Efforts to Teach Foree,

Mayor fiuynor Issued a statement
yesterday in which ho told of his efforts
to "tench the police" nnd said Hint he
hud been "greatly embarrassed" In his
efforts by the "little partisan" C.trran
committee, whose report wns defeated
In the Hoard of Aldermen on Tuesday.
The Mayor said he felt certain that It
would be deffiited. His statement
follows:

"My efforts to gradually teach the police
force and lift It up nnd make It better
hive been gieatly emKirrassod by this
little partisan Aldei-m.tnl- committee. But
nil the while I have gone on from day to
day teaching the police nnd also weeding
out the old grafters from authority among
them.

"It Is of no unit for me to complain
about the embarrassments which I hsve
bad to meet. Tim atrocious thing wns to
call miserable old mule and female crimi-
nals is'fore the committee to tell their
tw fiitj year-old tales.
