Mujority Leader Robert ¥, Wagner of
the State Senate and Speaker Alfreg |
Smith of the Assembly returned to Now
York on {he noon traln to-day and wi
not be buck in Albany until Monday
night's ses=lon.

After reading Gov, Bulzer's statemen
urging that a hearing be granted Sep,
tor Wagner said:

“There 18 no occasion for anotler
hearing on this bill. The advocates of
the Governor's bill were permitied o
tulk themseives out before the Senuate
and Assembly Jjudiciary commiticos
during the regular sesslon of the [oci .
lature, and after these committees hud
listened to the advocates of the hill a
a hearing which lasted all afternoon and
far Into the night, those who favoreq
the bill called a halt and eald that thev
had had enough and thanked the con
mittees for giving them such ample o)
portunity for presenting their views

It was recalled by the Democratic
legislative leaders to-day that earller in
the session when the Governor was
dizcussing the futility of hearings ba-
fore leglislative cominittees ha eald:

“I don't take much stock in hearings,
They give some awfully good people an
awfully good chanca to make some aw-
fully good speeches, but that's about al|
the good they do."

Silent on McCabe Charges.

“What have you to say,"” the Gov.
ernor was asked, “to the latest attack
made on yvou by Mr, McCabe?"

“For the present,'” replied tha Gov-
ernor, I shall treat that vile and wil.
lainous matter with the contempt it de-
perves, Most of it, like the previous
emanation from the same source, s a
tissue of falsehoods made out of whole
cluth.

“The peopia of the Btate understand
pretty well why theee viclous and bit-
ter attacks are being made upon ma by
the palitical borses and their sarvile
creatures. It is to annoy me, 1o
frighten me, to prevent me from doing
my duty fearlessly and to distract the
attention of the voters of the Stata
while tha bogses slaughter the direct
nominations bill in tha extraordinary
session of the Legislature, 1 shall not
permit these men to evade the issue or
to dodge the responsibility. I told them
I would fight and I have only begun.
