RECALLS OLD MURDER

.lolin Anderson, ylloso Will
Whs in Dispute, Once Sits-poole- d

of Killinjr Oirl.

The Sulzer-Curtl- s controversy, with
Its harking buck to the bit; litigation by
which the will of John Anderson dis-

posing of '.. ".OW.oOO was broken, has
turned attention to John Anderson him-

self ii ml to u murder that stirred the
whnle countrv In the earlier nair or
the nineteenth century.

Itn.mtnt- - uiwrtlrtntl ACCllsed John An- -

dorson, tobacco man and extraordinar-
ily rich for those days, of the murder of
Mary Cecllln ltogers, a neniuuui pin
who worked In Anderson's tobacco shop
In lower Uroadway. Ono day she

after saying she whs going to
visit an nunt and telling her llnncu to
-- ,.ti ime ni niehtfcill. Her body was
found In the Hudson several days later.
A piece of lace was tied so tightly
around the neck as to be hidden from
sight In a fold of flesh.

New York was not so large In 1S3S

that tho murder of a beautiful girl who
had drawn custom to a shop on Uroad-
way could pas? without cre.u public
eJltetnent and curiosity. For days
and weeks the newspaper wen- - filled
with columns about the case.

Two Persons trroteil.
As time passed and tho murderer

could not be found reward were piled
up until a conviction would have
brought the captor $6,000. Two per
sons were arresud, but had to be let go
for '.ack of evidence.

Public Interest had by no means died
out four years later when L'dgar Allan
Poe. fascinated by the circumstances
of the murder, wrote his great story
"Tim Mystery of Marie Kogct," in
which lie indicated the way to solve
the mystery.

Poe did this story a a sequel to his
narrative, "The Murders In the Hue
Morgue," In which he had crrated n.

master detective. Dupln. perhaps the
Kreatest exponent In fiction of unaly- -

s.f and deduction applied to the clear
ing up of crime. In his story Poo
made direct reference to the lingers
murder and in all the incidents he care-
fully paralleled It. Then he set Dupln
to work with the material in hand.

Da pin Annlxrs Thrnrle.
Dupln, In the story, analyzes and re-

jects one alter another the theories of
fered at the time and discard them all
after showing their falseness. Then
Dupln carries constructive tracing of
the criminal to a point from which Mm
murderer of Mary Rogers might easily
have neen caught.

In reading l'o-'- s story fontnote often
give the real names, but for those who
have not stirh aid It may be said that
the Monsieur Le Blanc of the story Is
John Anderson and tho shop In "tho
Palni Royal Is his Broadway store. The
Rue Pavce St. Andre, where Ma.-I-c
(Mary Rogers lived with her mother.
Is Nassau street. The Seine stands
for the Hudson Uiver and the Barrlcro
du I'.oule is Weehawk- - n, where Marv
Rogers was rdalu.

Poe's Dupln deduces that Mario was
murdered by a single person and his
analysis points unm'etakahly to a naval
officer with whom Marie had been ab-
sent for a week about three and a halfyears before, Dupln points out that an

Inpement probahlv was frustrated at
that time, and that the Intervening
three year Is Just the length of a naval
crilli--e

Marie goes fnrth to meet tne returned
lover In the grnve nf the Barriere du
Roule ( Wethavvkenv, is killed hy him
and her body dragged with difficulty to
b- thtoun into the Se,no i Hudson . It
is the murderer's Intention to return
and erase the signs of H struggle hut
fear overcomes him and he dares not go
back. The theft of a rudderless boatgives the clu by which the murderer
Is to be traced In Mm ta-ie- st fashion
Imagin ible.

Poe's story does not at anv staepoint lo M. Le Blanc (John Anderson)
as the murderer Kv entudllv tmt.iin
suspicion fell away from Anderson. It
remains only to say that Po. wrote his
stor.v with only the imw.-pipe- to ,),..
pend upon. Nevertheless, the confessions
of two persone, one of them Mm Mine-- .

Deluc of Poe's story, made .it different
periods long after Mm story's publica-
tion, confirmed In full not only Dupln's
general conclusion but all the chief
hypothetical details by whh h that

was reached.

Curtis Has More Documents, but
Will Wait for Snl-zo- r

to Act.

Tmk St-.- received this telegram yes-

terday from States District
Attorney Frnnk Plumley of Vermont:

"NmiTllKlKLP, Vt June 23. 1913.
"To Tun KtUTOR ok TlIK SUN Your

telegram inking the circumstances under
which 1 sent a copy of the petition Ithat
Sulzer and McClosUey be punished for
perjury to W II. C. Stlckney In 1SS6.
and asking It I have any recollection of
how the original disappeared from the
files Is received.

"In answering 1 would say that the
copy was requested, as I remember It, and
my clerk, by my direction, maae a copy
from the original paper In my tiles and
sent It.

"The original had been always amon
my personal files. It was never placed
In any court files, for no action was
ever taken or had In court In connec-
tion with a charge of perjury against
tiov. Sulzer.

"No original paper relating to that
charge ever disappeared from any tiles.

'There was. to my knowledge, no orig
inal paper except tho one fiom which a
copy was made and sent to Stlckney In

George M. Curtis read
Gov. Sulzer's statement nf yesterday
attacking Chnrles F. Murphy und hlm- -

felf and then s.ild:
"I won't deposit $10,000 with a

surety company as Sulzer stipulates, be
cause to do that would bo to admit
that lie has some claim on the money.
But I'll let him sue me nny time he
likes for legal fees and I'll waive the
statute of limitations to get him to do
it.

"I won't agree lo submit the record
In the case to Judge Lacombe. because
the Judge has tin Jurisdiction. Let
him, a citizen of New York, sue me, a
citizen of New- - York, in tho courts of
New York and se If he gets the money.
Perhaps I'm broke, as he says, but
I'm sure he Is not.

"Why doesn't he sue me for libel?
Let him do so und take the witness
stand.

"Gov. Sulzer says the Curtis epi
sode Is closed so far us he is concerned.
He Is closing It and ll looks a good deal
ns if hi- - whs running from It.

"I have more letters and affidavits
und documentary proofs of anything I
may say, but he lias not produced u
single document to prove his state-
ments. I'll wait until he catches up
In Mm matter of proof before I con
found him further."

"PRIMARIES THE ONLY ISSUE."

More IntereMeil In Hill Than In
Controversy. a-- solirr.

Albany, June 23. Gov. Sulzer spent
a large part nf y dictating state-
ments to cover points raised by former
Judge George M. Curtli over the au
thenticity of documents relating to the
Vermont perjury charge and to answer
Chnrles I". Murphy regarding political
coercion and other matters.

"I have read what Mr. Murphy's war
board ha.s Issued about me." said the
Governor when he reached the Kxccu-tlv- e

Chamber. "Of course I know a
few thlni;s which I Intend to talk about
at tin- proper tlnm.

"I want Mr. Murphy nnd his cocon-
spirators to produce as quickly as they
can all the other libellous stuff with
which tlmy have threatened mei because
I refused to do what they wanted,

"However, I do not want the people
of the State to have tln-l- r attention di-

verted from the main question of direct
primaries now pending in the extraor-
dinary session of the Legislature.

"That Is the Issue now. I am more
Interested in passing the direct pri-
mary bill than I am in getting Into
a personal controversy with enemies to
this reform.

"What have 1 to say further con-
cerning this man George M. Curtis?"
replied Gov. Sulzer to Inquiries. "Noln.
ing further Just now save this; Curtis
has been .1 criminal lawyer and of
course an iiasnciate with criminals prac
tically all his life. He knows how to
manufacture testimony. Most of the
stulf Im gives out to tho newspapers
about me Is manufactured. That ap-

pears upon ItH face."
Gov. Sulzer returned to his attack

on Murphy. The Governor said- -

"Mr. Murphy beat Ihe primary hill
nt tho regular session, and I challenge
him to deny it. During the campaign
I have waged Blncc Ihe adjournment of
the regular session I have asked Mr.
Murphy this question time after time:
'Mr. Murphy, don't dodge; don't hide!
Come out In tho open and tell the peoplo
whether you are going to defent this bill
In the extraordinary session.

"You know and I know," said the
Governor, "that Mr. Murphy Is the only
man In the State who can beat this bill.
What n spectacle! Do you realize it?
One boss In the great Statn of NeV
York defying Mm people; spurning their
petitions; trampling nn their rights.'
laughing in their faces, and, like Twee--
In his day, brazenly und audaciously
saying:

" 'What nre you going to do about It?'
"What n pltlablo spectacle! Isn't it

enough to bring tho blush nf shame to
the cheek ol every decent citizen In our
commonwealth? How humiliating It
all Is!
