BIG NAVAL WAR COLLEGE CLASS.

slily llltlrrn From Atlnnlle Fleet
for n Month's Hut;.

N'KWTohT, June "3 --Sixty officers from
the Atlantic battleship Meet repotted to the
Naval War College this morning for a
month's duty at tho summer onference

The detail of these officers was ordered
by Secretary Daniels. Their arrival gives
the college the largest class that it has ever
had.

WASHlNmoN, June 13. Secretarv Daniels
returned to Washington y after ten
days tour of the naval stations on the New '

England coast. Sir. Daniels, among other
places, visited the Newport station, where,
he conferred with Hear Admiral Hadger
and other Admirals and Captains ot the
Atlantic battleship fleet

I'll" matter of increasing the attendance '

at the Naval War College was the principal
topic of discussion at this conference One
of the proposals was that the War College
hold Its winter session In Washington, J

leaving only the short course of the summer
to be held at New port.

This suggestion met with favor. It Is
argued that by having the college session
In Washington innperatiou with the Army
War College, the tieneral Hoard of the Navy
and the Joint Army and Navy Hoard will be
practicable

Close cooperation with these other bodies
with which the work ot the Naval War Col-
lege is associated is impracticable as long
as me sessions are nein ai

Another suggestion made was thai a
regulation be promulgated requiring that
every officer shall have attended the Naval
War College before he gets command of a
first class ship. This suggestion was favor-
ably received by Sir. Daniels.

Hut erring mothers
do not Interest our audiences, even if their
errors do serve to make their sons buck
up and show of what mettle they are made.
