The agents of the line had been ex

pecting the Imperator all day, but
thlrty-sl- x hours of fog nnd the extra
tare taken over the long southern route
owing to wireless reports of the presence
of Ice resulted In the ship being twelve
hours late. Nobody aboard, however.
not even tnose who wanted to see rec-
ords broken, begrudged the delay.

Clarence Mnckay told the correspond- -
ent of The Sun that the trip across
was not un ocean voyage, but a de- -
iigntiui sojourn in an immense charm-
ing hotel, which was swept und sur-
rounded by mild sea breezes. The
ocean, Mr. Mnckay Bald, was as smooth
as a mill pond all the way over. He
had crossed many times, but he never
had such an enjoyable trip. This was
largely due, Mr. Mackay said, to the
pleasant society aboard the vessel.
