Show Rabhita Gain Immunity.

The Rockefeller Institute has begun an
exhaustive atudy of the nature of pneu-
monia. The cause of this dangerously
frequent malady lies in the activity of a
xerm, the pneumococcus, but the manner
in which this pneumococcus acted was un-
discovered, and without this essential
information it was imposaible to formulate

& rational system whereby nature could |

be assisted to combat the diseare

The meothod adopted for the research into
the obscure phenomena of pneunmonin was
to produce the disease in rabbits, where
every satep in the progress of the infection
could be studied under the microscope from
the first inoculation to the close of the case.
Progreas reportsof these studies upon experie
mental pneumonia_in rabbits conducted by
Dr.B. S Klineand Dr. M. . Winternitzin the
‘lllh@lﬂl’ll'll luboratory of Johns Hopkins

'nlunltt' have heen published from time
to time in the Journal of Krperimental
Medicine,

In the July issue of the journal they
present their studies in immunity. In the
vourse of the earlier studiea it wus eatab-
lished that when the rabbita received a
amall number of pneumococel they usually
recovered: when the number of germs was
lurge in each unit of injection the reulilll
was usially the death of the animal. The
immunity experiments consisted of re-
peated injections of amive pneumococcus
Afrum carefully graduated potency.

“Rabbits recovering fro
experimental pneumonia  posae
active immunity. Nuch animals may sub-
sequently withstand repeated increasing
doses of pneumococel intratracheally.

,hp rul:aio-rumrnlnn' apparatus. It may
at least be shid that is usually unassociated
with a septicernia, which ia an invariable
accompaniment of fatal
pheumonia

“The serum from animals actively im-
munized by the repeated tracheal inocula-
tions with pneumococci may be used suc-
cessfully to confer a passive immunity
aguirst the homologous organism.”
