By the terms of his will his residuary
estate, estimated at from $10,000.-0"- 0

to 115,000,000, went to Mrs. Stlck-
ney The estate consisted In part of
a vast tract of land In the White Moun-
tains and much property In this city,
Including the Stlckney residence at 874
Fifth avenue.

Mrs. Stlckney was formerly Miss
Carolyn Foster of Waltham. She wn
much younger than her husband.

Since 190S she has lived for the
greater part of the time In London.
When she tlrst went abroad she rented
Mrs Cornwallls.-West'- s home and en.
tertnlned lavishly. She later made her
residence at the Kitz. She was warmly
received by London society and became
vcrv popular. In 1D09 she was pre-
sented: at court. She ha long been one
of 'he leaders of society In the Ameri-
can colony.
