To Tue Fortor or THE BUN—Sir: Ne
record in American wage boosting will
remalin long unchallenged, but it seems to
me that for the day, quality of service
conaldered, the demands of the Hoston
street car men are entitled to the top of
tha scale.

For sitting at the front end of the amall
Boston cars and manipulating the con-
troller and airbrake or for collecting fares
inside (the cars seat thirty-six people
only), or for opening and shutting gates
on the elevated roads, these modest ser-
vitors of the public demand $3.15 for a
nine hour day. This ‘s at the rate, includ-
ing overtime, of fully 1,000 a year for run-
ning a street car. It appears to me that
this high mark is entitled to an Inter.
national prize; If history shows a higher
rate of pay anywhere In the world for ser-
vice of like low grade, please let the case
be cited.

The demands are made In utter viola-
tion of the woluntary promises of the
men to abide by arbitration.
