A Busy Day in London.

Losnoy, July 8.—Tohn Henry Mears,
the gpeclal commissioner of the New
York Evexiso SN, who is making a
record breaking attempt to circle the
glove In thirty-five days, has been hera
and gone. He hopped aboard a 4:30
I M train at Charing Cross and left the
first hig lap of his trip behind him.

Mr. Mears spent the day looking over
London, and most of London spent a
large part of the day looking over the
wonder worker., Up after three hours
e'cep, Mr. Mears whizzed around the
city, met notables, presented Mayor
Gaynor's letter to the Lord Mayor, en-
joved two luncheons at different parts
of the city, called upon Ambassador
Page and had a chat with him, posed
frequently for the photographers of the
London dailies and magazines, attended
part of a session of the House of Lords,
gave numerous interviews, and in short,
put in a day which was more crowded
with incident than even Londoners ex-
pect from an American who is In a
hurry.

AGRICULTURISTS FIND
COOPERATION ABROAD

Has Revolutionized European
Rural Organization, Says
American Commissioner.

lLoxpox, July 8 —"There is one thing
certain which we have learned and that
{s that cooperation is a sucapss in Eu-
rope: whether or not it can be applied
to the different States of the United
States remaing to be seen” sald Mr.
Tate of North Carollna of the American
Agricultural Comm!ission to-day In re-
counting the experiences of the com-
missioners in the European countries
which they had visited,

Mr. Tate continued: “We found that
thelr systems of rural organization had
practically revelutionized the develop-
ment of agricultural work. The farm-
ers, who for centuries had heen down-
trodden, and the peasantry, who had
been victimized by usurers, have been
lifted up to a freedom and Independence
which they had never before known
through cooperative agricultural socle-
tles and credit banks which lend them
money at from 2% to 5 per cent. The
terms are so liheral that the farmers are
amply able to discharge the notes when
they mature.”

“The Governments of Europe, con-
tinued Mr. Tate, “encourage these co-
operative societles and neglect no op-
portunity to develop the agricultural
resources.

“On the other hand, we have very
little to learn from the soclal conditions
of country life. In nearly all the coun-
tries we visited we found the women
dolng farm work; sometimes, in fact,
they were doing the major portion of
the field work. I think this, which is
due to the fact that the young men are
being forced to serve terms in the ar-
mies, i8 a serlous defect which should be
eradicated.”

Loxpex, July 9.—~The Times in an
editorial on the work of the American
Agricultural Commission, which is now
here, after summarizing what it calls
“the shameful mishandling” of Ameri-
can soil by American farmers, who,
the paper says, are almost the worst
in the world, discussesa what light
British example and experience (s
likely to throw on the various problems
which the commission Is seeking to
solve,

“The Americans have much to learn
from us in the matter of provident,
seientific and intensive farming,” says
the Times, "but apart from that we are
hot much more advanced than they are
in the organization of agriculture as a
business or in political recognition of
rural interests,

“It |8 in Ireland that the commission-
ers will find such enlightenment as the
British Isles are capable of furnishing,”
continues the Times. “With the princi-
ples and practices of cooperation they
have already famliliarized themselves
during their continental tour, but in
Ireland they will see what can nowhere
else he seen—an English speaking com-
munity applying these principles and
practices to their own conditions and In
many ways Ilmproving them, Ireland,
in the person of Sir Horace Plunkett,
has led the whole English speaking peo-
ple of the world in thinking out and
working out the problems of rural life
and in Inducing Americans to recognize
their agricultural backwardness and to
spet about overcoming it

Sylvia Pankhurst in .lill.

In the Bow street police court Sylvia
Pankhurst was found guilty of having
led an attack on the residences of the
Premier and Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer on June 29 The Maglstrute
gave her the cholce of giving a $12,.000
bond to keep the peace for a year or
golng to jail for three months. Miss
Pankhurst shouted:

“I'll go to jull! I'll go to jail'"

The Government prosecutor, Arthur
Bodkin, tried to persuade her to accept
the alternative, but the young woman
would not hear him, B8he erled out that
she wished something more serious had
happened when she led the mob to
Downing street so that the results
might have been more serious.

‘““Revolt I8 the only thing left to us,"
she sald. “There will be rebellion and
the east will march toward the west
with sticks and stones, If you drag
me back to prison under the Infamousa
‘cat and mouse' law 1 shall go on
hunger strike and shall protest as long
a8 life lasts, Bome of us may dle, but
it will be worth it."

Zelle Emerson, Miss Richardson and
Harry Golden, a ‘“male suffragette.'
were arraigned in the Thames police
court on charges of resisting the police
in their attempt to prevent the arrest
of Miss Pankhurst last night.

Miss Emerson and Harry Golden were
each sentenced to a month's imprison-
ment at hard labor.

In the afternoon the Magistrate recalled
Miss Emerson and Golden and told them
he had forgotten to offer them the
alternative of a fine. He fined them
