against diffusion of the disease and for
restoration of health, not the least of
which was the psychiceal factor of fa-
vorable environment and hope. The
result Is precixely the same as this so-
clety hax often achleved In other direc-
tlons, for example, In demonstrating
that the toller would use public haths;
a lesson to the phllanthrople and to
the publie administeators of charity
funds, i

Among the twenty-seven families
housed In these models of sanitary
architecture there were seventy-nine
tuberculoxis cases and fifty-six tuber-
culosis eandidates by reason of {1l nour-
ishment, There are 81 por cent, of
apparent cures, 22 per cent. arrested
and 11 per cent. Improved, a resuilt
which = superior to sanitarium treat-
ment. The children showed marked
fmprovement In losing the tenement
house look. Most of the persons trans-
ferred Into this faverable eavironment
galned welght,

That these economic advantages may
be achieved by an intelligent adapta-
tion of means to euds s now demons

COURTS OF ARBITRATION.

A Solation for the Disputes Beiween
Capital and Labor.

To THE EmiTor oF THE SUN— Rir;
A matter of civil Hiigation, of disanres-
ment between private citizgens over per-
sondal  interests, resort may be had o
courts of law, which declde the matter In
dispute authoritatively and impartially
with respect to the merits of the caxe i
question.  This Is, of course, as it should
be. In the times when might made right,
when law and the power to  enforce it
were weak and primitive, matters of serls
ous dispute between individuals were usu-
ally adjusted by the strength of arm or
Weapon . but to-day such illezal methods
are in disrepute and disagreementa be-
tween private cltizens over personal in-
terests may be satisfactorily and sensi-
bly decided by State or Federal courts of
law, whose decislons are legal and final.

And likewise in a matter of disagree-
ment and dispute between employvers and
emplovess over wages, hours of labor and
ether vital and important subjects, re-
sort should be had to and decisions ren-
dered by courts of arbitration, whose rul-
Ings and findings should be lexal and
Anal.

Such courts of arbitration, adequately
authorized and empowered, should, ex-
actly lke other courts of law, exist in
every one of the reveral States and Ter-
ritories of our country. From the decl-
slons of such locul and State arbitration
courts appeal should be provided, us In
the case of our present courts of law, to
some higher court of arbitration. These
local and State arbitration courts could
be wo selected by vote of the people, ju-
diclal and legislative appointment, or other
methed, as absolutely to preclude all
partiality and unfairness.

Courts of arbitration adequately legal-
ized and empowered are to-day more a

In

and more a necessity as the twentieth
century advances. No legal or economle
aystem devised by man is absolutely flaw-
less : but the present method of Btate and
nutional adjustment of labor-capital dis-
putes s unnecesrarily unsatisfactory. As
it stands, capital lies idle and labor loses
wages as a result of even a short strike,

Then there is always the danger that
A small strike wlil spread to proportions
and to violence that may cause great
dumage and disaster to this country of
ours, Something should be done to place
our capltal-labor controversies upon the
same legal footlng as the personal con-
troversies between private individuals. A
system of local and State courts of arbi-
tration with a higher national ecourt of
appeal and final decislon, legalized and
empowered by our Government, should be
immediately establirhed to prevent strikes
and tu Insure fair treatment both to the
employed and his employer

FOILING THE SPARROWS.

Subtie Tactics Necessary to Give Grass
Seed a Chapce,

To THE EvIiTOR OF THE BUN-—S8ir: If my
memory Is not at fault, [t was in a com-
munication to THE SUN several monthe
ugo thut I read how one of Its readers
had circumvented the pestiferous English
spurrow which made havoc of his newly
sown lawn, As ] recall it, he sonked
wheat in whiskey, and when It wus placed
in their way the sparrows gobbled it eag-
erly, whereupon they became intoxlcated
and were easily caught and killed.

This experiment was brought to my
mind a few days ago when | had occasion
to seed a new lawn. No sooner was the
seed In than the lawn wus taken posses-
slon of by & flock of about Afty sparrows.
They stayed on the job a week or more,
worklng overtime, from daylight wuntil
dark. After a couple of days of this an-
noyance it occurred to me to soak some
rice in a bit of Jersey lightning
which reposed In my sldebourd. This 1
distributed In small plles In various parts
of the lawn, but the birds never ap-
prowched within a foot of it. Then it
oceurred to me that thelr taste for rice
had not been developed, and I used clover
seed, which was treated and distributed
In the same way. But the effect was the
same. 1 know a sparrow revels in clover
seed, but they would not approach that
Ilhleh had been stesped in Jersey light-
ning.

However, | afterward made an interest-
ing and It may be a valuable discovery.
Having a new strip of lawn to seed, about
8 by 40 feet in extent, I took about three
pints of lawn grass seed and poured over
it about a gill of the appleJack. Mixing
this thoroughly, as one would flour and
water for crackers, 1 sowed the strip with
the Impregnated seed. This was five days
ago, and my observation |s that the spar-
rows avold this strip entirely., 1 have not
seen one of them light upon It. BuN
readers who have been similarly annoyed
by these destructive pesta may experiment
as 1 have done, though one thing will
have to be reckoned with: Maybe all
sparrows are not prohibitionists.

Give the Taxpayers a Breathing Spell and
Pledge Candidates.

To Tum Evtron or Tum Bun—8ir:
Every intelligent citizan must subscribe
to the truth of your editorial article of
recent date entitled “The Right Issue
for the Next Municlpal Campalgn."

While the facts stated by you, that
the budget has grown 160 per cent. and
the population 52 per cent. in the last
fifteen years, are worthy of serious con-
sideration, it is well to remember that
during the same time the city has
undertaken and carried to successful
completion a number of gigantic enter-
prisea at enormous expense that are
rapidly Increasing the wealth of the
whole mualcipality, Two of these im-
provements, the subways and the three
municipal ferries, have materially in-
creased assessed valuations. Though
the ferries are operated at a loss, thia
loss should disappear with the increase
in trafc.

The magnificent new system of water
supply, covering 883 square miles of
land in the heart of the Catskill Moun-
tains, capable of pouring a river of
767,000,000 gallons of water into the
clty every day and supplylng all bor-
oughs abundantly, will swell the city
revenues,

All the bridges that the city re-
quires for years have been erected.
The docks are self-supporting, and the
new municipal bullding will consider-
ably lessen the expense of housing
eity departments, In addition to the
large expense involved in making these
improvements the city has been com-
pelled to shoulder heavy burdens im-
posed by the Legislature,

Fortunately the time has arrived
when it will be unnecessary to under-
take any great public work for several
vears. The city can now relax the
tengion and give our taxpayers a needed
rest without inconvenience or retarding
the city's natural growth,

Ambitious officials desiring to
petuate their names and make thelr
administrations conspicuous by  great
achlevements often commit the eity to
great expenditures that are unneces-
gwry or could be put off for vears
without Injury to the public. For this
reason every candidate in the neéxt elec-
tion who if ruccessful will have a volce
in the Board of Estimate and Appor-
tionment should be required to give a
pledge to vote agalnst any resolution
appropriating  money not absolutely

per-

necessary for the public welfare. Any
administration that will conduct mu-
nicipal affalrs along lines of rigld

economy for the next four years will
render a most signal service to the com-
munity. If this policy is followed for
4 short time the results are certain to
bhe gratifying.

Glve the city a four year breathing
epell and with the growth of population
over 100,000 a vear, together with the

When we consider that Greater New
York supports an army of aver 107.000
employees, with a paveoll of $100.000 -
000; that the hudeet exceeds $190,000,-
000, and its honded indebtedness is over
a billion, we wonder how it is possible
for any community, however large, to
maintain such a burden.

The answer {2 the almost incredible
value of the land and improvements

THE CURRENCY.
Business and the State of the Bank Re.
serves Itn Controliing Factors.

To e Epitor o THE BuN—8ir: The
stumbling block In the path of banking
and currency reform is not so much the
deofects and deficiencies of the Owen-Glass
Ihlll as the defects and deficlencien of its

framers' understanding of what s and
what Is not monetary sclence. For In-
stance, in explanation of the bill Benator
Owen says:

In issulng the currency of the country, if
this vital publio function were to be placed
in the handa of private parties so that the

lauln fssusd and redeemed weras thelr notes,
and not the notes of the United States, the
banks could, with great force, immg2iately
contend that sinee the issues of these notes
were thelr notes, they would have a right
to fssue them In whatever volume they de-
sired and contract the volume of our cur-
rency whenever they pleased. The eventu-
alities of such a pollcy being rulnous If
used In an 11l advised way, it is not wise
to establish such a policy where it would
be diMcult for the Government of the people
to control the currency of the people, by
which their contracts and the prices of the
cost of living are so greatly measured. i

Isauil the currency of the country is
not a ":lv.ltnl public function” ; it is not &
public function at all. If there is any-
thing that may be called the currency of

the country it Is the check currency, be-
cause in volume It exceeds by thousands
of milllons all other kinds. This currency
is created by trade transactions vhich
give rise to hank discounts, which create
deposits, which create the right to draw
checks. Banks exist to make money. They
make loans for that purpose. If they
don’'t make loans they don’'t make money.
S0 they make loans when business de-
mandas and the condition of their resarvea
permits. Business and the state of the
bank reserves are therefore the control-
ling factors in the creation of currency.
Within these limitations the banks issue
currency “in whatever volume they desire”
and “contract the volume of our currency
whenever they please,” and *“the eventu-
alities of msuch a policy” are not ruinous;
Indeed, they are the opposite, and the
whole operation s satisfactory and very
nicely adjusted. To talk about “the Gov-
ernment of the people controlling the cur-
rency of the people’ 18 nonsense.

It is nonsense to talk about currency
as th: measure of anything. The only
measure or standard of wvalue is gold.
C‘urrency I8 not even money. A note cur-
rency, whether issued by the (Glovernment
or the banks, is not money. 1t should be
check currency, issued in more convenlent
form for more general circalation, and
should therefore be the result of exactly
the same commercial operations.

It ir obvious that Senator Owen does
not understand the difference hetween cur-
rency and money, or that any Interference
with the currency by the (Government, ex-
cept to give it stability and uniformity and
to prevent fraud against it le Interference
with an automatic adjustment between
trade and banking,. How can we hope
for a vound currency law when the chair-
man of the Senate Committee on Ranking
and Currency does not know what ecur-
rency In?
