BrnLIN, July 12.—8ince the return of
Dr. Frisadmann frem Amerioa the oone
troversy over the merita and demerits
of his oure has gone on with increasing
vinlence,

Prof. Bohleich, his associate, as already
cahled to Tax BUN, defended the doctor
in the Tageblatt The Lokalanseiger, an-
other very popular paper in Berlin, pub-
lished an interview with Dr. Frieadmann
in which there were few personal state-
ments by the dootor, but long references
to documents which had been seen by the
interviawer. The documents made Dr.
Friadmann's experiences in Amerioa
asstume a far more favorable aspect than
the news cablegrams which were received
here at the time of his visit to New York
and other places.

“Thess slanders,” says the Lukalan-
seiger, “were cabled here from America
and also carried by travellers.”

An syample quoted is a report that on
March 6§ Dr. Friedmann showed his in-
ability to use a syringe properly. Dr.
Friadmann showed the representative
of the Lolalangeiger a letter from a di-
rector of the People’s Hospital, expressing
regret that a young doctor, who had al-
ready been sharply reproved, should have
launched an untruthful statement for
publication.

Pralsed by Govermor,

Dr. Friedmann also showed a document
to prove that a young girl who was his
patient in Rhode Island had made such
wonderful progrees that the Governor
of that State wrote to the dootor on
March 28, congratulating him on his
great success. The Governor, according
to the document, invited Friedmann to
visit Rhode Island and instruot the doc-
tors in the use of the serum, promising
that he should have unrestricted oppor-
tunities for practice.

Dr. Friedmann also showed invita-
tions from Canada where, he said, he had
*awakaned the interest of the Duke of
Connaught, the Governor-General.” The
Lokalanseiger is apparently unaware
of the disconcerting Canadian official
report that Dr. Friedmann's system was
@ failure. The Lokalanzeiger concludes
that Dr. Friedmann has been grossly
maligned and has not had a fair chance.

To this there comes a sharp. retort
from Prof. Rudolf Lennhoff in the Voa-
rinche Zeitung denying that any attempt
had besn made In Berlin from the out-
st to suppress Dr. Friedmann. He says
that on the contrary every opportunity
was afforded him to prove his claims.
He either falled to use these opportunities
or falled to convince the German special-
inta.

Prof. Lennhoff"s main point is that Dr.
Frisdmann has not proved that his cul-
ture, even in cases where it has no effect
in the way of improvement of & patient's
condition, is non-injurious. When the
culture was examined by Lydia Rabino-
vitch and Prof. Orts both declared that
they in nowise considered that it was
necessarily non-injurious, while the ex-

Rochefort Also Known

as a Connoisseur of Art

LoxnoN, July 4.—Londoners owe the
late Henri Rochefort a double debt of
gratitude. TIn the first place he asserted
that from an artistic point of view Lon-
don is a finer city than Paris. In the
second, many of the pictures in the Wal-
lace collection were hought by Rochefort
at the time when he was acting as buyer
for Lord Hertford. An incident at the
Hotel Drouot, wherea Rochefort pre-
vented the Mnarquis from purchasing
a spurious Ribera, led to this employ-
ment, which he retalned until ap-
pointed to the Hotel de Ville,

As an art connoisseur Henri Roche-
fort once had an encounter with an
American. “He rushed in one day,”
said Rochefort, “and begged me to say
what I thought of the pictures he had
just bought. The pictures were car-
ried Into the room. There were Rem-
brandts, Corota and Harpignies, ‘The
Rembrandts are false!' 1 sald, ‘the
Corots ditto, the Harpignies ditto.'
The American was horror stricken, He

sald they cost him $165,000, ‘Then,’
sald I, ‘let us leave the Rem-
brandts and Corots aside. These mas-

PARISIAN CATHOLICS 1 IN 23,

Church's Political Rele Unjustifed,
Saye ‘‘La Revue” Writer,

Paris, July 4.-—According to a calcu-
lation made by Brival Galllard in La
Revue there are 118,600 practising
Catholies in Paris—one for every
twenty-three Parisians. FEach of the
620 parish priests in the metropolls has
thus an average attendance at mass of
120 to 200 persons. These figures, says
the Investigator, do mnot justify the
political role that the church would
play in the capital,

Nevertheless there is a rival of paro-
chial life both in Parls and the prov-
Inces, thanks to the present truce, and
thanks principally to the action of
eighty-four Bishops and 40,000 priests
Iiberated from the shackles of the
Concordat.

Regarding France as a whole the
writer finds that one In seven, or 14
per cent., of the population, practises
the Catholle faith, This fact he con-
siders sufficlent to justify the. separa-
tion of Church and State. He estimates
the Catholle vote |s represented by 10
per cent, of the faithful.

This gives a total of 698,176 Catholic
electors. The church budget is $4,000,-
000—about half the sum allocated tg
the clergy by the Btate under the Con-
cordat. ‘The Catholics have suffered,
like the other religiona in France, from
the withdrawal of Btate resources, but
the writer, though somewhat hostile in
his general observations, looks for a
recrudescence in the Cathollc cult of
20 per cent,

Beven years of separation has not
sensibly modified the position of the
different religions. The Catholics, mo-
mentarily in despair, have now found
their courage and are consolidating
thelr finances,

She Weon by FAushband’s Death,

under the workmen's ‘comjensation
act, The widow of a Welsh miner who
was kllled while working in a pit sued
the proprietors for compensation. The

HIS STETHOSCOPE ON
HEART OF YESUYIUS

Professor Mallandra Says the
Filery Giant Is Far
From Death.

POINTS OUT NEW PERIL

Immense Fissure Oaused by
Farthquake May Form a
Fresh Crater.

Specisl Corvegpondence to Tua Som.

LoNpuN, July 4.—There have been
rumors that Vesuvius is active again, that
subterransan rumblings and sarthquakes
have ocourred and that fresh devastating
outbursts of lava may be expected at any
moment.

Binoce the 1908 eruption the crater bottom,
which Prof. Matteuooi estimated at from
2,083 feet to 3,278 feet deap, has been rising
fast. A visitor to the volcano recently
says:

“Never was it visible to such advantage.
Jus* after I last left, on March 12, 1811,
a masa of the cone 130 fest high orashed
into the orater over an area of 700 yards,
forming a declivity that rose to within
two-thirds the height of ita inner walls.
Half of Cook's station disappeared into
the abyss, and I saw its remaining ruins
enveloped in sulphur smoke heing slow'y
aswallowed up.

“Then on January 21, 1012, came a strong
earth.juake with loud rumblings. For
a space of twenty minutes the crater
throat was sucking down thousands of
tons of rock and cinders till the big central
fissure was destroyed and the hottom
had sunk 100 feet. Sinoe the plunging
of the cone into the crater ita mouth has
gone on widening in diameter till it actu-
ally measures from 888 to 780 yards across. *

Says Mnass om Voleame.

Prof. Mercalli, Roman Catholic p'rint
and world renowned seismic expert,
who has succeaded the late Prof. Mat-
teucci and says mass in a tiny oratory
on the volcano, declares that most of the
reports as to the state of Vesuviua are

invented or exagrerated.
Prof. .\hrml'l‘i‘n assistant, Prof. Allea-

sandro Malladra, descended nearly 1,000
feet into the crater last May.

“Constant landslips occur on the inner
walls and slopes of the crater,” he says,
“and there are steep preclpices to scale.
Then 1 had a good deal to carry, what
with my mensuration and temperat ure-
taking instruments, and my photographic
apparatus. Once on the crater floor |
found mywelf in spota where 1 could with
comfort have pitched a tent and remained
indefinitely, while there were ot her tracts
even close at hand acroas which I had to
hasten in imminent danger of asphyxia-
tion.

“l proved the higheat point of the
crater to be 3,851 feet above sea level
Before the 1808 eruption it stood 4,275 feet
I found the centre of the crater floor 881
feet deep. The lowest parts reach down
to 957 feet. In other words, I found that
on the crater floor, which to the casual
gazer from above appears almost per-
fectly level, 1 had to negotiate hillocks
126 feet high. Besides, what seem from
the verge of the crater to be scattered
lumps of stone, I found to be monoliths
measuring from eight to ten cubic metres.
As regards temperature, a notable dis-
covery | made was that since Dr. Cappello
descended nine months before the heat
had increased by 147 degreea centigrade.
The most intense heat is concentrated at
the great yvellow sulpher fiasure, where it
rises to 205 centigrade.

“Ah! there are titanic forces at work
beneath all this seeming calm. Put your
ear to those monoliths | was just speaking
about and you ocan hear a low, deep roar
with thumps and thuds ever and anonm,
mingled with sounds like those of a rush-
ing, mighty wind. [ attach immense im-
portance to these acoustic phenomena.
We have need to plant our stethoscopes
on the mighty heart of Vesuvius fre-
quently. I hope shortly to solve a prob-
lem which no one has ever yet attempted
to solve.”

Net Yet Dying,

In Prof. Malladra's opinion Vesuvius
has by no means entered upon her death
agony. The neighboring Monte Somma
was onoe the true centre of Vesuvian
energy, but is now practically extinct.
This is & sign of “creeping paralysis,” the
professor says. Thé vapors ariging from
Monte Somma at the presant time are due
to the faot that owing to the ordinary out-
lets of the volcano being temporarily
smothered with debris, the immensely
high preesure beneath is finding vent by
ita more ancient apertures. Vesuvius is
suffering severely from this restriotion,
but Prof. Malladra gives her “*still from
1,000 to 1,600 years of fairly vigorous activ-
ity. Theold age of a volcano is a very in-
definite period.”

With regard to some momentous de-
velopment in the near future, Prof.
Malladra admits that he looks for some-
thing of the sort.

*“Never before,” he says, “so far back
as data aid us has Vesuvius slept so long
and sound a slumber as that from which
she Is now stirring. Bomething oritical
is going to happen. Will the giant forces
undermeath the main orater fling out in
all powerful might the enormous masses
of old, solidified material that now choke
the big chimney of the crater? Or will
the potent accumulated gases find out the
weakest points on the lower slopes and
there in dolorous pregnancy give birth
to new flery outleta? I personally incline
to the latter hypothesis.

“It is not improbable that a fresh crater
may form in the near vicinity of this
observatory. When | was exploring the
crater on May 14, 1912, I discovered that
an enormous rent had been torn by earth-
quake in the flank of Vesuvius. That
ominous oleft is ten feet wide. Starting
from the very top of the orater, near
Cook's Upper Station, it runs the entire
length of the mountainside from the
Atrio del Cavallo right down to the very
sea—a total distance of over five mileal
