PRIEST STOLE RARE PAINTING.

Then Set Fire to Sacristy te Cover
Theft—=He Is Arrested.

Rowme, July 13.—In October, 1811, fire
in the pacristy of the Church of Santa
Maria In Trastavere at Rome apparently
destroyed a rare Madonna, which had
been painted by Benedetto Diana, a dis-
ciple of the Venetlan palnter (lovanni
Bellinl. The Government was informed
recently that some one waa trylng to
sell a picture which greatly resembled
the one that was supposed to have been
destroyed.

Circulars were sent to all the exporta-
tion offices warning the officials to look
out for the painting. The Madonna was
finally traced to Florence and seized
by agents of the Government in the
shop of a dealer In antiques.

It seems that a priest named Cresadini,
who had been attached to the church,
removed the picture in 1911 and set
fire to the sactety In order to conceal
the theft. The priest then sold the
pictyre for $1,000 to Mgr. Pasoerinl, who
became ~fearful that his ownership of
the painting would cause trouble and
returned it. Crescinl then entrusted it
to the Florence antiquarian, who was
trying to sell it,

Crescini has been arrested.
