Secretary Daniels tcltetaled Ins con-

tention thnt the Government ls h vic-

tim of a "holdup," manipulated by tho
three armor plnte making concern,
the Uethlchem. Mldvale and Carnegie;
rite) companies. Mr. Daniels reported
that he was not In position to submit
facts and figures relative to the cost
of construction, maintenance and oper-
ation of a Government nrmor plant
and general steel mill, as ho wu with-
out tho power to summon witnesses,
compel production of cost records and
other details of the teel companies'
business. He recommends that n com-
mittee of Congress be empowered to
undertake such an Investigation.

Mr Daniels regards tho present sit-

uation as Intolerable. He points out
that around the world there Is talk of
an armor plate trust The European
mills, he says, have held the price
higher than have the American steel
maker, with the result thnt Italy Is
seeking Its armor plnte In the Culled
State- - France, Russia and Japan, he
reports ate making their own armor
plnte. the French enough to ilvo com-
petition and the Japanese and Ruelans
all that their navies require.

Illume It nn nvy Department.
Letters from the steel companies are

eltd hy Secrttary Daniels to show that
the. three firms are practically In an
agreement not to underbid one another.
This agreement, ho sh)s. Is the result of
the practice of the Nav Department In
dividing contracts aiming the tin co bid.
ders at the price submitted by tho lowest
bidder.

The Sectetary recites that when com-
petition was obtained on certain minor
grades of steel for the new battleship
Pennsylvania the three firms reduced
their price, thus enabling the navy to
save $100,000 and proving that If com-
petition could be secured on armor plate
contracts even greater saving would be
affected.

Mr. Daniels takes up theo three iuc.
tlnna: Will It be possible to make armor

t a Government plant".' Will It be good
policy? Will It be economical '.' Tliete
questions he answers In the atllrmatlve.

As to the argument that the policy
would be disastrous In case of war. thn
Secretary argues that as It takes two
years to complete armor plate there
would be little likelihood that plates
ordered at (he outbreak of war could
be set dn a vessel before the war ended.
As a compromise he suggests the estab-
lishment of a Government plant of such
size as will furnish lli.OOO tons of armor
plate a year, or half the amount ordi-
narily required for the navy.

If the private firms refused to reduce
their prices, he says, a duplicate plant
could be erected on the Pacific coast.

Cite Pointer Fni'lorlc' Sneers.
As to the economy of a Government

armor plate plant Secretary Daniels
ays. that the success of the naval pow-

der factories given a satisfactory an-

swer. He continues.
"If the cost of the plant Is not pro-

hibitive the cnM of operation will not
be a sci Ions obstacle, became the Navy
Department has shown In the past Its
ability to manufacture In active com-
petition with private firms at prices
much more icnKoiuible than the prlvute
firms are willing to nitike. When a pri-

vate firm bids for wotk It must flur; in
a profit, whereas tho Go eminent tn
manufacturing, as It does, fur its own
use has to figure only actual cost."

The Department t stimuli's the cost of
a 10,000 ton plant at Js,4ti6.or.n and the
cost of the armor to be produced at
$314 a ton. At this estimate there would
he a saving of J140 a ton, or of $1,400,000
a year on ld.ooo tons. The Secretary
believes, a Congress examination of the
coat records of the private firms would
result In a further reduction of these
estimates.

Dr. Mortimer
Lampson. and hts wife, who Is acting
superintendent of nurses, were removed
at once the whole surgical staff of the
hospital would resign. The doctors say
thty are underfed and they blame the
lAtnpaona for It.

ths house surgeon; Dr. Alexander Hep-pi- er

and Dr. Thomas Connolly. Mayor
Pagan told them he had appointed an
advisory board of hospital managers, con-
sisting of Dr. Henry .Spence, Thomas F.
Stewart, Adolph Walters, Jerome O'Keefa
and Myron Wolfson, to Investigate their
charges and other hospital matters. The
board would meet this morning, the Mayor
aald, and until a report had come from
them he would take no action.

The worst example of underfeeding of
which the doctors complained was that
of a few nights ago, when, they said,
thsy had only sardines for dinner after
a strenuous day in the operating room.
They also told the Mayor that Mrs. Lamp-so- n

Interfered with orders which they
left for the care of patients.

Dr. I.ampson and Mrs. Lampson deny
ths charges and say In reply that the
doctors have not conducted themselves
aa they should.

I K of the t'liilerwood-Hlmmon- s tariff bill,
The schedule coven wool- - and inanufac-tine- s

of wool
Senator Smoot Is a woollen manufac-

ture! and has made a special study of
this schedule. Ills amendment divides
wool Into three classes.

In the first rlass he Include merino
wool, clothing wools, and such as have
been Imported ftom Aigentlna, New Zea-
land, Hgypt, Australia, .South Africa,
ttussla and other like wools of pure Kng-lls- h

blood,
In class two he Includes camels hair,

goat hair, alpaca and the wools of like
animals. The duties provided are on
scouted wool of the llrst class, If! cents
a pound, and In the grease 15 cents. On
the second rlass the duties are: 14 cents
scoured and IS cents In ttie grease.

In wools of class three the duties shall
be 7 cents a pound In the natural state
ami 14 cent" If scoured. A proviso Is added
for this class of wool which allows a
drawback io,ual to !, per cent of the
duty paid on so much of the Importation
as Is used In the manufacture of car-
pets, mats, rugs and like ai tides.

A scale of duties is piuvlded on wool
wastes ranging from 18 to 14 cents a
pound; on nolles of 10 cent a pound It
carbonised and 8 cents If not carlionlied;
and on thread waste, arn waste, not
otherwise provided for of 7ta cents a
pound. The same duty Is provided for
shoddy and wool extract, while woollen
rags pay 5 cents a pound, tops 10 per
cent, ad valorem and 18 cents per pound
on the wool or hair contained therein.

Woollen hair which has been advanced
beyond the washed or scoured condition
but less advanced than yarn, pay
cents per pound on the wool contents snd
yarns are taxed 30 per cent, with 19 4
cents per pound additional on the wool
contents. Higher duties are provided on
women and children's dress goods, and on
cloths, knit fabrics, flannels and felts of
wool below SO cents a pound In value, a
duty of .15 jier cent is applied with 12
cents a pound on the wool contents. Above
30 cents a pound In value there Is a grad-
uated scale of duties amounting to 56 per
cent

Hlankets anil ready made clothing are
tM-- l iO per rent, rugs made mostly of
wool 40 per cent., and finally the amend-
ment ptnvldcs that the duties Imposed
shall take effect on November 1 a to
wools and on February I ai to the manu-factui-

of wool.

A icuucut is made that the United Fruli
Company's holdings In the Blueflelds com-
pany tie declared forfeited and that the
payment of dividends on It be enjoined.

Factory.

WANTS HECJPR00AL TltADK

Kvt'ctitivc Says It. In Hidietiloits
to Lower Tariff Duties

Hoaro.v. July 14 Gov Eugene Foss
announces that the It. F. Sturteinnt
Company, n machinery manufacturing
concern which he controls, has bought
n plant In Rait. Ontario, and will trans-
fer thither a large part of the work
now done at Hyde Park, Mass,

The Governor says he haa opposed
this step for more' than a dozen year,
but the Industrial situation now de-

mands it. Ha estimates that from
three to Ave hundred million dollars of
American capital has been Invested In
Oanadlgn plant because the United
States has no reciprocal trade agree-
ments with other countrlea which would
give manufacturers an outlet for sur-
plus products. While the McKlnley
tariff recognized this principle, he says,
the later Republican tariffs mainly Ig
nore It, and now he nas:

"The Democratic majority In Con-
gress Is hesitating and paltering with
the splendid opportunity; It even seems
to be, Imperilling tho little reciprocity
we still offer to Canada In regard to
the paper Industry."

The Governor thinks It Is ridiculous
to lower our tariff without Insuring
equal concessions from foreign coun-
try s.

Gov Foss nlo accuses the labor
leaders of misusing their power and
stifling business. He says he will
mclntaln an open shop in the Sturte-an- t

blower works and will refuse the
union's demands for 20 per cent, more
wages.

Charles Sumner Rlld. Hull Moose
candidate for Governor, discussing Gov.
Foss's statement, says:

"I tlon not see how any one can feel
thst the tariff Is to be an Issue In the
coming political campaign In Massachu-
setts. The Democratic party was vic-
torious at the polls last fall and the
people of the country are willing to test
a Democratic tariff hill

"If the Ttepubllcan party had estab-
lished r permanent tariff
commission the tariff would not y be
In politics. The Republican party failed
to do that and the people will never
gle them another opportunity to revise the
tariff.

"As to reciprocity. In which Gov Foss
Is so much Interested, a tariff commission
could and ought to handle that question,
aa well as other questions relating to the
tariff. I feel that one cause of the
movement of business from this country
to Canada Is the protective tariff which
Canada places upon American snrt
of course a reciprocity treaty would to ;

not remember that Gov. Foss has ad-
vocated a tariff commission, which. In
my Judgment, would do more to solve the
question than any other thing."

The Francis V. Hlnl A Son Corpora-
tion, of which Charles Sumner Bird is
the head, established n Canadian branch
many years ago.

Ambassador Curtis Guild would not
discuss the Foss Interview, but he
said emphatically that he was not a can-
didate for Governor. Local papers
have put him In the tight without his
sanction, he says.

BLOWUPS ROUT WORSHIPPERS.
