THE CLASS STRUGGLE.

Inquiries Inspired by Amhassador Page's
Stump Speech,

To THE Eoitor or THE SUN—Bir: The
apecch of Ambassador Page at the Amer-
fean Bociety's banguet in London on July
4, of which brief extracts were previ-
ously cabled to this side and which wans
printed in full in Tue 8Svx of July 14,
wna thoroughly typical of the current
propaganda against established ideas of
the social order,

He declared that “the incalculable busi-
ness energy of the American people had
carried everything before it and bent gov-
ernment more and more to its own use,
80 that government came more and more
to give special privilegens to special classes
and a generation grew up In the United
Htates that thought this use of govern-
ment inevitable and even normal; and
the great rush of prosperity seemed to
Justify this loss of our old time govern-
mental and social ideal,” &c.

Will the time ever come when orators
like Mr. Page give us pomething definite
instead of mere declamation like the fore-
going? Just where in the laws of our
country are special privileges glven te
special classer’ The premsent tariff lnws
are perhaps most commonly quoted am an
instance of this abuse ; but the tariff sva-
tem was meant, openly, as an endeavor to
Kive pecuniary advantages to the coun-
try through the medium of the receipt of
these advantages In the first instanecs by
manufacturing and producing interests,

For better or for worse this system is
now approaching an end. The people
have decided with a good deal of unanim-
ity that tariff duties shall be reduced
to a minilmum. The Republican party
In the last election atood for this about
as strongly as the Democratic party did.

Mr. Page speaks of ‘“speculation in
necessaries of life” as another Instance of
an enthronement of privilege. But it s
a epeculation that !s open to everybody,
and investigation of sclentific students
In France, In England, in Germany, as
well a8 In our own country, In the Iast
hundred yvears of civilized life hax shown
thut  all  this  speculation, instead of
heightening the cost of the necessaries of
life, lowers 1t and fulfils & useful func-
tion in the process of economic distribu-
tion of necessitien.

The question again recurs of what does
this “privilege” in the country, that is sn
vigorously denounced, really consist? It
geems to many of us that if there s any
privilege it is that enjoyed by the labor-
Ing classes rather than by wealthy and
well to do people

Do not labor organizations enjoy, In
plain sight of all men, a practical im-
munity In many directions from the
operatlons of laws that hind other people
in the community? Is not the Incidence
of taxation so arranged prerty nearly all
over the country that it falls on the rich
rather than the pooy”

What sort of a privilege In it which
alloweg of an exemption In a Federal in-
come tax of Incomes under $4,0007

The effort of a large political following
In the country In the Iast ten years has
bheen to place the burden of the expenses
of government upon the shoulders of
wealthy people rather than to disperse (ts
burdens equally upon the whole people,
Why will not Mr. Page and others like
him frankly confess that the real trouble
that Is at work in our life In the United
States to-day s a Jealousy of wealth as
such that has In fact always been cur-
rent !'n our national soclety but Ras in
the last decads been fanned to a flame by
yellow journallsm?

Of course it is to be admitted that the
feeling here described |8 part of a world.
wide effort, proceeding from the mass of
people, conselous of thelr political power,
to muke those who have been successful
in life’'s battle assume the labors and
dangers also of those who have not been
successfy! If one 18 to credit a mere
superficial observation of the course of
affalrs, a great share of the Inhabitanta
of the civillzed countries of the glnbhe are
at the moment engaged in an effort to
get something for nothing ; that s to say,
to make other people bear the expenses
of their own living, which Is on a con-
stantly increasint scale of comfort and
luxury.

TAXING COTTON FUTURES.

A Defence of the Exchange and of Specie
lative Dealings.

To tHe Enrrorn or Tur SvN—S8ir: An
amendment has heen added to the tariff
bill providing for a tax of one-tenth of
one cent a pound, or 50 centa a bale,
on mll cotton sold for future delivery on
which the actual cotton s not delivered.
The Henate committee asserts that this
will give the farmer a higher priee for
his cotton, as it will minimize specula-
tlon on the exchanges.

In reality it will not only minimize
speculation on the exchanges but it will
prevent speculation there entirely.

However, where this measure will pre-
vent a little apeculation on the exchanges
It will cause a great deal more specula-
tion by the American spinners.

The American spinner often sells his
goods on contract months In advance,
but at the same time hedges by buying
future contracts on one of the cotton ex-
changes, In this way the fluctuations In
the market, no matter how violent, can-
not affect him, But with such a heavy
tax to pay he would no longer hedge In
futures and would therefore become a
speculator,

If the price went up he would have to
stand the difference
price of his goods and the price at which
he buys hig raw material, If It went
down, of course, he would make a profit,

As most of the business done on the
exchanges 18 hedging by mills, It Is easy
to see that a perfectly legitimata busi-
ness would be greatly injured simply to
prevent a Ittle specilation.

An for the farmer, he will never receive
as high a price for his cotton without the
exchanges as he does with them. Under
present conditions every farmer can find
a ready market for almost any amount of
cotton he may wish to sell and can ob-
tain a fair price for it through the ex-
chunges,

Through the axchanges the supply and
demand of the entire world Is satisfled
and the price 1o regulated accordingly.
No man, or group of men, can Keep the
price either up or down for any length
of time when s=upply and demand con-
conditions are adverse

Without the exchanges the farmer will
have no ready market for his cotton and
will have to accept the price that the
spinner or merchant wanta to give him.
A8 the spinner will have no hedging
market and may therebhy incur great loss
he will make it up in part by giving the
farmer as little as possible for hls cotton.

The speculator in cotton 1s really very
valuable, although very few outside of
the business or Wall Street  think ¥o.
For example when a large crop s made
or in time of panic when an enormous
amount of cotton Is thrown on the market
in one week or even a day those who have
sold short buy In and other speculators
®o long or buy futures and thereby pre-
vent a very serious decline, which would
be sure to occur without them.

Oin the other hand when only a small
erop is made and the market goes up
those who have bought cotton futures
for epeculation sell out and others eell
short, thereby preventing unreasonably
high priced cotton.

It is easy to see how valuable the cot-
ton exchanges really are to the country;
and why the Government should tax them
out of existence 18 hard to understand,
cepecially when every merchant and spin-
per and producer in the business Is pro-
testing against it, R. D.
