ROAD ATTACKS STATE'S POWER.

Southern Pacific Objects to Regu-
lating Security Issume.

SaN Fraxcisco, July 19.—The Southern
Pacific Railroad Company in a suit filed
to-day in the United States District Court
here attacked the right of any single State
to regulate the power of an interstate cor-
poration to ralse funds for disbursement
in various States.

The company aerka an injunction re-
straining the California Rallroad Com-
mission from asserting juriadiction over a
contemplated Issue of equipment trust
certificates aggregating $6,000,000 to be
raised in New York and spent in several
Wesatern States,

The complaint contends that if the right
in granted to any one State to declare vold
securities fsaued without the approval
of that Btate's delegated agent, such right
must be conceded to all Htates. Buch a
condition, it is held, would set up a con-
flict of authority which would make im-

lpnulblo any eneral plan of finance satis-
actory to all commissions.

FLORIST ACCUSED OF ARSON,

Says He Took a Walk at § A,

MoNtcrLamn, N. J., July 19.—Azxel N. Q.
Stanley, a (ilen Ridge forist, was arrested
by County Prosecutor Willlam P, Teed this
morning and taken to Newark, charged with
setting fire to the Glen Kidge stores bulld-
ing, a 840,000 structure containing eight
atores, including his own, and several offices,
together with the horough offices and
council chamber. The Janitor and his
family live on the upper floor. Stanley was
held in 82,500 bail.

The fire was discovered at 2 o'clock
Friday morning, July 11, by Stanley him-
self, who had been unable to sleep and had
gone out for a walk. It was in the base-
ment under his store. ‘Two flremen were
overcome by smoke and the bullding was
damuged $4,000. Htanley's store was In-
sured for $1,500.

At night he must also set
a fuse which burns red for three min-
utes and slgnals a full stop, and then
burns yellow for seven minutes, slg-
nalling cautlon.
