"This condition Ih up lo the contractor

or more strictly to some
Workmen who care about nothing except
Saturday night dumped inbblsli in those
pipes ratlnr than bother to take it down
out of doom.

Fire insurance men said last night that
under a law of about three ycaia ago the

tandplpes and other lire apparatus in
tall buildings came under the jurisdiction
of the Fire Department, llefore that the
Building Department had oerslRht of
them.

These men believed that the I'lre De-

partment has hitherto t). K.'d the pipes
only as to construction, location, stze, Ac.
and has not tequtred any tests of thm,
They did not think such tests had been
made, although It was said that a rule of
the New York Hoard of Fire Under-
writers required them. This rule, thought
the Insurance men, has been generally
neglected.

Frederick Webster, president of the
Fire Protection Company, New York,
aid:

"I believe there Is a rule of the Hoard
of Fire Underwriters requiring tests of
atandplpes when a building Is finished '
and at Intervals thereafter. Intervals of a
month or so. I shouldn't wonder If the
rule had been largely neglected.

"These pipes need testing and the older ,

they are the more they ned It. Workmen
will let rlli t get Into them and when
they're lazy I suppose they dump It In.

Plpea Crucial Thins In I'lrr.
"The pipes are crucial things In fires.

Tou can't get water up without them and
water reservoirs In the building or on the
roof amount to little In dealing with u
real fire."

Julius Hallhelmer, secretary of the File
Service Company, declared thut the White,
hall experlnicnt would serve a very use-
ful purpose', lie said :

"This seems to be one of the things
that has been overlooked by everybody
except the fire Insurance men. and they
hare not asserted themselves about It as
they should have. The fire underwriters'
rule has not been properly enforced, I

should say, and the Fire Department has
had none requiring tests so far as 1

know. Of course the Fire Department
can enforce such tests better than any
other organization.

"1 hope there will bo an Immediate test-
ing of pipes In all the tall bulldlnKs. I

shouldn't be surprised If very many build-
ings were found to have clogged pipes.
Certainly most of them have dirt In them
when a building is newly done.

"It means the llfo of the building and
the lives of tenants and firemen If the
tandplpes won't carry the water."

The clogged pipes in the White-
hall Building arc four Inches in
diameter. The George A. Fuller Com-
pany erected the newer and larger part
of the Whitehall Building a couple of
years ago. Mr. Mortimer was unable to
remember yesterday who put up the older
part where the clogged pipes were.

Aa soon as six streams had been
started from seventh floor windows over-
looking Battery place It was seen that
something serious wns wrong. Two of
the streams that should have ranged a
hundred yards nut Into the street below
were mere trickles of dirty water. Soon
the men with Chief Kenlon began to
pick up bits of brick and hard mortar.

The water was kept on for some time,
starting with 150 pounds pressure and
then Increasing, but the dirt kept com-
ing out and the water holding back.
After ten minutes or so it was plain that
the pipes were too clogged to be of the
least service.

Kenlon Disappointed,

It was n disappointment for Chief Ken-
lon In another way. lie had planned to
hoot streams from a few dozen windows

at varying heights nnd record the re-
sults for the benefit of the tiro college.
He has long wanted to have actual rx'.
perlments to place before his student
firemen to bark up tho hook learning ho
gives them.

One thing that the chief did estab-
lish before the pipes went bad; on himwas that If ou multiply tho height of abuilding by ,434 you will get the number
of pounds pressure at the street required
to make water brim over at the roof
level. Then you Increasu your pressure
at the street level to get force In thestream aloft.

This was shown by taking n stream to
the roof of the new part of the WhitehallBuilding. Tho height above the street was
J76 feel. Multiplying this by .434 Indi-
cated that a pKHsure of lfi2 and a fractionpounds at tho street level would bo needed
to make water Just brim over the edge oftks) nozzle on the roof. One bundled and

FOUR BOMBS CAUSE

PANICS; ONE MAN HURT

One Wrecks n llillinrri
rtoom, A not her a H.ir-li- er

Shop.

Four bombs were exploded In tenements
In different parts of the city csterday.
drhlng more than a score of families to
the street In panic.

Orie blew up last night In the basement
of a five story tenement at 187 Kllzabeth
street. Injuring one of the tenants, and
the other exploded In the hallway of a
tle story tenement at 7.11 Klchth ave-
nue early yesterday morning. Both were
apparently placed by the Black Hand.

Cortaglu Carlesl, a bo.udcr with Cola-gci- o

Indellcato. a tinsmith, on the llrsl
floor of 1ST Kllzabeth stteet, saw smoke
coming from the basement last night and
tuld Indellcato. who ran out crying
"FlreV

When he got to the bend of the base-
ment stalls, leading down to the pool-
room of Hosarla Lombardo, a bomb ex-

ploded, hurling him across the street. He
was badly cut and bruised. The loud re-

port shook the building and drove a dozen
families to the Are escapes and the stub-way- s.

The ai rival of the lire engines
added to the confusion ami the teserves
had to be called to quiet the excited
tenants.

The explosion blew in the double glass
doors In the poolroom and demolished
the basement of the building, scattering
broken glass about tho street.

The bomb which exploded at 7." 6 Eighth
avenue was the second to go off In the
hallway of the hullding within two
months. It wrecked the barber shop of
Frank l.adalo and badly damaged the
delicatessen store of Samuel Hlrsch, ad-
joining

The third bomb of the day, known of-

ficially as bomb 90 of 1913, was touched
off late, last night in the hallway on the
ground floor of a six story tenement house
at 35 Stanton street. It made a big noise,
ripped holes in the plaster wall and shat-
tered window panels.

A fourth lxmb was exploded shortly
afUr I o'clock this morning in the hall-
way of a tenement at S3 Oliver street.
The stairs weie wrecked anil doors blown
in, but no one was hut t.

COTTON CROP OUTLOOK GOOD.

Wrathrr Conditions Hate Hern Fa- -
titrable In .Most Sections.

Mkmi'1118. Tenn.. July 20. The cotton
crop as a whole made good progress dur-
ing the past week. The plant grew and
fruited well under good weather condi-
tions.

Fruitage took place In the central
valley, Louisiana, Oklahoma, northern and
eastern Texas and In most sections of the
Eastern States. In central Texas and In
small, widely scattered localities In
Georgia, Alabama and North Carolina the
plant stood still for want of moisture,
while other sections In these States and
a fairly good area In South Carolina
showed some deterioration. In Oklahoma
inin is beginning to 1h needed and the
plant will cease to grow unless rain comes
soon.

I.oll weevils continue In Mississippi and
loulslana, although most places report
a decrease In the numbers of the pest In
the latter State.

MUST CORRECT PHONE RATES.

eT nrl Co. Ordered In Itectlfy
Pay Station Charge.

Albanv, July 20. The Public Service
Commission. Second District, has Issued
an ordei directing the Now York Tele-
phone Company to correct Its pay station
rates for calls within the city of New York
so that they shall not exceed Its toll rates
from subscribers' stations where tho toll
rate from subscribe! s stations Is 10 cents
or more than 10 cents a call,

The company Is nrdeied to make this
correction on or before July !3, it 1,1, and
to notify the commission on or before
July 21 whether It accepts and will obey
this requirement. This order shall not be
deemed to affect the question whether the
company may Justly charge a higher pay
station rate where the subscribers' , toll
rate Is five cents a call, which question Is
now pending for further investigation and
hearing by the commission,

SAY FEATHER TRADE

EMPLOYS LOBBYISTS

lliiuintic Societies Denounce

"Steam Holler" of Nine Now

York Importers.

PROTEST IX PAMPHLET

Clause in Tariff Kill SmIiI to
Permit Importation of

All Plumage.

Washington, July 20. Activities of a
"powerful and Insidious lobby" have ap-
peared In a new place, and tho victims of
these activities are the members of the
various zoological, ornithological nnd hu-

mane societies of the United States.
By dint of a carefullv prepared nigu-tne-

which deeply Impressed the Ways
Rnd Means Committee of the House the
proponents of a prohibitory clause In the
new tariff bill forbidding the Importation
of the feathers, wings, plumes and tails
of wild birds had won a contention for
which n real tight was organized more
than twenty years ngo. Now the members
of the majority of the
Senate Finance Committee have emascu-
lated that paragraph which the House
had written and bird lovers and humane
society members arc up in arms. They
have addressed to the American people a
protest against the action of the Senate.

In bold type this pamphlet Is headed
"The Steam Holler of the Feather Im-

porters In the United States Senate. The
lobby of the feather trade Jubilant, thus
far A warning to the American people."

The original prohibitory paragraph In
the Underwood bill reads as follows:

"Provided that tin- - Importation of
nlgrettes, tgret plumes or osprey plumes
and the feathers, quills, heads, wings,
tails, skins or parts of skins of wild birds,
either raw or manufactured and not for
scientific or educational purposes. Is here-
by prohibited; but this piovlslon shall
not apply to the feathers or plumes of
ostriches or to the feathers of domestic
fowls of any kind."

.Nfir Clause ffllra Ulrd l.utrrn.
The protestants against the action of

the Senate called public attention to tho
following clause which was added to the
prohibitory paragraph as originally
framed by r. Underwood's committee at
their request

"Ur the feathers or plumes of birds
commonly recognized as edible or pestif-
erous."

The warning of the bird lovers has this
to say regarding the Inserted clause.

"Under this wording the skins, foathers
or plumes of every bird species in the
world msy be Imported. The best lawyer
in Boston on custom house procedure is
of this opinion ; and it Is unqualifiedly
true."

The warning adds
"The legal lobby of the feather trade

is one of the shrewdest and most effec-
tive lobbies now to be found In Washing-
ton. Fromjt the sugar men and thu wool
men could learn 'how to get results.' It
consists of two firms of New York
law) era: Levciitrltt, Cook & linthan and
Finer & Maass. The men moat In evi-
dence nt Washington are Mr. Goldman
and Benjamin F. Finer. For years Mr.
Finer has been the fighter for the aigrette
dealers, headed by T. Adolson A Uro., and
he Is ail able man.

Ma 20), with the of the
Senate Committee on Finance, there Is
reason to believe that the feather trade
had won the members of that

Members Accused.
Tho which the sup-

porters of the prohibition of plumage Im-

portation charge with having been
wheedled Into line by the New York
lobbyists consisted of Senators Hoke
Smith of Georgia. Hughes of New Jersey
and Johnson of Maine.

The warning then continues:
"The facts aro as follows: On .May 20,

the first day of public hearing, Dr. Will-
iam T. Hinaday aked for a heating on
the clause to prohibit the Importation of
wild birds' plumage for the uses of the
feather and mtTllncry trade. It was
granted for May 21. Dr. Hornaday sum-
moned by wire all available Interested
parties. When the hearing opened the
very next day Chairman Johnson said to
the attorney for the feather trade:

"'We have heard ou already and we
have your briefs. We do not need to hear
you again.'

"As the hearing progressed it became
evident to Dr. Hornaday and Kdward II.
Forbtish. State Ornithologist of Massa-
chusetts, and Henry Oldys, the well
known ornithologist who appeared that
day, that all three members of the sub-
committee had been converted to the views
of the feather trade and that the amend-
ment demanded by the trade would be In-

dorsed. Outside the door of the commit-
tee room Dr. Hornaday remarked to his
colleagues: The feather trade has an
undeistandlng. We are up against a
closed case.'

"The subsequent action of the commit-
tee had tended to prove the entire ac-
curacy of this Judgment."

Nine Importers .Named.
The warning alleges that the leaders

In the feather trade lobby movement
have been nine New York Importers and
publishes their names aa follows: Jacob
De Jong. A. E. Simon & Co., K. W, Am-ber-

Ph. Adolson Hro F. Meuer &
Co., Lehman Bros., D. Kefkowltz, George
Legg and J, Kngle Co.

The warning also states that Senator
Clapp of Minnesota, who had suggested
an amendment which admitted the feath-
ers and skins of game birds und pest
birds. Is opposed now to uny modifica-
tion of the clause as It was written by
the House. The warning concludes
with the following statement:

"The defeat of our measure and the
victory or defeat of the feather trade is
In the hands of the Senators of the
United States, especially those on the
Democratic side. Who shall rule, the
60,000,00.0 people who are Interested or
tho thirty importing feather dealers of
New York?"

TELLS OF BUYING UP VOTERS.

llr. (roekelt, Mulhall'i Mly, In
Maine, Talks.

Thou ARTo.v, Me., July 30. Dr. Georicc
h. Crockett, associate of Col. Martin Mul-

hall In this part of Maine, showed an
his ledger but he would

not disclose Its contents. Dr. Crockett
says he Is holdlnc the fortunes of sotne
of the best families In the country In
bis hands.

"Ilut I am not Rolna to g;lve them
away," he said, "I want to show the sys-
tem, but If I gave out the names of some
of the people It would ruin them."

The doctor himself doea not seem to
think that there was anything; very
wrong In buying votes.

"Homebody snld the other day that I
could not have spent 14,000 In one day
buying votes," said he. "They don't
know what they are talking ubout. That
Is Just what I did, nnd It Is not half as
hard a tusk us you think. In the casn of
this 14,000 1 did not spend It In buylniione
vote nt ii time, I sent It around the
roimtryulde und In lump sums and thosn
folks had to make good. I could have
spent $10,000 as quickly.

"While It Is hard to trust them with

money, people generally live tip to the
trades. If you have bought tho men not
to vote at nil to stay away from the polls

you havo n sure cheek on them, hut
when you want them to vote. In the main
they mnko good and aa you wish."

"One other wny for a hurry Job which
I have often used Is lo go Into n town
and get the ledger of the local grocer.
Then we find the fellows who are behind

the bad bill accounts and pay them
up. That Is an economical way. It helps,
first, lo adjust thn general financial status
of the village. We make certain that the
men themselves gel the money and only a
little Is left to be handed out.

"But Mulhall did not Invent this system,
mind you. All he did was to profit by our
machinery. We hod It ready for him and
he bungled a lot as It was.

"Here Is one of my pleasant souvenirs,"
continued Dr. Crockett as he rose from
his chair and produced n photograph two
feet square.

TO RUSH CURRENCY BILL.

Ilonse lny Pass II When "enale
Voles nn Tariff.

Washington. July 20. With debate nn
the tariff bill now under way In the
Senate, Democtntlc leaders are making
plans for the consideration of thu Ad-

ministration banking and currency bill.
It Is the purpose of tho loader to pnss
the banking bill In the House Just about
the time a vote is taken on the tariff bill
In the Senate. Then It Is hoped the
Senate will buckle down to the considera-
tion of banking reform while the tariff
bill Is being whipped Into shape In con-
ference.

While the attitude of the Senate toward
the banking bill has not noon defined,
President Wilson and his advisers appear
to be confident that the Senate can be
Induced to sit long enough to pass tho
banking bill. The Administration Is

on the theory that both the tatlff
and banking bills will he mad" laws be-

fore this session of Congress comes to nn
end.

This means a session Hint will run Into
the fall and possibly project Itself into the
winter, but all collect tied seem to be bent
on carrying out the Administration pro-
gramme.

President WIIon and hl advisers Intend
soon to begin sounding out sentiment In
the Senate on the banking bill. It Is al-

ready apparent that no attention will he
paid by either the House committee or
the House Itself to objections made by
bankers to that feature of tho pending
bill that gives the Government supreme
control over the new sstem of banking
proposed to lie neated. If a fight Is
made In behalf of the bankers to give
them more adequate representation on the
Federal reserxe board It will le- - waged In
the Senate.

LABOR UNIONS INCREASING.

Percentage nt Idleness Anions; Mrm- -
t nr-r- la KmIIIdk Off,

Albany, July 20, Upturns to th Stnte
Labor Department from tho labor organi-
zations of the State Indicate that the
number of labor organizations Is Increas-
ing and the percentage of Idleness among
their members Is on the decline.

Tho reports show that on March 31

there were 1,530 lubor organisations with
a membership of 638,81 S, Just slxty-o- n

more organizations than were In existence
on September 30 last and 112,148 more
members than on the ssme date. Anting
Labor Commissioner Kogcrs said this was
thn largest Increase ui six months ever
recorded by the department. The returns
also show that for 578,796 inemheri
from whom Idleness reports were received
15.9 per cent were Idle on the last work-
ing day of March. This Is a smaller
percentage of Idleness than for any March
since 1306.

The acting Commissioner of Labor says
the building and metals-machiner- y trades
show the greatest Improvement. The
greatest Inci eases In membership were
made by the clothing and textile men.

The Increase of organized women for
this period was relatively much greater
than among men, the Increase umong the
former being 89 per cent, and umong the
latter 21 per cent, Klghly-flv- e per cent,
of the organized women are In the cloth-In- g

trades in New York city.
