July 23.—<The New
Haven road management and Enginesy
charies A Doherty, who wae in charge of
engine 1385, which crashed into the rear
of the first section of the Springfield
express at Stamford on June 12, killing
wioeral persong, are exonerated In the
Anting of Coroner John J Phelan fAled
ro-day
While exonerating the road and the en-

gneer, the Coroner finda that Doherty
rred In Judgment in not applying the
brakes =ouner. He recommends that the

oad at once set the signals at Stamford
it lewst 2A00 feet apart and immediately
try out automatie stop devices at Rtame
ford

The finding is based on the death
Ada I’ Kelley of Chicago, one of the pas-
sengers of the wooden Pullman car Sky-
‘ark, which was telescoped by Doherty's
“ngine After a lengthy review of the
testimony and the laws setting forth what
onstitutes eriminal negligence the Coro-

ner says he cannot find the road negll-
gent n placing Doherty on the engine.
Neither can the road be held for negli-
gence (1 1ts equipments, nor for any de-

fects in the alrbrakes of the train, he says,
as tnspectiong falled to disclose any defects

n the «ngine, even though it had been
reported “working bad.”

As to Doherty, the Coroner savs that
while he erred in not setting the brakes
woner he did set the brakes when he
nonestly thought it was necessary. On
the day of the wreck, the Coroner says,
there was a question as to his mental
and physical fitness to run the train be-
ause of nervousness Induced by previous
hard working of the brakes and his being
forced to bring the tgain up suddenly at
south Norwalk to prevent running over
v child .

The Coroner scores the practice of
placing 8o much reliance on the engineer,
«nd calls “foolhardy and dangerous” the
dlowing of two high speed trains to, be
together on  the sajnme track within a
safety zone., such as at Stamford.

The finding of Coroner Fhelan is in di-
oot disagreement with those af the Inter-
“tate Commerce Commission and the State
Public Utilities Cémmission, both of which
found the officials at fault for placing
such an inexperienced man as Doherty on
such a fast train

Says Noad Exercised Care,

The Coroner finds that the road ex-
oreised all due care in testing Doherty's
competency and asserts that Doherty's
‘neompetency is disapproved by the evi-
dence lald before him and by Doherty’'s
“ecord.

Idoherty had been placed on the engine
inder the axreement between the road and
«ngineers that an engineer must have at
‘vast one year's experience before be-
ng placed in charge of a fast] passener
train and inat Doherty had had such ex-
perience. He hopes, however, that this
ule will be changed soon so as to require
N0 OF three vears experience.

Doherty's error in not applving
rakes sooner, the Coroner finds, wus due
ronably to his past experience on other
ngines, which stonped more quickly than

1 new'superheated type. IHn finds that
ne inadvertantly erred in not applying
‘he brakes sooner, but under the circum-
stances does not find that such error vio-
.ated any legal rule imposing llability.

SAYS “HOLD THE PHILIPPINES."

Wesl Point Instructor Thinks
Duty to Civilise Islands.

Col. Gustav J. Fieberger, lhiead of the
department of ecivil and military engi-
neering at West Point and an old friend
and classmate of Col. Goethals, chief en-
gineer of the Panama Canal, sailed yes-
terday for the Canal Zone Ly the United

{ Fruit lner Zacapa. The Colonel has
opiniorns: about the Philippines and the
Mexican crisis. In regard to the former
he sald:

“It Is the duty of the United States
to hold the Philippines at any cost It

does not matter who may
take them. England, dermany or Japan,
we have practically contracted to pro-

tect them until they haye been brought
practically to the same level of civiliza-
tion as that of the United States. Before
that event it would be a crime for the
United Stater to let them go. It is true
that the Philippines would be of much
more value to Japan than they
us and they probably will be a very
| great burden to us; but we have shoul-
|rlered the burden and we must continue
to bear it until»we have given them a
real part in the civilisation of the world.

“About the crimis in Mexico I belleve
that the United States cannot step in un-
less forced to do so by the foreign Powers
or invited to do xo by a majority of
, the Mexicans themselves. Conditions in

Mexico male it difficult to ‘say who is
and who is not a usurper. It s easy
; enough for outsiders to tell us to stop
| the trouble, stop tha bloodshed and po-
lice the country: but we cannot o it
without authority.”

Boston, July 23.—Daniel Guggenheim
of New York continued giving testimony
to-day at the hearing before Thomas W,
Proctor, sitting as master in the action
of Lewis Ross of Brookline, a mining en-
gineer, agauinst Albert C. Burrage of Bos-
ton, seeking to get 5 per cent. of an allot-
ment of $25,000,000 of stock of the Chlle
Copper Company, which was made over to
Mr. Burrage. As to the conference at
Vichy, France, when Mr. Burrage tried to
get  the Guggenheima  interested in
fnancing his proposition for mining in
Chile and Peru, Mr. Guggenhelm said:

“l wanted the Bradley process tested
before 1 went in with Mr. Burrage, for if
it did not work out right the properties
would not pay unless gnother process was
invented. He told me that he did hot
want me to take over hia interest, but that
he would llke to have me joln him, and he
wanted a certaln percentage of the stock
in the company.

“Mr. Burrage told me that he did not
have all the stock of the old mining cor-
porations. [ told him it wae absolutely
necessary to control the whole business.
It is our experience that the small share-
holder on the outside can be pestiferous
and usually ie. We try to avold having
minority stockholders, for they are never
satisfled with the majority actions.”

Mr, Guggenheim sald it was & rule of the
seven brothers “to avold business letters
when abroad.” *“When I was abroad,” he
sald, “I combined business matters witn
personal affairs in my letters to my broth-
ers, and they would dictate the business
sections to a stenographer for filing.”
