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WILSON LETTER THAT

MADE WITTPENN QUIT
i

President Says He Had to Make

a "Practical Political

Choice."

PERSONAL GROUNDS COUNT

Wittpcnn Will Support Fielder
and Work for a Wilson

Legislature.

II. Olio Wittpenn of Jersey
City, who was forced out of the race fo r the
Democratic Gubernatorial nomination In
New Jersey by President Wilson as leader
of his party, In deciding to support the
candidacy of acting Governor James F.
Fielder, made public yesterday the letter
he received from the President which can sed
him to retire.

In It Mr. Wilson explains that he was
forced "to make a practical political rholce
as Letwecn Irlends." 'lhe letter follows;

President Wilson's Letter.
"The White House, Washington

"July 2, tl.t.
"Mr Dkah Mil Mxvon. It has given me

a great deal of concern that, in view of your
having been generous enough to consult
me with regard to the advisability nf your
becoming a candidate for the nomination
for Governor at the primaries, It was clearly
Incumbent upon me to form and express
an opinion. I frit, as I explained to you
at the time you requested my opinion, that
your desire to know my Judgment forced
me to make a practical political choice us
between friends, friends who had been of
great service to me personalty, us well us
to the public, in the political contests of the
last two years. But there was nothing
else for It, and 1 yesterday told Mr. GroeM-up- ,

as had been agreed, what m Judgment was.
It Is that we ought to support Mr. Fielder's
candidacy.

"Fielder backed me so consistently, so
intelligently, so frankly and honestly
throughout my administration and lias
followed on the whole so consistent a course
that I feel I would have no ground what-
ever upon which to oppose his candidacy.
My analysis of the political situation In New
Jersey makes me feel that u three cornered
fight would be most unwise and that prob-
ably In such a fight your own ftrenuth would
not be great enough to count decisively

"1 cannot state this conclusion without
iilo saying to you how greutly 1 have ad-
mired the course you have pursued from
time to time nnd the stand you have taken
for the rights of the people. Moreoer our
generous friendship lor myself and your
aid again and again rendered In effective
fashion have won not only my admiration
but my deep appreciation. I am sure that
you will not tlilnk the conclusion I have
come to as the leader of the parly is in any
way a subtraction from my cordial personal
regard or from my acknowledgment of the
distinguished services which you have
rendered the party.

"Cordially and sincerely yours.
"Woopliow Wilson "

Ki-Sli)- or Wlttpenn's Itrply,
Wittpenn in his reply to Presi-

dent Wilson wrote:
"As you are aware, my entrance into the

Gubernatorial race was inspired by a desire
to secure a continuance of the progressUe
movement in our party and for the purpose
of offering a candidacy openly and un-
alterably opposed to the elements and
interests with which we have been battling
for years and which you know were and
are inimical to the Interests of good govern-
ment.

"In view of my attitude in connection
with the Progressive movement in this
State for years and my record upon all the
vital questions Involved in that mowment,
It would 111 become me to do an thing or
lead any movement which would injure
the cause of good government In tho State
or allow my ambition to control me irre-
spective of my party's good.

Under tho circumstances now confront-
ing me, and particularly In view of your
communication and flat suggestions therein
contained, together with my personal
knowledge of the political situation at this
time and In consideration of the loyal
progressive Democrats who have given me
their sincere support ever since my name
has been mentioned In connection with the
Gubernatorial nomination, 1 believe that
my duty to my friends and my party Is
clear, and I therefore withdraw as a candi-
date for Governor.

However, my withdrawal as a candi-
date for the nomination for Governor does
not for a moment change or ulter my
earnest purpose to continue the fight for
good government and clean politics in the
State and In my county."

Mr. Wittpenn then told the President
that u Governor will be powerless to main-
tain advantages gained during the lust two
years under a progressive Democraoy
unless ho Is supported by a progressive
legislature, and gave his pledge not only
to work for the election of n Progressive
candidate for Governor but for the election
of legislators In accord with the policies
and programme, which Mr. Wilson initiated
In New Jersey.

This pledge means that Mr. Wittpenn will
stand for Mr. Fielder and will also put a
ticket of his own, composed of Wittpenn
Democrats, in the Held for county uud State
candldutes at the Democratic prluiurics.

In tho statement, dictated to a Sun cor-
respondent, Mr. Fielder said:

"The withdrawal of Mayor Wittpenn has
cleared the political atmosphere for the
Progressive Democrats of the State and
the Issue so fur as the Democratic nomi-
nation for Governor Is concerned Is be-

tween those Democrats who believe In the
progressive policies recently carried out
by the party and those who were opposed
to such legislation.
