Ray Fisher, with tremendous
speed, held the Windy City crowd to
three base hits, made in the fourth, sixth
and seventh innings respectively. Reb
Hussell, the young southpaw, who has
been the mainstay of the Sox this year,
l'mited the New Yorkers batting to one
single up to the meventh round, when
the Chancemen partinlly golved him and
broke the fce with two runs, also making
another in the eighth

Probably 3,500 fans turned out and
were well repaid for their loyalty. The
New Yorkers played with a snap and
daan that were surprising in the torrid
atmosphere.  They also displaved pluck
and confidence, qualities that finally car-
vied the dav Fisher parsed four men,
but he never logt his nerve.  He fielded
his position with considerable skili, too,
severnl hot smashex being knocked gown
#v him and then fielded to Knight with
staerity.  Only one error was charged
rrainst the New Yorks, an excurable
fumble by Hartzell, who Jost not only a
chance to force a runner at second, but
alse a possible opportunity to head off
the batsman.

Chase was received cordially by a large
majority of the spectators.
