TAX ON $20,000 GIFT FOUGHT.

I, lister Left Part of Instate to Woman
Who Helped lllm.

Testimony tuken before tho transfer
tax appraiser In the estato of John
Loster. who conducted a string of restau-
rants In tlieenwlch street for many years,
shows that Just before his death ho wrote
a memorandum directing his executors to
pay 120,000 to Miss Christine Cherry
within sixty daya after hi death.

The testimony was taken to determine
whether ttm 120,000 was taxable. Wit-
nesses said that Miss Cherry had

lnstcr In IiIh huslnesH for some
years and that beforo making the lift to
her he said that on account of her faith-
ful services she ought to receive a great
part of his estate "because there la no one
that 1 care particularly to leave It to."

The executors appealed from the ap-
praiser's ruling that the 120,000 Is tax-
able, and Hurrogate Cohalan ruled yes-
terday that the appraiser must take ad-
ditional testimony to determine whether
or not the gift was lor aervlcea already
rendered, In which case It would not be
taxable.

On Iff Stfi'ot Loop lo Carry Pns-spiitfe- rs

w in Start,

of Dual System.

FIRST TILIN HAS RUN

From Municipal Iliiildinj: Sta
tion Cars Will Connect i

Thivo JU'idjjes.

If nu are up at 4 o'clock
mnriiliie vou mav be the first passenger on
the llrst regular train to be run through
any part of New York's new subway
svstem. At that hour the Hrooklsn Hapld
Transit Company will nut the Centre,
street loop Into actual operation.

The loop was designed jirlmarlly us a
means of connecting the three downtown
bridges between Manhattan and Long
Island. Hut with the growth of tho Idea
of rapid transit plans were devised where-
by It should be made a part of the great
dual system, which will hind the four
boroughs together and may perhaps In
the end bring Staten Island Into direct
contact with Manhattan by railway.

Immediately fter the dual subway con
tracts weie signed last March IMward
H. Met 'tilt, chairman of the I'ubllc Ser-
vice Commission, set the llrooklyn llnpld
Transit Company to work getting the
loop Into shape for temporary operation.

Two Trai'kn, Wooden Cars.
The commission told the H. R. T. to

en ahead us fast as It could to get
the lino ready for actual operation. The
It. It. T. responded that It had no steel
ais. hut that If the commission gave

the word It would lay rails and put in
.the best cars It had on hand. A cry
was raised that there would be great
danger of fire In case of a collision In
the tunnel and that tho wooden equip-
ment might give New Vork the rauui sort
of an accident that Paris had In the
summer of 1903.

The commission replied that It would
take care that thete should be no col-
lision The II. It T was told to put
In safety signals and automatic checks,
so that no train could ciccp up unawares
and ram another train from behind. Col.
Timothy S. Williams, piesldent of the
II. It. T, announced yesterday that the
company had compiled with the I equip-
ments.

The eonipunv put the llrst train through
the tunnel vestcrday, an experimental
train, to serve lis a test of the .qulpment
With the beginning of regular operation

the Centre street loop will
tffeet only a part of Us ultimate use-
fulness. Km the time being It will serve
only as a new outlet for the It. It, T 's
elevated lines In llrisikln Duly two
of Its four tracks will be put to work.

I Hrtnaa 'anarale Closer.
The Broadway, Brooklyn, llh" Is the

first to feel the effect of the change.
Trains fcom Caiiarsle will run straight
tlitotigb to the Municipal Building station
at Cha nib i s Mreet. They will make
stops at Hskex and Delancey streets, at
the Manhattan mil of the Williamsburg
Bridge, at the Bowery and at Canal
street. The short line trains
now-- running between Kosciusko street
and Delancey street will ! rontlnued
through to the Bowery.

In the morning and evening rush hours
the Cv press Hills trains of the Lexington
avenue line, now running over the Brook-
lyn Bridge, will b. diverted to the Broad-
way line and will puss over the Williams-
burg Bridge and through the t'entie
street loop to I'h'imbers street. In this
way Brooklyn Bridge will be relieved
immediately of a pint of its rush hour
congestion Later on other Brooklyn
Bridge trains will be dlvett.d to the loop
line. j

Switching Into the Broadway line
at Canal street, tinlns can pass on to
uptown Manhattan by way of Broad-
way und Seventh avenue to Fltty-iilut- h

street, along which they will pass to the
(Jueensbnro Bridge and so to the
tju.ens Iiii. h leading to Astoria and
Flushing,

Within a year a connection will be fin-
ished between the Centre street loop at
the Municipal Building with the Brook-
lyn Bridge. When that is completed and
the Manhattan Bridge connection Is made,
the Centre street loop will have realizedus original purpose of connecting ihc
th tee bridges.

Child nn December Is, mil. Mrs, Chesley
said that she Is still pursuing her profession
lis an actress and that her son Is now with
her parents at Vlos Oak street, Baltimore.

Boy Shot In the Rye.

Mrs Chesley wild that her son was at-
tending the public school until last Febru-
ary, when be was shot In the eye with an
air rifle and the sight of the eye prnctlcnlly
was destroyed. She said that because of
this handicap her son requires more atten-
tion than he can get In a public school nnd
she has arranged to enter him at Mount
Washington Seminary, where It will cost
