(politics and all that it inveivea. We
have an abiding faith in both the justice
and the necessity of this exemption be-
cause, by virtue of i, woman Is able
to do her halfl of the world's work.

“In the catalogue of woman's rights is
the right to do gond works. On the rolls
of our organisation are the names of
women nationally famous for their
charitable and philanthropic work.
Actuated by the same motives which led
them to help the needy and suffering
they have undertaken the fAght against
woman suffruge because they usre con-
vinced of the criminal injustice of the
proposition to thrust upon the vast ma-
Jority of American women the additional
and unnecessury duties of the voters,

“When the suffragists define the ballot
as & woman's right they manifest a dis-
treaning ignorance of political economy.
The franchise is not & right, nor a privi-
lege. It is a duty, a stern duty, imposed
by the State upon thut class of persons
thought by the EBtate to be best aquipped

franchise not & plaything to amuse idle
women. It I8 not something which can
be used or Ignored at the will of the

suffrugists do not appear to realize this
fact when they degrade thelr doctrine
with the absurd declaration that those
women who do not want to vote may re-
main away from the polls.

“As & matter of fuct we consider the
franchise to be so big, so sacred and so
binding an obligation, when once It has
been conferred upon women, that wp ask
all our members and sympathizers in suf-
frage Btates to go to the polls at every
primary and every election,

“We have just done so In Tllinols,
although we Are convinced that the
limited suffrage for women was obtained
in that Stute in an outrageous manner.
We belleve that the annals of American
polities show no duplicate of this act
in which the Legislature of a Btate arbi-
trarily forced the franchise on the women
of that Btate without giving them an
opportunity to be heard even through the
votea of the men. We hope nnd expect
to see this law repealed, but while it
stands on the statute books our women,
having had the responaibility of the fran-
chise thrust upon them, must exercise it
as good citizsens of the Btate.”

Birthpiace Hestored as It Was 181
Years Ago.

After Webster's father left the birth-
place, the house was moved Across the
road and attached to the two story farm-
house as an L. Bome 100 years ago the
cellar under the birthplace was filled In
and its location forgottien.

On October 2, 1910, at A meeting In
the office of Chiaf Justice Frank N. Par-
sons of ths New Hampshire Bupreme
Court in this city, the Webater Birth-
place Assoclatlon was organized. All
doubt as to the exact spot was removed
in October, 1912, by uncovering the old
cellar and finding that part of the pre-
served bullding exactly fitted the founda-
tion,
