Colquitt Replies to Bryan's Inquiry
About Mexican Prisoners.

Averin, Tex., Aug. 5.—Gov. Colquitt to-
day made public a telegram which he sent
to Secretary Hryan in answer to the
latter's inquiry as to the attitude of Texas
toward Mexican soldlers who are being
held prisoners at El Pago and Browns-
ville. The message follows:

“Replying to your telegram relative to
Mexican soldlers hela at Kl Paso and
Brownsville by the U'nited States Govern-
ment, those at 1 PPaso were introduced
into Texas from Arizona; those at
Brownsville came across the border to
escape capture by the Constitutionalists,
We do not consider these a menace to
Texans, not half s0o much as the general
conditions in Mexico and on the border,

“The attitude of this Btate toward the
Mexican revolution has heen one of sin-
cere neutrality. If the warfare in Mexico
wan according to ecivilized methoda the
questions involved might be different. But
if you return these soldiers to Mexico you
will do so that they may butcher others,
whereas you have given to them pro-
tection from butchery by their enemies,

“1 see no difference in prineciple of
releaning the Mexicans at El Paso and
Brownsville and that suggested by you,
1 do not wish to assent to any course
which will either increase or encourage
the barbaritles and inhumanity which the
policy of the 1'nited States Government
is permitting to cross lts border and In
the republic of Mexico generally toward
our own citizens,

"l protested against the introduction of
the Mexican moldiers from Arizona and
El Paso, /but have no objection to your
holding those at Brownsville if you care
to do so."

MEXICAN PRISONERS MOVED.

Train Beara 200 Federals PProbably
® to Fort at San Diego.

Fi1. Paso, Aug. h.—Two hundred and
thirty Mexican Federal prisoners who
have been held at Fort Hliss mince the
battle of Naco were taken west 1o an
ofMcially mysterious destination this morn-
ing. It is known, however, that they
were sent to San Diego. The Mexican
consular inspector, Miguel Diebold, got a
message from Nogales, Ariz., saying that
the Federal primoners at Nogales who had |
been held there since the battle of No-
Kales, Bonora, would be taken to-day tn|
Tucson, and from there to Fort Rose-
cerank, Ban Diego.
