The Retirement of the Turks From
Adrianople,

Complete and final peace in the Bal-
kans now depends upon the response
Turkey makes to the demand served
upon her by the Powers that she evac-
uate Adrianople and retire behind the
boundary fised by the treaty of Ion-
don, ‘I'he alternative if the Turks hold
their intrenchments 13 the use of force,
and one of the Powers, or perhaps
BRumania, should be commissioned to do
the police work. Hitherto the risk of
& rupture of the concert has discour-
aged armed intervention in the Bal-
kans, and it may not be necessary in
this case it Tl\lrlk.’ heeds the warning

—

of England that her Interests in Asla
will suffer if «he continues to flout the
treaty of London. She must also con-
slder whether another campalgn would
not deprive her of the little tersitory
she has left In Europe, including Con-
stantinople.

The Powers have threatened so fu-
tilely and worked so deviously behind
closed doors to solve the Balkan prob-
lem that the Porte may be deaf to
moral suasion In the new crisis. In
some quarteras It is held that the Turks
should never have been allowed to
advance from the Tchataldja lines, but
It must be remembered that the march
ot Adrianople could not have been
prevented except by the Bulgarians
themselves, and they were involved in
a desperate struggle with the Servians
and Greeks, In reoccupylng Adria-
nople the Turks disregarded the notice
served upon them to respect the treaty
of London, and unopposed entered the
city after a march of three days, rely-
fug on a confusion of counsels among
the I'owers and the crippling of the
nllies by the war among themselves
for the success of the daring adven-
ture by the military party at Constan-
tinople,

The Powers, however., must now
take a tirm stand or the last condition
of the Balkana may be worse than any
that has preceded it. . Milltary coer-
clon must be used If Turkey does not
¥leld, whatever the risk to the con-
cert incurred. To commission Bul-
garia to win back the territory retaken
by the Turks and oust them from
Adrianople might be to Impose upon
her n task beyond her strength. The
casualties In the war with Bervia and
Gireece have been o heavy and her
prestige has waned so low that the
Ottoman army would ask nothing bet-
ter than to try conclusions with fits
conqueror again. If there must be an-
other campaign to take Adrianople it
would be the part of wisdom to turn
the enterprise over to fresh troops
wenring another uniform,

An Afterthought.

A Freuch writer on economles once
wrote of “the things we see antl the
things we don’t see,” THACKERAY In
“Vanity Fair” has brought out this
same thought where he spenks of the
two mean parts in the pageant of
victory, the men who bleed and the
women who weep, Somehow, ns an
afterthonght, when the nolse and the
tumult over the triumph of Mr. Jouw
HeNry Mears had dled away, we
asked ourselves what had made this
remarkable feat possible? And the re-
ply came in one word : Duty,

There is a cynical spirit abroad in
this land which would lead men to
belleve that the world revolves*on a
crooked axis, The gaudy covers on
certain popular magazines try at times
to jnfer that most persons are graft-
ers and that a sense of simple duty
is dead in this grasping age. I& it so
or {s it not s0?

Why, If it were so, Mr. Meags could
not have girdled the world in thirty-
five days, nor in one hundred and thir-
ty-five days. From the time he left
the office of THE SuUN until his return
every Inch, every hour of progress
rested upon unknown, countless men,
doing thelr duty, unseen, unheard, but
there, nevertheless, “‘on the job,” prac-
tically three hundred and sixty-tive
days out of the year. Mr. MEags could
not travel thus were human nature not
honest,

From the man who made or the man
who pumpwsd the tires on his first auto-
mobile to the stokers on his ships, to
the lonely flagmen on watch in the cold
dawn of the Siberian steppes, to the
men who in the towers and in the
crow's nest standing by thelr posts,
to the engineers, the captains and the
managers, to every petty telegraphie
clerk en route, until a chauffeur, with

nerve for the occasion, brought him
down Broandway to Park Row at a
mile a minute, to these men Mr.

MEARS owes his success,

Newspapers from their very nature
often have to chronicle that which is
the exception and not the rule, and
unfortunately many persons are led by
headlines to lmagine that wicked folk
thrive and that men are honest merely
as a matter of hollow pretence. Rut
the record of Mr. Mears ought to teach
us that we could not take our daily
trips, our dally pleasures, or enjoy
our dally necessities, unless, In the
words of NELSON, every man not only
war expected to do, but did his duty,
Even the little bottles of milk left on
millions of doorsteps bhefore breakfast
and sunrise, what an epitome they are
of duty done, through how many honest
hands have they passed before they
rench us? Without them Mr. Mgars
could not have kept alive,

Roft Drinks,

The long line of thirsty Individuals
who crowd the fountains dispensing
so-called soft drinks would not be so
long if more thought were given to the
source of the water and of the flavor-
ing and preserving materials that make
these drinks agreeable and produce a
desire for repetition,

Most people regard these beverages
a8 s0 harmless that they Indulge In
them excesslvely, paylng little heed
to the fact that thelr thirst quenching
eapacity 1s far inferlor to that of clear,
pure, cold water. A little thought
must ellclt the truth that the chlef
fascination of these drinks in  hot
weather is thelr temperature,

The public needs to be informed of
the fact that the saturation of these
waters with carbonic acld gas does
not destroy the bacteria that may be
contalned in the water and syrups,
The sparkling appearance of these
summer beverages, and ‘the alluring
advertisements, often untrustworthy,
are misleading In this direction,

It 18 true that earbonie acld gas be-
comes germicidal under pressure. That
the pressure s too slight In carbonuted
beverages to protect the public against
dangerous Infecflon I8 demonstrated
by the experiments of Youne and
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BHEawoop in the water laboratories
of the Kansas University. They state
that despite the fact that the most
hardy Individuals cnn resist these ad-
verse conditlons for a conslderable
length of time the logical conclusion
Is that no water should be used In
the manufacture of a carbonated drink
that is in the least suspiclous, and If
a doubtful water is the only source
of supply this should be subjected to
treatment by some method of steriliza-
tion with subsequent flltration through
a trustworthy and efficlent filter.

In the cities the flavoring, coloring
and preserving materials Iin non-alco-
holic or soft beverages are more or
less under supervision of the health
authorities. Saccharin and other so-
phistications may be readlly discov-
ered by the health wnuthorities, who
execute the pure food laws,  Restric-
tion of lced soft drinks during the
heated term 1s advisable, especially
in the resorts where people most do
congregnte fof rellef from the sea-
sonal Inflictions. Like other habits,
the soft drink habit becomes more in-
sistently fixed by indulgence,

Doubtless some of the digestive
troubles and pronounced intestinal dis-
orders commonly termed summer com-
plaints originate in the soft drink
habit because of impure water used
by the manufacturers,

Mr. Danlels on the Navy.

Secretary DaNieLs Is quoted as say-
ing that he will ask Congress “to put
all of the money it appropriates into
a navy afloat and the hecessary dock
and yard equipment.” Golng more into
detall he says:

“I shall not ask for additional bulldings
for shore stations or increases In the line
or enlisted personnel, only in so much as
they are absolutely necessary. I want
every cent appropriated to go Into battle-
ships, destroyers, submarines, tenders and
colliers. ‘That Is the navy., That is where
the fighting strength ia. 1 cannot see
building up the ‘navy ashore.'"

We assume that Mr. Daxiris s
thoroughly In earnest, and he may
therefore he expected to recommend
the discontinnance of navy yards no
longer needed by the service, whether
they are in the North or South, for in
that way money can he saved for new
construction., Secretary Meven advo-
cated some sweeping changes along
that line, and there was merit in his
plan to make Narragansett Bay a great
unaval base. Economy and concentra-
tlon was hls motto. A proposal to
close navy yards or statlous in any
part of the country is sure to encoun-
ter opposition in Congress, and It re-
muains to be seen whether Recretary
Danikrs will stand to his guns in what
he says about not “building up the
navy ashore.”

The General Roard will recommend
as usual more new battleships and
torpedo craft than it expects Congress
to make appropriations for., It does
this year after yvear, and the ecourse
is of doubtful expediency, since It
excites the distrust of Congress,
Would it not be wiser to advocate
steadily a two battleship programme,
with destroyers enough from year to
year to bring the ratio up to three of
these sentinels to each battleship, also
needed submarines and colllers? Such

policy would eall for no revision by
the Secretary and he would not he
on the defenslve. As to providing for
ships in commission Mr. DaNigrs can-
not escape asking for increases in the
line and the enlisted personnel, Naval
problems must be faced, and nothing
is to be galned by talking of using
almost every dollar avallable for new
construction,

Mr. Daxikrs s a promising Secre-
tary, but he has yet to prove, as we
hope he will, that he understands the
needs of the navy as well as his prode-
cessor did and that he has the cour-
age of his convictions,

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THE OURRENCY BILL.

Remarks on the Arbitrary Moevement of
Bank Reserves.

To e EpiTor or THR Bun—Sir: The
country Is to be congratulated upon the
amending of the most viclous clause of the
new currency bill o that there Is ground
for hoping that that claush is now nearly
or quite inoperative, The Beven Wise
Men to be set up in Washington may still
have the power to move bank reserves
about, but every ons of the seven men
must agree before action shall be taken.

1f it may be presumed that the Federal
reserve board shall be composed of men
of Intelligence, then at least one of them
may always be depended upon to insist
that there shall be no Interference with
the natural movements of money. Then,
too, all of the seven men may study
finance and learn of the danger and futil-
ity of iInterference with these natural
movements,

Becretary McAdoo is about to make a
comparatively harmiless experiment in
political banking which should throw
some light upon the way money seeks
its proper level everywhere. If he offered
the $25,000,000 to $60,000,000 to those
banks which would pay the highest rate
of Interest, with ample security, the money
would surely go wherever there is the
greatest need for it and the whole country
would be benefited.
the sections to be given the money he
runs the risk of setting in motlon counter
currents of money sufficientiy powerful
to thwart his plan and make him appear
foolish. It {#g reasonable to suppose that
the moment it became known thut the
Secretary would send Government money
to the West and the South the bankers
in the West and South become less urgent
in their demands upon the money centres,
the Becretary's rate of interest being very
low. It is quite possible too that the

products of the West and South began to |

be more firmly held and that hereafter
emaller quantities will be hurried to
market. Then on the other hand buyers
in the favored localities may now order
greater supplies of goods from outside
because of the expected easge In paying
for them. 1t is quite certaln, therefore,
that while the Secretary has the power
to place Government money where he
pleases he has no great power over the
currents of money, and that in whatever
localities he puts the money he can cause
only & momentary riss of the volume of
money there above the proper level

In any event the Secretary's experi-
ment would argue nothing in favor of
the objectionabla clause of the currency
bill, as only Government money s to be
used by the Secretary. The bill, on the
contrary, provides for the arbitrary mov-
{ng of bank reserves from the custody of
the owners to the custody of the would-
be borrowers. Nothing could make this
right, but the wrong of it may perhaps be
made more clear {f the Secretary's experi-
ment shall show that money everywhere is
sure to find Ita natural level. The viclous
