Nr.wroitT, Aug. 7. The races for the
Attor cups, sailed were far from
satisfactory because the weather god
furnished light, fluky winds which lasted
all day. The Klctia. owned by Morton F.
Plant, won the cup for schooners and the
Carolina, owned by Pembroke Jones and
with G. M. Pynchon on board, won the
i up for sloops. Three schooners and thir-
teen sloops started and It may have been
that the number thirteen, which la so
dreaded by sailors, worked an III In-

fluence on the race. The yachts were
out until long utter sundown.

The regatta committee flew Its flag
from the Vanadla and Commodore Dallas
B. Pratt also was on board. At the time
for the sturt the wind was from the
southeast. So the Vineyard Sound course
was (.elected and the signal letter D set
on the Vanadls. This course Is 3S miles
long. The first leg Is 17 miles

to the Vineyard Sound lightship, tnen
4 'a miles north to the Hen and Chickens
lightship, and then 16 miles west one-ha- lf

north to the finishing line at the
Hrcnton'rf Reef lightship.

The sloops were sent away at 10:40
o'clock. The first leg was windward
work and small Jib topsails were sent
aloft and sheets were trimmed flat The i

tide was running west. The thirteen
yachts approached the line well bunched,
but Just as the signal sounded the wind
died away and the racers were almost
without steerage way. The Carolina,
Samurl and Rarbarn had held for the
line on the starboard tack, but when the i

wind failed they were set buck by the
tide and at once went on port tack. The
yachts Were allowed two minutes to get
over the line, during which Interval their
irtunl times were to have been taken, but
nnt a single yHcht crossed withtn that
l noil i ne Carolina leu, ine namuri and I

sounded at 10:40, und Elena was the
onlv one near the line. Capt. Dennis
managed to keep his yacht moving and
although It looked, us if she would foul
some of the sloops, she sailed through
the fleet, doing no more damage than to
blanket the others.

The Irollta
tvs next over and. although she crossed
tho line forty minutes atter the Klenu,
she wuk not more than half a mile be-

hind the Plant schooner. Then one after
another at Intel vals tho others started.

The Phryne gave up the race before
the lightship was reached nnd sailed
back. The Hopewell too withdrew and
was towed In.

The wind was aft on the next leg. The
Elena and Irollta did not use their spin-naket-

but first reached with booms to
port, nnd after half the distance had
bet a made, g bed and reached on the
other tack. Tho sloops carried spin-
nakers. There was no change In the
order of the racers.' The times at the
Hen ahd Chickens were: Elena. 2:26:13;
Irollta 2:31:20; Carolina. 3:05:20; Shlm-
na. 3.0b:4o; Avenger, 3:08 :46.

Krom there It was a reach, with booms
to starboard. Kalloon Jib topsails were
carried. The wind freshened, and Irollta
catching it closed un on the Elena. Then
she lost the wind and was becalmed for
a long while. Elena had a good wind
and Increased her lead. The Elona
finished at 5:03:55, and was saluted as
fhe crossed the line a winner.

This Is the second time that the Elena
has won tho Astor cup and It Is the ninth
time that Capt. William Dennis has sailed i

a yacht to victory In an Astor cup race,
He won twice with the first Elmlna, in 1901
and 1902: four times with the second El-

mlna, In IftOfi, 1506, 1D07 and 1909, and last
ear and this year with the Elena. It Is

also the third time that Morton F. riant
has won this trophy. He won In 1903
with the lngomar, sailed by the late Capt.
Barr, and the last two races with Elena.
The Irollta finished at 5:33 :20. The
elapsed time uf the Elena was 6 hours 16
intnutes 68 seconds and of the Irollta
6:46:20, and the corrected times were:
i:iena, 6:08:00; Irollta, 6:35:40, so that
tho Elena won by 27 minutes 40 seconds.

Tho Carolina crossed the line at 6:52:4S.
She had been out 8 .hours 10 minutes 18

feconds. There were then several yachts
In the distance, but the wind died out und
the yachts were hopelessly becalmed.

Tho Grayling earlier In the race had
taken a tow for home. The Samurl,
Iroquois and Spartan followed her ex-
ample. The committee waited out until
there was no possibility of a small yacht
c'ting In within her time nnd then went

to the harbor and the rest of the fleet
'ii led on and reached port very late.
