Nothing more specific has heen ut-
teredd In Governor SULzer's defence
than the plea of hiz secretary that the
| law respecting statements of campaign
finances does not require the exhibi-
tlon by the candidate of contributions
received by him: only of his awn con-
tributions and the axpenditures.

Kection 56 of the Corrupt Practices
act. the paternity of which has been
clnimed by Mr. Svizer himself, reads
as follows:

“Statement of campalgn receipts and

disburses any monev or ite equivalent or
incurs any liability to pay monev or its
equivalent shall, within twenty dave after
#uch election, flle a statement setting forth
all the receipts, expenditures, disburse-
meants and llabilities of the committes, and
of every nther officer, member and other
person in its behalf. In each case it shall
include the amoaunt received, the name af
the person or comniittes fram
eceived, the date af its receapt, the amount
of every expenditure or disbursement ex-
ceeding five dollars, the name of the per-
gon or committes to whom it was made
and the date thereof: and unless such
expenditure or disbursement shall have
been made to another political committes
it shall state clearly the purpose of such
expenditure or disbursement. The state.
ment to he fAled by a candidate ar other
person not a treasurer sha'l he in like
form aa that hereinbefore provided for,
but in statementa filed by a candidate
there shall alao be !ncluded all contribu-
tions made by him.*

{zed effort of a higher medical educa-
tion in Johng Hopkins University.
From Johns Hopkins he was trans-
lated to Oxford University, where he is
endeavoring to implant the good seed.
His most recent public utterance {s a
manifestation of that '[.‘.'mnl common
sense which has exceptionally charae-
terized this man of learning.

told the British Hospital Association,

MEXICAN PROBLEM.

Some Correspondents Who Do Not Ape
prove President Wilson's Poliey.

To tHE Epitor or THE Bun—&ir: Prob-

ably no other American understands con-

ditions in Mexico so well as ex-Ambassa-

dor Wilson. President Taft, whore worst
enemies have not denied him the gift of
sound common sense, commended Mr. Wil-
son's course warmly. If there be any-
thing at this juncture which Americans
want to know and need to know it is the
true state of affairs in Mexico, In view
of this the Senate Forelgn Relations Com-
mittee very naturally invited Mf Wilson
to appear before it and give informa-
tion which it was impossible for the com-
mittee to acquire without his aid. Mr,
Wilkon made such a favorable impression
upon the members of the committee that
the Forelgn Affairs Committee of the
House invited him to appear bhefore It
No mensible man desires a war with Mex-
jco, but every Intelligent man remembers
that within the last seventy-five Vvears
we have invaded both Mexico and Cuba
and that it is quite concelvable we shall
dn the same thing again, Evervwhere in
the United States men's ideas are in n
gtate of confusion am regards the true
condition of Mexican affaire

A man who has said publicly ae the
President has done, "A Hrst necessity is
to open the doors and let in the light
on all affaire which the people have a
right to know about” would naturally
be expected tn welcome an opportunity
for the Committee on Foreign Affairs
of the House to learn at flrst hand
what it had a right to know, It com-
mitted them to nothing.
