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BANKERS LEAVE T0-DAY

FOR BIG CONFERENCE| .....

Curreney Bill Will Be Discussed
at Meeting ‘in

Chieago. [ &)

Osl. Fred B secrelary
of the American Bankers Association
and of the currency commission of the as-
sociation, will leave this afternoon for
Chicago for the conference of bankers
of the country called to discuse the cur-
reney bill.

The conference opens on Friday at the
I.a Balle Hotel and will be in session for
two days at least. A. Barton Hepburn,
chairman of the currency commission, will
dellver the apening address and msound
the keynote,

Mr. Hepburn, Joseph T. Talbert, vice
president of the National City Bank,
and & member of the currency commis-
sion, and Willlam Woodward, president
of the Hanover National Bank, who will
represent the Clearing Housa, will be
the New Yorkers in attendance. They
will leave for Chieago to-morrow.

The New York State Bankers Associa-
tion will be represented by R. H. Tre-
man, president of the association and the
president “ of the Tompkina County
National Bank of Ithaca, and J. H. Per-
Kins, vice-president of the State Bankers
Association and vice-president of the
National Commerce Bank of Albany.
There will alro be & number of repra-
sentatives of the clearing houses of New
York Htate.

“This conference promises to be the
moat significant and Important that
American bankers have ever been called
together for,” said Col. Farnworth
vesterday. ““The body will be represen-
tative of the best banking brains of the
country, as the members of the confer-
ence will be the heads of the banking
communities throughout the United
States.” ¢

PFrank A. Vanderlip, president of the
National City Bank, sald:

*“I think the conference will show that
the bankers of the West and South take
prétty much the same view of the cur-
rency bill as do those in the East. They
all recognize that the proposed system
has many excellent features which can
be wery heartlly indorsgd. On the other
hand the view previils quite generally, I
helleve, that the bill has some grave de-
fects which ought to be remedied.

“Most of us feel that there should be
one central bank instead of twelve central
banks, and that the central bank should
issue its own obligations and not the
Government. It is true, however, that the
bill does recognize the value of centralized
power and that Is a point in its favor,

*“The conference will ba of great value
in testing sentiment and seeing what can
bhe done to strengthen the bill in its weak
parts. The bankers will discuss the bill
dispassionately with reference to all in-
terests and with the single aim of secur-
Ing what is best for the whole country."”
