DIE AS LAROCQUE DID

Mystery In Woman's Viait to

Port Jefferson, Announced
by Telephone.

ENGAGEMENT IS DENIED

Dead Clnbman's Friends Say He

Knew No One Named

who still are discussing the suicide of
Loul E Lsrocqu hy leaping from Ilar- -

ling's pier, near thai village, several weeks
go, were told in s telephone message

from New York early yesterday that a
young woman who was engaged to lirocqu j

was on her way to Port Jefferson to end her
life in exactly the same manner

nder the direction of Justice of Ihe
Peace Jacob R Dreyer they wailed In the
rterknem until t o'clock, when a young
women dressed In black drove up in n
automobile to the end of the pier.

The woman, who was detslned for sev-
eral hour by .lust Ice Dreyer, said she wa
Jne Doe. In New York her name was
reported to he Yeronlca Rlshop, for whom
several addresses were given, but none of
which apparently proved correct

Anyway, after telling her troubles to
luetic Dreyer she consented to return
to New York in company with Frank
Talbot, a young Englishman, and a womsn
friend who went after her In another auto-
mobile She wan taken to the home of
friend"

Though friend of Larocoue denied em-
phatically that he ever knew the woman,
gave her any present or was engaged to'
her she inlted to Justice Dreyer that
l aroccpie, whom he aid she had known
for several years, often talked to her about
marriage and made her many presents.
Tslbot himself, a clean cut. well dressed
voung man, said thst Mi Hlhnp had told
him of ber friendship for Iirocnue

Grieved Over l.arocqne' Death.
Miss Bishop, according to Talbot, has

been grieving not onlv over the death of
Mr. LgfOCQUS but also over the loss of a
relative in Ru hmond. Ya She lived with
an elrierlv woman to whom apparently she
confided something of ber sorrow and
hinted at the possibility of ending her life
She disappeared from the Right of her
relatives on Mondav evening and Talbot
was asked to senwh for her He wa told
that she bad gone to port Jefferson to end
her life

Talbot went to a telephone and getting
in touch with the town constable and Jus-
tice of the Peace Preyer askext them to
watch for a young woman dressed in black.
He informed the Justice that the woman
was a friend of Mr Larocque and might
try to jump into the Sound

Justice Dreyer at first thought It was a
hoax, but finally he was impressed bv the
anxiety evident in Talbot s voice lirover
gOl several friends gg aids nnd all of them
conneslad ' themselves near Itarlmg's Pier.
