Sulger did not come into
the big public reception reom of his
Executive suite all day.

Attorney-Generul  Thomus Carmody
has returned to Albany for a few daye,
He had a talk with acting Governor
Glynn this afternoon. The Attorney-
General sald he caune to, Albany to be
on hand while the Thaw guse and the
controversy over the title to the Gov-
ernor's chair were in progress The At-
torney-Cieneral did not eall on CGov. Sul-
zer, although their relations have aniways
been friendly,

He wired Commissioner of Immi-
gration Scott asking him to deliver Thaw
up to the New York State authorities at
Rouse's Point, und then telegraphed the
Necretary of Commerce and the Secretary
of Btate aut Washington appealing to
them to make a demand for the delivery
of Thaw into New York State,

Persons Publishing False and
Malicious Statements May
Go to Jail.

Gov. Sulzer may have to testify before
the Assembly Judiciary Committee about
James . Garrison's charges that four
Assemblymen were bought In the Im-
peachment fight. The committee meets
in the City Hall this morning.

Aaron J. Levy, who as majority leader
*of the Assembly i® a member of the com-
mittee, said yesterday that the Governor
may be subpienaed before the committee
winds up its sessions, .

“We intend to go to the limit against
the men who circulated that story,” said
Mr. Levy yesterday. “If they fall to
tubstantiate their charges they will bave
to go to jall."”

Subpeenas, have been sent out for James
C, Garrison, who told the story about the
four venal Assemblymen: for Lynn J.
Arnold of the Albany Knickerbocker-
Press, whose paper has been defending
Sulzer and attacking Murphy : for Louis
A. Barecky, who was Sulzer's confidential
secretary in the campaign and who re-
| fused to answer questions when he ap-
| peared before the Frawley committee, and
i for Frederick l.. Colwell, sald to be one
| of Gov. Sulzer's brokers, who also refused
to tell the Frawley committee what they
wanted to know,

Members of the Judiclary Committea
raid yesterday that Garrison and Arnold
will be obliged to explain what they meant
by their stories reflecting on the Assembly,
Under section 80 of the legislative law
the Assembly can summon witnesses and
may punizh by imprisonment throughout
the session of the Legislature those who
have been found guilty of ‘“publishing
' false or malicious accounts of the pro-
leeedings or the vo et of members in
| their legislative capacity.”

Inusmuch ax the Legislature is likely
to sit until January 1, if Mr. Garrison
and Mr. Arnold are found guilty they can
Inok forward to staying in Jail until New
Yeur's,

BAN Francisco, Aug. 21.—Muury Diggs,
convicted late last night on four counts
for violation of the Mann act, is at
llberty to-day on $20,000 bail, with the
prospect of a four year sentence to the
Federal penitentiary at MeNell's Island
on September 2. The maximum penalty
on the four counts is twenty years in jall
and a $20,000 fine.

GIRL: LONGS FOR DEATH

Elopement Was Foiled a Week
Ago, and the Couple De-
cide to End It All

Why didn't Charlie shoot
me right?' Her chief desire |s to die
in time to have her funeral the same day
as her sweetheart's, which will be Batur-
day.

Investigation to-day disclosed that the
suicide agreement was entered into bécause
of family opposition to their immediate
marriage.  Six months ago Miss Hamil-
ton came here from her home in Sunder-
land avenue, Bospon, to visit her siater,
Mrs. Henrl C. Morand, wife of & Man-
hattan broker with an office at 149 Broad-
way.

Young Itich met her at the Morand
home on Nepperhan Heights, hecame a
frequent caller and their engagement re-
sulted. Rich was an electrician employed
by the Otis Elevator Company and lived
with his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Charles
E. Rich, 359 Rossiter avenue. His father
is a local politician and is employed as
an engineer by the Third Avenue Rail-
road in New York.

FALL IS LOOKED FOR

Until Then Increase in Weight
Limit Will Have Little
Effect on Business,

The increase In the weight limit of par-
cel post packages from sleven L0 Lwenty
pounds, which went into effect on August
15, hes not made it necessary for the local
postal suthorities to wdd in any great
degree to the equipment for handling the
mall matter., This is partly due to the
fact that the summer eearon with busis
nees concerns using the parcel post is
the dullest in the year., Just as soon as
folks begin to return from the country
and seaside resorts and the fall rush is
on It is expected that Uncle Sam's men
will be hard pressed to collect and dis-
tribute the great number of packages
that will be entrusted to their care.

There has been a decided increase in
the parcel post business at the local post
office, much of which is believed to be due
to the consolidation of the Mrst and sec-
ond zones, which makes |t pussible to
send packages to any point within a
radjus of 160 miles at u cost of five cents
for the Nrst pound or fraction thereof
and one cent for each additional pound.

Assistant Postmaster Murphy sald yes-
terday afternoan that no reports had been
prepared as to the total volume of par-
cel post business hers since the new
twenty pound regulation went into effect,
and therefore it could not be determined
