Harris Theatre last night to witness the
first productlon in this ecity of a play by
Bayard Velller called “The Fight” Une-
doubtedly there were many of the au-
thor's friends in the gathering Then
there were others, attracted by that al-
together human if not sympathetic desire
to discover If a manewho had put one
great success to his credit would be cap-
able of landing another. The phrase i3
that of the lobby and is reproduced here
for ita impreasive colloquial tang.

It might as well be admitted at the
outset of any report of the incidenis
on the stage last night at the Hudson
Theatre that Mr. Veiller in the tiaird act
of “The Fight' proved himself capable
of bullding up a climax of absorbing and
cumulative interest. The ethics of the
situation are not mecessarily involved in
this praise of the important Act of the
play. It is sufficlent to any admirer of
the playwright's art to welcome such an
expert and workmanlike series of scenes
as those which kept the audience intent
as one episode followed another alwayvs

with increasing interest on the part of
the spectators.
“The Fight” s in this act a master-

plece in comparison with the amateurish
output that is offered by most of the
yvouthful playwrights of this country

Second Act Is Sordid.

Probably this scene, in which a woman
is Aghting In a Western town for the
position of Mayor, will make the play
popular. It is not in the least improbable
that the revolting, coarse and crude sec-
ond act may also make for the general
acceptance of the drama here In this
day. It passes in the sort of a house
which dramatista have for years hesi-
tated to make the background of any
play.

Plainly this division of the drama was
introduced with the idea of gaining the
suffrages of that part of the public which
theatre managers now suppose to exist,
eager for some exploitation of the pop-
ular “white slave” legend. Bo a girl is
lured Into a brothel for the express pur-
pose of appealing to an elderly and jaded
patron. It happens:that he is her father
S0 when he opens the door to meet her
and substitutes the salutation “Hello
Kiddo"' for his customary paternal greet-
ing he is able to give her freedom with-
out simultaneously giving himse!! away

The jdea does not strike us as alto-
geéther new. There was for Instance "Any
Night,” not to mention a fragrant product

of the Harvard school of poetry, boldly,
one might almost sav brutally, called
“Tiger.” The second act with |8

cigarettes, its red wall paper and its des-
perate chatelaine was a sufficiently realis-
tic picture of gay life in A small town to
frighten the least susceptible debutante.
It was altogether rather wretchedly
wicked. (Can such things be?

It happened that this scene bore some
relation to the dramatic scheme of the
play. The father—Oh, pop. oh, pop, here
comes your daddy now—who visited the
house of the red wall paper, was per-
pecuting the lady candidate for Mayor of
the small Western town {n which the
action of the play passed. S0 he had to
be mot to rights. Altogether this waas the
most unfortunate part of “The Fight"

It must require an altogether inordinate
appetite for white slavery on the stage to
make any public put up with the coarse-
ness and lack of humor which this second
scene reveals. It muy be that such an
appetite exists.

Truer to life than some of his colleagues
in the fleld of dramatic lterature, Mr
Velller has placed the scene of his kid-
napping in the West. 8o It cannot be gaid
to possess more than a historic interest
for New Yarkers. Mr. Velller has con-
eiderately refrained from reproducing the
palmy dayva of this character which are
to be witnesped elsewhere on the stage

Woman a Good Fighter,

The playwright abandoned realism
after the secoend act and showed the
audience his heroine struggling to down
the opponents of her candidacy for the
Mayoralty of this town she was de-
termined to purify. Once in the realm of
fantasy he wrought well, The woman
president of the bank fought her enemies,
political and financial. £he put her foot
on the neck of the haughty depositor who
had withdrawn his account and brought
forward the check of hia forger son.

Bhe made him swear in an affidavit
that he knew who had Inspired the run
on her bank and she got an impossihle
stage reporter to put it all in an im-
possible stage newspaper. Then she had the
daughter tell how pop had rescued her
and made the rest of his crowd sore on
him for his part In the little affair of
the house with the red wall paper

It was all far from human pmbability,
but that did not Interfere with the interest
of the audience, Mr. Velller was able to
eatablish the senae of f(lluslon which la
the beginning and end of the theatre,
Not a human being in the audience
thought for a secand of the improbability
of all the episodes by which the heroine

confounded, with nothing more unusual
than a telephone at her elbow, all the
powers of evil arrayed against her

The spactatorp delighted In her tri-
umphs just as they did in the devices
of the first act by which Mr. Vailler

not only brought a child worker on the

but even a white slave who had
met her fate—or one of them-—in the
back room of the gin mill keeper who
was fighting the heroine and her ef-
forts at reform.

Achlevement in One Light.

To make such creatures stalk for a few
hours in the semblance of humanity and
to keep the interest of his spectators on
them is an achievement possible only to
the genuine dramatist. Mr. Velller did
this last night in “The Fight,” In spite of
all its crudeness, bad taste and lack
of any human probability. So that part
of the audience which came to sees If he
could make good again found in this play
just the qualities responsible for the suc-
cess of "Within the Law." Now the
playwright has successfully shown that
;hl: first dramatic success was not a

uke.

Margaret Wycherley was a delight-
fully human and sympathetic incarnation
of the imposaible heroine who ran a bank
and wanted to run everything else in her
western Eden.
