The play with the theme is so popular
with the American theatregoer of this day
that =imple drama for Its own sake ap-
pears now in only the least scrious plays.

I'aul  Armstrong, who wrote “The K-
cape,” seen at the Lyric Theatre last
night, has embroldered his melodrama
with =ome digressions on the evil of

marriage under certain conditions, di-
luted hix intereating situations with some
more or less denutured discussions of
veugenics and succeeded In Imparting to
his play the pseudo-sociological character,
which happens to be a 1913 mode in the
playhouse, that has survived from the
past seagon. There could only be one re-
sult from such an admixture of irrecon-
cilable viements, What Is in the least de-
ree serious In the propaganda which Mr.
Armstrong suggests is not to be contem-
plated by intelligent people. His success
in acquiring a certuin degree of theatri-
val effectivences I8 altogether another
matter. le long ago proved his skill in
that direction.

S0 upposed are American theatregoers
to anything like genuine thought in thewr
drama that the commonest platitudes on
schentific or soclal subjects are taken tu
be sufficient for any playwright who
wishes to lmpart a serious character to
his work. Nobody would ever attempt to
put into a book the rudimentary informa-
tion which ®o often serves as the stock in
trmde of the dramatist. It s not to be
expected, therefore. that Mr. Armstrongs
soclal conclusions are ever going to be
an important factor in the Success or
fallure of his play.

A Miserable Famlily.

The action passes in about the same
part of New York that Charles Kenyon
selected for “Kindling.” There, in a
v retchedly poor family lives a daughter
cager 1o do something for her unfortunate
relatives and to escape from her squalid
currvundings. Her sister has consumption
ind her bLrother is suffering from the
effects of @ biow on the skull received
i & gang row. Her mother is also un-

nappy, and there is no ray of hope to
lighten the gloom of her life.  When
e girl arns that work uptown may

£ bring her all that she longs for she makes
her escape from the drab existence of the
tenement.

In the second act this self-sacrificing
neroine, frult of & marriage which should
never have been allowed to take place, in
the opinton of the suthor, is In luxury
and to her apartiments-—now far above
Fourteenth  street and away from the
Iast Side—come her relatives. The con-
sutnptive sister is dying from the treat-
ment of her husband, u truckman, and the
mission of the brother In life is to avenge
her, But In spite of the battle, murder
and sudden death which crowded certain
scenes of the third sct the heroine did
make her escape. She spurned the offer
of marriage from the man with whom
she had been “keeping house,” as Paule
ramgueray would have described it in her
late Victoriun way. Then she was mated
1o a young doctor, who forgave this epl-
«ode in her life, as he entertained the
same ideas as to the hypocrisy of mar-
yiage without love which she more than
onee proclalmed.

Armstrong’s Philosophy.

It was into the second act of “The
f Escape” that Mr. Armstrong crowded
most of his philosophy of life. There was
. clergyman to represent the ecclesiasti-
cal side of matrimony and a Senator ut-
tered worldly platitudes. Much of these
vxtended discussions was tedious and the
Janguage In which they were expressed
did mot muake them any more interesting
1o the nudience. Apart from the racy
siung of the younger brother, the language
of the characters was not representative
of thelr condition when they departed
from the iddiom of the slums. The ver-
hiage which clothed their serious
thoughts was inept.

There was a thrill in the third act, for
hwere Mr. Armstrong forgot that he was
4+ moralist and contrived & dramatic
limax to the death struggles of the sis-
ter in the Adirondack home to which she
had been taken. Here the brother in'an
exoiting stage fight shot down his sis-
ter's husband and the suspense which
held the mudience was a delightful con-
1rasg to the persistent proaganda of the
see'nd act. Mr. Armstrong's theatric suc-
«ea8 was in this act complete. Perhaps
his ethics failed to have their effect be-
cause they were just as genuinely of the
theatre as the craftmanship which en-
abled him to contrive these moments of
genuine dramatic interest,

In a speech before the curtain the
author sald the play had been written
several years ago for the New Theatre,
although it was never acted there.

There was some admirable acting In
the revelation of "The Escape.” The
Joyce family was quite as sordid and
dirty as any old Cherry Hill ever pro-
duced, Jessie Ralph gave one of her
sketches of strongly marked feminine
+haracter and realistic portraits of low
#ind consclenceless life were presented by
James Marcus and Charles Mylott. Harry

Mestayer's portrayal of the wayward
son was admirably spontaneous and nat-

ural. Anne MacDonald gave a pathetle

performance of the younger sister. Cather-
ina Calvert had the ald of her brunetle
heauty in the portrayal of the herolne,
and she was sympathetic and girlish.

Hut the role was an occasional strain

on her present powers. Jerome Patrick
*.oke the physician’s portentous obser-

vations with dignity and a certain dis-
tinction. He had little more to do than

Llalk solemnly.

Bupreme Court Justice Brady dectded
yvesterday that a woman who leaves her
husband after writing him an affectfon-
ate farewell letter and then sues for
separation on the ground of cruelty Is
not entitled to alimony. The court mc-
cordingiy denled an application by Mrs.
Marien J. Willlams for $250 a month
and §2,000 counsel fee in a sult against
Frank W, Willlams, n decorator at
Fourth and Charles streets.

Mrs. Willlams sald that her husband
struck her and drove her around the
house at the point of a revolver, threat-
ening to kil her, and for that reason It is
unsafe to live with him. Willlams re-
plied that he handled his wife roughly
only once and that was when she at-
tacked him with a nightstick and he
took it away from her.

GRAND OPERA IN
ENGLISH A SUCGESS

First Week Fully Satisfactory,
Both Artistically. and
Finaneially.

Grand opera_in English and at ponuiar
prices certainly drawe crowds, and it was
suid at the Century Opera House last night
that it paye.

For the past week the Century Opera
Company has been glving “Aida,” and last
night every scat of the 2,200 In the Cen-
tury Opera House—once'the New Theatre
—at Central Park West and Blxty-first
street, was taken, while many were stand-
ing at the rear of the gullieries. This con-
ditlon, it was sald at the theatre last night.
had been maintained during the entire
week with the exception of Wednesday
night, when a few orchestra seats were
unsold.

The financial end is declared to have
been equally successful. The running ex-
penses of the Century Jpera Company are
estimated at about $16,000 n week, and
although no detalled statement was given
out ‘last night it was sald that the recelpts
of the week had gone well above the ex.
penses, .

The scale of prices-at which the Cen-
tury Opera Company offered “Alda” was
from $2 for orchestra seats to 25 cents in
the top gallery, with Wednesday's matinee
at §1 maximum to 26 cents.

- TALKING LAWYERS

Enraged, He Tells Legal Army
That Speech 1s His
Prerogative.

MAY DISCHARGE SEVERAL
Fugitive Receives Sachet Bomb
From Woman Sympathizer
in Pittsburg.

Coxcorp, N, H., Bept, 20 - Harry K
‘Thaw, who was on the point of discharging
his New York lawyers last night, had a
chunge of mind to-day. As & result one
or more of his New Hampshire attorneys
may be paid off in the next few days,

Thaw has come to the conclusion that
he is not being permitted to run his own
case and is enraged. He is also more than
piqued because some of his legal talent
have not hesitated to talk for publication
and have thereby violated the Thaw rule
of “All silent except me.”

Directly after breakfast thia morning
he summoned his lawyers, stenographers,
secrelaries and othera who have benefited
from the Thaw money bag, and wanted
to know who “leaked” vesterday regarding
the trouble between the New Hampshire
faction of his counsel and the New York
faction,

The conference lasted for an hour and
thirty minutes. There was no silence
during that period and few spoke besides
Thaw. He was too much agitated to remain
seated. so he walked back and forth, back
and forth,

“I tell you, gentlemen,” he stormed,
“this thing has got to stop.” The fist of
his right hand banged into the palm of his
left: the brown eves. which show a vivid
rim of white, told their own tale,

“1t must be understood once and for all
that 1 am running this case and that if
there is trouble between the lawyers | am
to settle it and not the newspapers.”

Whether his attorneys liked it or not
they took it, He wandered from the sub-
Ject to talk about his “rigns of insanity”
and other things that are favorite hobbies
with him.

lLooka lLike a Haunted Mas.

He etood with his back against the door,
his hands on hia hips and glowernsd at the
assembled members of his retinue

There is a studied quiet and attempt at
control noticeable in every action of the
man. It seemed to be more evident than
ever to-day. His smile—a thing one rarely
secs-in ‘ike a manufactured smile. His
hair, brushed straight back from his fore-
head, suggests an inner abandonment that
he manages pretty well to erase from his
facial expression.

But Thaw's attempt to find out who told

of the brewing trouble with counsel did not
succeed. As a consequence he was in a
snappy humor this evening. He walked
out of the Eagle Hotel dining room with
United Ntates Marshal Nute and stumbled
into the middle of a party of newspaper men.
Thaw stands very erect, ailmost abnormally
#0. Yet there is the look of a haunted man
about hin fave.
“Grossman has not been discharged.
Who told you that he had been?” No one
answered.

With that he turned and stepped to the
elevator, It not being at hand he moved
unickly on to the stairs and mounted rapidly.

Jealvoas Over Writ Issue.

One of the New Humpshire lawyers gave
his version of how the Federal writ of habeas
corpus was secured before Judge Edgar
Aldrich. 1t has heen jealonsy over this
writ that has cause the trouble so far be-
tween Thaw's counsel.

“Ar & matter of fact,” remarked this
gentleman, “the New York lawyers knew
absolutely nothing about the writ until
after it had been issued. They had not
thought of getting it nor of the tremendous
value to Thaw of such a move, Merrill
Shurtleff of Littleton and Nathaniel Martin
of Concord left Colehrook together and
went to Concord, where they found Judge
Audrich and sued out the writ. Immediately
after they sent a telegram to Grossman.
Until Grosamen received the message ut
(‘olebrook he had not dreamed of what
was in the wind."”

The teiegram bearing this news to Giross-
man was recelved by him and read on Main
street nehr the Manadnock House. Several
newspaper men were with him at the time,
He folded up the bit of yellow paper and
explained that the writ had been secured
at his orders merely as. a precautionary
move in case Gov. Felker signed an Execu-
tive warrant unexpectedly for Thaw's
deportation and sent it to William Travers
Jerome. In such an event the writ would
have acted as a stay against the Executive
warrant. i

This statement from (Girossman was
repeated to Jerome and later taken from
a New York correspondent in an afMdavit,
Jerome carried the afMidavit to the United
States District Court when Thaw was be-
fore Judge Aldrich last Monday and said
that he had it to prove that Grossman had
acted in bad faith with the Federal court
and might be considered in contempt.

It was only after George F. Morris, a
New Hampshire lawyer for Thaw, gave
his word that the writ had not been secured
for the purpose mentioned by Grossman
that the matter was dropped.

Grosaman is expected to return to Con-
cord to-morrow evening.

Thaw's New Hampshire experiences were
given an East Bide touch to-day when a
mysterious appearing package arrived for
him at the Fagle Hotel. A bellboy shook
1t accidentally and something rattied inside.

*A bomb,"” ventured the room clerk.

Thaw was communicated with in his
room and asked if he expecied 4 bomb.
He denied that he did. By that time quite
a number of persons in the lobby had scented
amusement or danger, as the case might
be, and had circled around the object which
was lying on the office desk,

A plain clothes detective assigned to the
hotel during Thaw's visit said he wasn't
afraid to carry the packsge outside, and
proceeded to do so, He carried it all the
way to the police station, where it was
opened, It waa a tin box containing sachet
powder and bad been sent by some woman
sympathizer from Pittaburg,

W. K. McKeown, K. C., of Montreal, who
acted for Thaw in Canada, cane to town
to-day. His arrival started a rumor that
the Court of King's Bench at M@htreal was
going to demand that Thaw be returned
to Canada for hearing on the writ of habeas
corpus issued by it for Thaw several weeks
s ...

Although nineteen additiona| typhoid
cases were reported to the Health Depart-
ment yesterday members of the hoard feel
that the epidemic is under control and
that the source of the infection has been
effectually shut off.

The total number of stricken persons
is now well past the 200 mark, but there
have been few deaths, Until Friday prac-
tically all of the cases were between East
Fortieth and East Third streets, but it was
stated at the department yesterday that
the region now infected comprises the entire
East Bide below Fortisth street,

Dr. J. 8, Blllings, Jr., of the Health De-
partment, who is paying special attention
to the typhold epidemie, said:

“We have the epldemic under control,
and it is merely a question of a short time
when the disease in this section will be
stamped out.”

Everything, the Health Department be-
lleves, goea to show that the cause of the
outbreak lay in the milk supply.

The department was not in a position
yesterday to give out any mortality sta-
tistics on the epidemic. It waa~ stated
that typhold fatalities usually occur after
the disease has run for two or three weeks,

THIRD PARTY USELESS
JUDGE CAREY THINKS

Finds All Sane Progressives in
New Jersey Really
Republicans.

Former Judge Robert Carey of Hudson
county, a Progressive Republican who Is
seeking the regular Republican nomina-
tion for Governor of New Jersey In a
field of four candidates, says he believes
that nothing can be accomplished by the
National Progressive party moverhent in
that State, and insists that political re-
forms can be brought about only by
reamalgamation of the forces which for-
merly made up the Republican party.

In a statement to THE Sux ex-Judge
Carey sald yesterday:

“Politically 1 claim to be a Progres-
sive In every sense of the word. I have
been identified actively with the Progres-
sive fight in New Jersey for the last ten
vears, making these fights in common
with the great mass of the Republican
party in New Jersey.

‘1 belleve absolutely that the Progres-
sive legislation enacted during this period.
and particularly that legisiation enacted
in this State under Gov. Wilson, resulted
from the conflict waged for such meas-
ures by the Republican party. Not a
single one of the Progressive measures
enacted has been obtained without the
ald of the Republican party as repre-
sented in the Btate Senate. Thne Demo-
cratic party alone has been impotent to
accomplish any refortln in New Jersey,
and at the present time it in not mo mit-
uated as 10 be able to accomplish any
reform,

‘I have always been an admirer of
Theodore Roosevelt, and was an advocate
of his election for the Presidency a vear
ago. But for the life of me 1 cannot
see any reason why there should be a
third party movement In New Jersey. Of
course some of the third party radical
leaders hold opinions that cannot be
aceepted by any political party with
sanity as its basis, but every real, desir-
able reform is being advocated by 99 per
cent. of the Republican party to-day.

“That there is no call for & third party
in New «Jersey was demonstrated at the
debate In Newark recently between the
Progressive candidates for the Guberna-
torial nominatlon—Messrs. Osborne and
Colby. The most remarkable feature of
that debate was the fact apparent to
every one that there was a wide diver-
gence of views as to just how much of
the sociological programme the third
party’'s movements should stand for.

Miss Marie J. Knoeller, daughter of a
veteran of the Bpanish war and grand-
daughter of a veteran of the civil war,
unvelled the tablet, which was a gift of
Gen. Joseph Wheeler Post No. 4, Amerl-
can Veterans of Foreign Bervice,

In the bankruptcy proceedings
yvesterday Miss EfMe McMinn, who posed
as Schildknecht's wife and who admitted
that Nicholas Vacarelll, the brother of
Paul Kelly, leased an apartment for her
and Bchildknecht, again denied that she
got large sums of money from the cashier.

Bchildknecht, she sald, knew many
other women and was fond of gambling.
Bhe even tried to curb his spendthrift
tendencles, she said.

“l1 didn’t even like him to send flowers
to me,” sald the girl. "It seemed such a
waste of money.''

STATE G. 0. P. MEETS TUESDAY.

Fight Due on Recall of Judges and
Workmen's Compensation,

One of the novelties that the Repub-
lican leaders will present to the delegates
to the BState convention which meets
here next Tuesday to select candidates td
fill the vacancies on the Court of Appeals
bench will be an open meeting of the
committee on resolutions. It is a case
of letting the people rule.

The convention will meet at Carnegle
Hall at 11 o'clock. Jacob Gould Bchur-
man, president of Cornell Univeraity, will
preside, and after he has delivered hin
keynote speech the Republicans will send
their committee on resolutions off to the
Hotel Manhattan to draft the platform,

Perhaps the platform will have planks
dealing with all State issues. At all
events it Is likely to state the Republi-
can position on the Progressive doctrine
of the recall of judicial decisions and to
include a plank on workmen's compensa-
tion. Both Issues are apt to cause a
fight before the committee and on the
floor of the convention noe matter which
way the dial turns.
