outrageously took Panama from her. A
nation cannot commit an international
robbery and at the same time proclaim
itself the administrator nf Justice. To
Colombia the Monroe Doctrine reads
"America for the North Americans," and
she will go ahesd heedless of such doc-
trine.

And now thst I mention this may I
not say also that a solution of the diff-
iculty should come now. At the opening of
the Panama Canal In 1915 the United
States should at leaat have a clean and
clear title to the Canal Zone.

0X000008." He added: 'This method of
doing business means a loss to ths com-
panies, and lta continuance will mean In-

solvency. It Is of particular importance to
the assured tbat the company which Issued
the policy shall continue solvent, not only
during the life of the policy hut. for a number
of year thereafter.

Mr. Kmmet said then tbat a study of the
loss reserves of the various companies
shows tbst practically every one of them
haa set sslde an Insufficient amount to take
care of future losses on their liability heattnee
and that tbe charges sgalnst this class nt
business were excessive.

In a recent letter to the corepantaa Mr.
Emmet said that the department hsd
learned that most of the com pan lee had al-

ready limited tbe cost of soliciting work-
men's compensation business to 17 M per
cent, of tbe premiums and explained that
"the very purpose this department has In
mind would be defeated should the saving
msde in the cost of securing liability busi-
ness be sdded to the coat of soliciting com-
pensation business."
