RAILWAYS PROD BURLESON.

Want Him In Par far
Carrrlna; the Malta.

nalph Peters, chairman of the com-
mittee on railway mall pay, which
represents the 2(14 principal railways
transporting malls over 218,000 miles of
toad In this country, sent a letter yester-
day to Postmaster-Uener- Burleson
asking that he Investigate the committee's
contention that the rallwss are greatly
underpaid by the Ooverament for the
mall they carry.

In'the letter Mr. Peters, who Is presi-
dent of the Long Island Railroad, calls
Mi. Hurleson's attention to the fact that
he haa several times been quoted as say-
ing that his mind was open on this subject
mid that he would under no circumstances
favor a mall contract by which the rail-wa- s

concerned lost money or were not
fully compensated for the work done.

Mr. Peters further writes: "Under date
of August 19 you advised us that ou
were giving cateful consideration to the
matter of proper compensation to the
railroad companies for carr.vlng the addi-
tional parcel post mall, and that ,ou
would Inform us of the tesult as soon as a
conclusion was reached. We gave ou
under date of August 29 additional In-

formation and argument In suppoit of our
position. As yet we have had no advice
ftnm sou hs to the result of your con-
sideration of this question."

Mr. Peters says that It was brought
out In a Congressional Investigation that
the railroads were underpaid in 1909 at
least 1)6,000,000 a year for the services
performed by them In transposing and
handling the malls and emplo.vees of the
Post Office Department.

He continues: "Now If the ra I lionets
were underpaid In 19011 It cannot possibly
be said that we are amply compensated
for the set vice performed In the handling
of the malls at the present time, when
the malls Include the great additional
weight of the parcel post, still , further
enlarged by your order Increasing the
weight limit In the Mist two ".ones. Nn
more convincing evidence Is needed than
the fact that the weight of several hun-
dred million parcels a .vear has been
