CARDIFF, Wales, Oct, 14, —About 448
Welsh coal minera are believed to have
i lowt thelr lives from fire and afterdamp
in the Universal Colliery at Senghenved
to-day.

The most experienced men in mining
accldents said lage to-night that there was
no hope of gaving the 434 men still un-
noeounted for, who are isolated by fire
If this statement & confirmed it will
the greatest loss of life in British mining
unnals’

Nine hundred and thirty-five men went
down in the pit this morning before the
firat explosion shattered the works. Of
this number successive parties of rescu-

ers sent up 612 men allve and twenty-
eight bodies.
Efforts to quench the fire have been

only partly succesaful and it ia still burn
ing. An officlal notice iskued at 11 %0
o'clock to-night mavs: ““U'he fire s well
in hand. but it is not yet safe to explor.
the workings. It is certain that no more
hodies will be hrought up to-night.’

The impoansibility of reaching the buried
miners up to the present has been due
alike to the fire and to fails of the roofs
and afterdamp. It is due to the fact that
the Universal Colliery had two pits,
| Lancaster and York. connected by under-
| ground puassages. that any men at all
P were rescusd, Only a few of the work
men were hurt by the explosion
majority escaping unscathed.
