the ilas of the great glory of the Wide-
awakes.

For 11 uniform the Wideawakes bad the
simplest and most effective outfit that was
ever devised, u. loose, deep enpe of bho k
enamelled cloth hanging from the shoulders
like a poncho nnd whose black, polished,
shiny surface glistened in the liuht of
the torches. Anil those torches were teal
toiches, as big us tomato cans, and with
,1 big wick that made a big flume

I don't know what we burned In them,
whether It was kerosene or whale oil or
what, but I know It made a terrlblv sooty
smoke. We were glad whtn th" pantiles
catne on Saturday night so that we would
have all day Sunday to clean up.

After the wur things seemed to be dif-
ferent People didn't heetn to be moved
any more by the old mighty Impulses
we seemed to get mute businesslike, and
one of the llrst things wc did was to
cut down on torchlight procisslons. once
these had been consldt red essential lu all
political campaigns, now we began to
shut down on them, and, worse still, to
use a different sort of torch. Those old
time torches were a man's size torch with
n big waving flame, these model 11 torches
were about as big as a tracup with a
flame like tint of u lamp . more like a
toy toich; you couldn't get up any en-

thusiasm curving a torch like that.
And for some reason political managers

didn't seem to go lu for torchlight pro.
cessions an) way, nor much for any other
sort of procession.

True, we have had In these lattr years
some tremendous daylight processions,
moving all day long. as. for Instance, the
sound money parades . but even In these,
Imposing as they were, we didn't take
ourselves too seriously.

To my mind there has never Ixen any-
thing to equal those old time giant end-
less torchlight processions, moving rivers
of light shining In the darkness of the
night

Now we all seem to be tending more
and more to looking after our own per-

sonal business and letting politics slide.
Politics since the war havu been, com-
paratively speaking, dull.
