The result was the shutting
off of nftrthern Itrltlsh Columbia from
the sea, and the grievance, although
stilled, has always been acute. Hut If
the Canadian contention had been up-

held the Alexander archipelago with
Sitka would not have passed from tho
imssesslon of the United States, and at
most the Panhandle would have been
divided. The Americans would, how-
ever, hnve lost Lynn Canal, a very
Important link of the Inland passage
of which Chatham Strait Is the chief
waterway. It is undoubtedly a hard
ship that Itrltlsn Columbia mid the
Yukon territory nre denied their nat-
ural outlets to the Lynn Canal and
to the Inner waters of the Alexander
archipelago, but the award of the Lon-

don hibunnl was based upon n com-
mon sense construction of terms in the
Anglo-Russia- n treaty and the finality
of It connot be reasonably challenged.
In course of time tho Panhandle, which
has n temperate climate, and Is an
extensive territory with rich resources,
will prove valuable to the United
Stutes. It lies In part across the
path of opportunity for the great north-
west of Canada, but the handicap Is
not greater than other States Buffer

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many, which find the Netherlands ob
structing her access to the North Sen
mid In piivIpiI possession of (lie mouth
of Hip llhlne.
