? Incompetency cannot be tolerated in the treat.
ment of poverty any more than it is in the
treatment of disease.

* A good physician mixes brains, and plenty of
them, with his work.

T A competent visitor does the same.

€ It costs money to employ brains, whether they
be those of a physician or a social worker.

€ That is why the Association for Improving the
Condition of the Poor spends money for expert
workers.

¢ New York has accepted its Health Commis.
sioner's statement that community hecalth is pure
chasable.

¥ Its citizens should adopt a similar principle in
its effort to reduce poverty.

¢ New York can have just as much pauperism as
its citizens are willing to pay for.

¥ If you provide only the necessities of life (material
relief) for the unfortunate, pauperism will spread.
€ If with the food, clothing, rent, etc., you also
send a social doctor to treat the causes—-sickness,
