and those associated with him have
acquired control, but Momand remained as
general manager at ?100 a week until
October .11 last.

On that day lenders and t.iveinioro
called a meeting at the otllco within hen-In- p

of Momand and unuouuctd that the
liurposo wns to oust him. He protested,
but they went on and pussed n resolu-
tion putting him out. Ilo said that liU
secretary, a young woman, refused to
leave tlie olllco under his ordtrs, and a
policeman wn.i culled to ilct her.

Momand said that later when ho trlnl
to gain admission to the office he found
tl'at . tho locks on the door had been
changed and that the off leu was guarded
by a "strong arm" man. lie charged
that the action was Inspired by Landers
for tho sole purpose of crippling the com-
pany and proentlng It from carrying
out Its street lighting contracts.

The manager albged that was
acting In thu Interest of tho I'nlted (las
and Improvement Company ot Philadel-
phia, the chief competitor of the Pres.
sure Lighting Company He en Id that
his company hail eatlsul a lon to the
United tins of millions of dollars In con-
tracts.

According to Momand. Mr. !an!er.
after he been mo Interested In the com-
pany hi January. I ills, beeamn "very In-- 1

tlniKte nnd friendly with the I'nlted (las
officials." Momand said that If the i'nlted
Ja. could get control of the phi'ntlff's

lamp for use In Its contracts it would
make a prollt of $250,oin a e.ir. He
expressed belief that Landers wanted to
sell the patent rlghtj for the lamp to
thu United C.nH and enable It to savo
JTGO.OCO a year.

Got Inaultliiit Telcuriiiu.
Replying to Momand's charges Mr.

Landers said that Momaud sent him a
telegram In October In which ho raid:
"I demand that you stop your cutthroat
work In the. interest of your United (ias
nnd Improvement Company friends at
once." Landers, said he believed Momand

eut him tho "Insulting telegram" In a
public nianni'r because of his as
president of the Semite, of Connecticut
and for ulterior purposes. He said that
this brought matters to a crisis, and he
decided that Momund would Imvo to leave
tho company.

Mr. Llvernore said in an affidavit that
he was personally assaulted by Momand
when tho committee met to oust the
Plaintiff.

John J. Hellman. the treasurer, stnttd
flint he had seen a revolver In .Momand's
oKk and that after Momand had been
ousted he was afraid Momand would
make trouble, so ho got a bodyguard to
protect him.

Hellman said that Momaud had an-
tagonized the city otllclats In a number
of cities by making charges of graft
sricl crookedness without cause. He amid
that Mich charges were made against
tho officials of llostou, anil that after
an Investigating committee had been ap-
pointed to Inquire Into published charges
by Momund that the officials wero graft-
ers. Momand dodged out of a back door
nnd left town before he could be served
with a milipieim to testify.
' The treasurer usserled that Momand
tad made similar charges against Indi-
anapolis olllclal tiud that it was Impos-
sible for tho Pressuie Lighting Company
to get new contracts there. Hellman al-
leged that Momand was "temperamentally
tmtlt to have charge of any business,"
and that Instead of seeking new huslnttts
he spent his time Issuing pamphlets
charging city otllcl.ils with grafting.

Tho aflldavlt showed that Momand
forced his way Into tho lighting com-
pany's ortlci: on December 19 last and
took possession of his desk. (lellman
charged that Momaud knocked hhn down
on this occasion, but .Momaud denied It,
and said ho was merely enforcing his
rights to continue ns nil officer ot thu
company.

"The cause of death was suffocation
from being Jammed In the stairway lead-
ing to the entrance of the Italian Hall,
where a Christmas celebration was being
held under auspices of the Womnns' Aux-
iliary of the Wistern Kcderatlon of Miners.
No one was allowed within tho hall with-
out producing a union card or having
some member of the union vouch for him.
The citizens, doctors, firemen and the
sheriff's force are to b commended for
tlielr prompt action In their efforts to
relievo the suffering."

Safety and Relief of Kuiioits,
He Says.

Ills nddre.ss to the presidents of the
subsidiaries was made at the middle of
the month when they met In New VorH
and has hitherto been unpublished.

"Since the middle of suuiinet." waul
Judge clary. " 1 have felt rather hopeful
of the general situation, based largely on
what I have conceived to be n represen-
tation by those In authority In reference
to their Intentions concerning the busi-
ness world; but latterly I have feared
that those who Mere claiming to r-

the Aitnilnlstrntlon were not author
ized to the full i xtcnt of their claims j

Tndcrling conditions are sound, Theroi
is no ground for fear In regard to the I

llnanelal condition of this country The'
agricultural products ot the year amount
to J'.i.ooo.niio.iuio,

"Tho actual necw-sltle- s of the aru.it
purchasing public will secure for us ami
for others who are producers a lame
volume of business, and based on this
nlnne It seems lo me we have reason to
feel that we. can more than pay our
llxed charges based on our present rates
of dividends, Intered, &c.

"Xevertheless thero are certain things
which we must not overlook. It scums to
mo It would be Impossible to enact the In-

come lax law, the radical change in the
tariff laws. tn,. currency law nnd a possi-
ble revision of the present plan of control-
ling the large corporations called truHs
without producing n severe nervous shock
to tlnnnclal and commercial nlTiilrs.

"Great caro should ho exercised to o

your resources. With the strong-
est hope that buslpess will lueicase In tint
near future, hp should nevertheless be
prepared for 11 longer depression In busi-
ness than we now expect,

"This corporation mid Its subsidiaries
should never run the risk ot lielng short
of cash resources, It would not be say-In- s

too much to suggest that If this cor-
poration should find It necessary to borrow
largo sums of money on short tlmo notes,
ns some railroads have done, H would
hnvo not only a bad effect upon the
credits of the country hut might havo a
duclded Influence In bringing about a
llnanelal panic.

"Ono of tho elements of grcit strength
In the financial condition of this couhtry
during tho hist few years has hee.11 thu
largo amount of cash tesourres In the
possession nnd control of the United
Whites Steel Corporation ami Its bubsldl-arle- s.

"Hut necessary expenditure should al-
ways he made, Foremost undir that heiid
I would say any money you can pay out
to Increase tho safety of your employes Is
necessary and proper. Unfortunately, you
havo been obliged to relievo from work n
good innify men, temporarily, It Is hoped,
unci the number may lm Increased.

"It Is possible that there may lie somo
distress among theso men ami their fam-
ilies. If necessary to prevent suffering
on their part, I hopo that you will ho will-
ing to contribute for tho relief of these
people Some of these fumllles while out
of work may ho unable to puy rent. In
such ciihch, leave the families In tho houses
and suspend tho rent until they are abbs to
pay It.
