Atlantic Citt, N. J.. Jan. 4. The
heavy artillery of the old fashioned nor --

caster that lias been sleeping this sec-

tion of the coast for thirty-si- x hours was
turned cn the lower end or ADsecon isl-

and early this morning. A half mile
etretch of beach that Jutted out Into
Wttlo Kgg Harbor, forming the south-
ern extremity of Longport, the resort
furthest south on the Island, wus burled
under water. Sund hills and small build-

ings disappeared, leaving a slnglu boat-hous- e,

built on high pilings, standing
guard at the harbor entrance.

The gales swept In the highest tldo
recorded In fifteen years to flood thu
streets of Longport and Margate City.
At several points the Invading ocean
ripped up sidewalks, front steps and
lawns, furious pounding by the towering
combers destroyed five cottages In Long-por- t,

where th" damage Is estimated at
J30.000

Keports till of the disaster In
Margato City. A half dozen buildings
bad either dropped from their foundations
to the beach or were wrecked beyond re--

PTho Heach Houi-e-, owned by Caleb Wil-

kinson of Mount llolley, was undermined
and fell. The breakers destroyed what
furniture thero was In the building.

A man and woman named Kadcr were
In a brick building which cracked and
parted. They managed to escape Just be-

fore one side of the bouse fell In.
The waves pounded big gaps In con-

crete bulkheads at Ventnor, Margate City
and Longport. The loss caused by the
washing away of the urtlflclal bluffs of
land will reach $10,000 or more. Thu
collapse of the 300 foot section of the
million dollar pier represents u loss of
JIG. 000. Three big electric signs were torn
aown ulong the boardwalk.

Two bundled residents of a half mile
(section above tho Inlet were maro.lne.l
until long ufler daylight by water that

wept In fiom the Inlet to a depth that
varied from two to four feet. Heads of
lamllles getting home late were forced
to make their way In boats.

The waves beat around the new $30,000
clubhouse' of the Atlantic City Yacht
Club, but ualde from the water damage,
It remained Intact.

FOR ITS EXISTENCE

Herculean Stmgfflc to Stop In-

roads of Ocean That
Threaten Resort.

HOTKIj DROPS INTO SEA

Octniron Crumbles T'nrler Blows

of Waves More Houses
Carried A way.

SCAnmuiiT, Jan. i. Seahright, stiwm
ridden and dismantled, was struggling
against tho Atlantic yesterday for Its very
existence.

All that fringe of fine summer cottages
on the ocean's edge la In peril of de-

struction. If tho ocean has Its way the
town will go back to the fishing hamlet
from which It sprang.

A half iloztn houses and the Octagon
Hotel crumpled up Into wave washed
splinters this morning. The Peninsula
Hotel, thu only other large one in town,
waa In danger. One of the bigger houses,
that of Mrs. Louis Fitzgerald, widow of
Uen. Fitzgerald, Is a total loss,

Whllo the ocean thundered at the shore
and ate It out by tho half acre the
Shrewsbury Itlver, with a silent but ever
rising tide, backed up Into the business
part of the village, flooding cellars, barns,
garuges and even houses, and contributing
at least half of the b!g loss.

Nobody went to sleep last night. When
morning came and showed a shift of wind
there was romethlng close to rejoicing on
the part of every one. But It seemed as
If the offshore wind served only to make
the ocean more savage.

Move Ilnusrs to Have Them.
Houses down below the railroad stntlon

began to go. All the able bodied men who
could be found were put to work as house
movers. Dozens of long skids wero slid
under fishermen's cottages and ono or two
were moved Inshore, befor tho surf could
undermlno them. Others worn almply
moved off their foundations and left on
skids ready to bo pulled out of the
breakers' clutch later. To do this work
the streets wero Mocked, Some hnusei
could not be moved inshore nt all because
other houses stood In thu way. But all
that were In any peril wero dismantled,
and shivering families groped through the
lower part of town carrying chairs, tables,
clothing, bundles or struggling with dis-
membered beds and bureaus.

At U allien tho fine house of Dr. J, II.
Knapp of New York threo stories and
an nttlo toppled halfway over, the walls
collapsing nnd the framework twisting
Deyonu repair.

Hrlcka Go, Piles fltlll Stand.
The next house north but one Is the

Oren Cottage of the Mlramar Inn. By
noon the sen had swept halt way under It.

Strong piles, or puncheons. In the foun-
dations of several big houses withstood
the surf after the brick foundation had
dissolved,

So terrific were these merged w.avea,
the result of a head wind against n heavv
headiut sea, that It wus possible to see
them Idle nwuy the green lawns of the
country houses or with one em'tshlng
blow wrench away yards of heavy, cribbed
spiling.

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thought to be In great peril. Many bags
of sand were brought and idled upop th
heading In front of this nnd other houses,
but a single breaker often swept away
un hour's accumulation.

lli'rnn Cut Throngh Peninsula.

Tho sidewalks crumpled
In nnd out, the big beams of the frame
snapped and twisted nnd dropped
through floors, a blinding whlto cloud of
wallplaster blew over tho heart of the
vlllngo end the old Octagon wns out to
sea. Five minutes after Its fall the crowd
could net see a whole timber In the waves.
Driving clouds of thick spumo nroso from
the surf. The spray from the lathering
ocean was as white and blinding ns snow.

Oeorso V. Zunrtt of Bed Bank owned
the Ocligon, nnd It was said to bo worth
$100,000, Tho Peninsula, nexttnlt, may yet
lio ItHt. All the furniture In the Octagon
was saved except billiard tables. Tho
laundry und part of tho ballroom of the
Peninsula were taken Into Um aea tabs

WAVES RIP OFF TWO

ACRES AT SEA GATE

Carry Away $23,000 Summer
Cottage and Lot It

Stood Upon.

OWNER FIGHTS IX VAIN

Carloads of Stone Sucked Away
by Ocean House Pounded

to Splinters.

The wind and waves of Saturd,i night
and yesterday morning did about $75,000
damage on tho ocean front from Manhat-
tan Beach to Norton's Point.

Most of the damage wai nt Sea elate.
There at ono point almost opposite the
lighthouse at Norton's Point more than
two acres of land was washed Into the
sea and a KS.000 summer cottage was
reduced to a m.iss of splinters.

The rest of the damage along the Coney- -

Island shore Is made j? of slight losses
at almost every point. Almost every home
on the ocean a!do of Sea Gate was dam-
aged. Sea Gate's Va wall was torn down
nnd a large piece of the lawn sucked away
by Urn sea.

The house which waa wrecked was
owned by Philip Torchlo, chief electrical
engineer of Uie New York IMIson Com-
pany, who lives In Lawrence Park. Dronx-vlll- e.

In the winter. His summer home
was at the foot of Beach Forty-sixt- h

street, Bea Gate. Two weeks ago Mr.
Torchlo refused a cash offer of (20,000
for tho house and land.

Carried Airay House and Lot To.
The high seas not only smashed his

house to pieces but took away practically
all of the land that surrounded It, llefore
the storm Mr. Torchlo had a lot 100 feet
by 200. Now It Is reduced to a narrow
strip, varying In width from 5 to 20 feet,
which runs the length of his property.

On Christmas Day the sea wall, which
was about 125 feet from Mr. Torchlo's
house, wan partly destroyed and some of
tho land was washed out In the shape of
n crescent, Mr, Torchlo advised the Sea
date Association to have the damage re-
paired Immediately, but nothing was done
nbout It When the big blow of Friday
began the task of saving the building
looked hopeless.

Mr. Torchlo wont to Sea Oate Hatunlay
morning to see If he could eavo his home.
Ho hired as many men as ho could, half
n .dozen or so, and trld to build a dike
which would resist the high waves which
canm tumbling over each other to get at
his house. Koch high wave melted a foot
or so of the land and Haturday afternoon
Mr. Torchlo figured that the task was
hopeless.

He arranged with the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company to have three carloads
of stone ent down. He and hla men
piled It on his lawn, nnd added to tho
weight by piling on 1,000 bags filled with
sand.

Ntone Fall to flare Land.
The wavea nlmply crashed against the

earth and sucked It back, the mass of
stone sagging as the earth wus eaten
from under It Haturday night ho and
hia men added three more loads of atone
and 1,000 more bags of sand. This did
not stop tne wavea.

Then, seeing that It waa n hopeless
task, he moved ull of his furniture out
Into tho ruin, until he could find shelter
for It At about midnight the waves
reached his house, washed nwuy tho hind
on which It was built, and an hour later
tho building caved In. Tho wnves beat
It Into little pieces. The houso wus six
years old and had been owned by Mr,
Torchlo for three years. It hail fifteen
rooms In It.

Tho sea not only took away most of Sir,
Torchlo's plot but n section of nbout two
acres between Heach Forty-fourt- h nnd
Heach Forty-sixt- h streets. The sea wall
around Hon (late waa torn nwny In many
places nnd tho waves cut Into the lawns,

Thousands of pel sons went to Coney
Island yesterday to see the waves, which
sonm times were twenty feet high. Many
bulkheads along the shore were broken
down and the boardwalk Buffered acne-Wha- t,

but there were few Instances f
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large damage. The Kensington Hotel's
porch was washed nwuy, and five of Me-

diation's bathhouses sailed out to sea on
the top of a large wave, but that was
nil.

A l.iri-'-e theatre on the boardwalk at
Arverne was torn off Its piling and scat-
tered six blocks ulong the beach, houses,
cottiises and bungalows were undermined
or washed away and bath houses were
carried out to sea. Practically every
street end was ripped off und a wide
Mretch of beach disappeared.

Kdgemere, Arverne and llammehs were
hit hurdet. The h.gh tides of Saturday
weakiued the bulkheads nil along the
Ixach, Karly yiatcrday morning the gale
reached Its heUht and the tide swept all
before It. Cottages left standing after It
had subsided were tottering last nlxht
It Is feared that many will tumble down.

Tho norst damage at Arverne was the
destruction of tho Arverne Pier Theatre
on the outer side of the boardwalk be-

tween Oaston and Vernon avenues. It
was a big structure 100 by 200 feet, seat-
ing uboul 1.20U pcrfuni- - and valued at
about (30,000. Its underpinning wus
weakened on Saturday and the high tide
at 2 o'clock yesterday mornfng snatched
It off with one sweep.

It was carried bodily two blocks down
the beach and crushed against the board-
walk. It tore away 300 ftet of the walk.
Then the ocean swullowed the theatre.

Half a mile of tho boardwalk at Ar-
verne was torn away, only the piles re-

maining. About a hundred feet of the
street leading to the walk was carried
away nnd with It the Avery bachelor
apartments of 110 rooms at the foot of
'JuMon avenue. Two hundred both houses
at Hommerfleld's bathing pavilion also
disappeared In the storm.

At Kdgemere two threo story cottages
wero left standing on pile. Tho founda-
tions and land nbout them were wushed
out completely. The houses teemed on the
nolnt cf collapsing last night. One be-

longed to Jacob Itosenthal and the othT
to Francis J. Heaney.

Tin- - Edgemere Club nnd hotel on the
"vnterfr.-nt- , protected by one of the strong
est bulkheads on thu beach, was ulo
threatcred. The waves dashed over the
buikheud nnd washed out the wula In
front of the club for about two hundred
feet. Piles and other wreckage were
hurled over the bulkhead.

The Klely cottage at Hammels, con-
taining fourteen room., was undermined,
slid down Into the sea and was carried
out with th tide. Two other brick cot
tages at Ilammels collapsed and a dozen
nungalows on Dodge avenue wre
wrecked. Others were left standing, but
so weakened o to be In danger of being
carried away by tho next tide.

The Black cottugo and tne Leon.ird
cottage at Neponalt were undermined. The
numneaas in front were, ripped apart and
carried away with part of the board-wul-

Kacli of the cottages is valued
at $26,000. They were In danger of col-
lapsing last night. Nearly 1IS0 feot of the
bench In front of them vanished In the
night, leaving the houses standing on
plies.

Arverne
and Its vicinity wero without cloctrlo
light for a time last night

Tho gain struck Edgemere and Arverne
first and then Hammela.
