Worthless Debts and Uncovered
Fire Losses May Be
Deducted.

WasninaToN, Jan. B.—The Commis
eloner of Internal Revenue made public
io-day the official form to be employed
in making & return of the annual net
income of an individual under the in-
eome scction of the tariff law.

The form will be known officially as
1040, AL the top of the first page of
tha form, which is a four page circular,
ir the following warning 'n heavy black
type:

“The penalty for failure to have this
return in the hands of the Collector of
Internal Revenue on or before March 1 is
#20 to $1,000"

Then follows on the first page a blank
form to cover the Income from March 1
to December 31, 1918,

The blank is so arranged that it may
show a filing by an iIndividual on his
own behalf or through an agency. In the
case, say, of John Doe of New York the
statement will proceed as follows:

“Filed by (or for) John Doe of 70
Nassau street, in the city of New Yok,
Btate of New York."”

Then will follow these items:

*“1. Gross Income.

*2. General deductions
instructions),

“3. Net income.”

Then follows a sub-head:

“Deductions and enmptlon‘ allowed in
eomputing income, subject to the normal
tax of 1 per cent.”

Following that comes the further enu-
eration of {tems:

General Deductions.

The third page of the circular gives the
items Included under the head “Gieneral
Deductione.” ‘These are as follows:

“1. The amount of necessary CXpenscs
actually paid in carrving on the business
but not iIncluding buginess expenses of
partnerships and not including personal
living or family expenses,

“2. All interest paid within the
on personal indebtedness of taxpayer.

“3. All natlonal, State, county, school

“4. Losses actually sustained during the
year Incurred In trade or arising from
fires, storms or shipwrecks and not com-
pensated for by insurance or otherwise,

Forms for AMdavits,

Then follow the total of general dee
ductions and two forms for afdavits,
one to be executed by an individual mak-
ing his own return and the other to
be executed by the duly authorized agent
making the return for the individual. In
the cuse of the individual afMdavit the
wording 18 aa follows, exclusive of the
places for mignature and for the signature
of the officer taking the afMdavit:

I solemnly swear (or affirm) that the
following return to the best of my knowls
edge and belief contains a true and com-
plete atatement of all gains, profita and
income received by or accrued o me dur-
ing the year for which the return is
made and that 1 am entitled to all the
deductions and exemptions entered or
clalmed therein under the Federal income
tax law of October 3, 1913."

The form of aMdavit for an agent, ex-
clusive of the blank for the signatures of
the agent and the officer tuking the affi-
davit, Is as follows:

“1 solemnly swear (or affrm) that 1
have sufficient knowledge of the affalrs
and property of to enable me to
make a full and complete return thereof
and that the foregoing return to the best
of my knowledge and belief contains a
true and complete statement of all gains,
profits and income received by or acerued
to sald individual during the year for
whick the return is made and that the
sald Inaividual Is entitled under the Fed-
eral incomn» tax. law of October 3, 1913,
to all the deductions and exemptions en-
tered or claimed therein.”

The last puge of the circular form is
devoted exclusively to the instructions of
taxpayers, which are as follows

“14. Debts which were contracted dur-

be deducted from gross income for maid
year, but such debts cannot be regarded
As worthless until after legal proceedings
to recover the sum have proved frultless
or it clearly appears that the debtor is
insolvent. 1f debts contracted prior to
the year for which return Iz made were
included as Income in the return for the
vear in which sald debts were contracted
and such debts shall subsequently prove to
be worthless, they may be deducted under
the head of losges in the return for the
year in which such debts were charged
off as worthless,

“18. Amounts due or accrued to the In-
dividual members of a partnership from
the net earnines of the partnership,
whslhrr apportioned and distributed or
not, shall be included in the annual re
turn of the individual.

per cent. to obtain therefrom the total
tax lable.

Page 2 is a form for returning gross
income and requires that the taxpayver
must show in the proper spaces the “en-
tire amount of gains, profits and income
received by or accrued to the individual
from all sources during the year specl-
fled on the first page.”

In parallel columns the returns under
this form are required to show “for each
or elght separate items hereafter enumer-
ated, (a) amount of income on which tax
has been deducted and withheld at the
source, and (b) amount of income on
which the tax has not been deducted
and withheld at the source.”

Under the heading “Description of In-
come” are the following items for which
returns in the parallel columns are re-
quired ;

“l. 'Total amount derived from msala-
ries, wages, or compensation for per-
sonal service or whatever kind and what-
ever form paid.

“2. Total amount derived from profes-
sions, vocations, business, trade, com-
merce or sales or dealings in property,
whether real or personal, growing out of
the ownership or use of or interest !n real

or personal property, including bonds,
stocks, &,
“3. Total amount derived from rents

and from interest on notes, mortgages and
securities (other than required under cer-
wain under items),

Penalties Are Set Forth,

“7. The penalty for failure to file the
return within the limit specified by law
is $20 to §1,000, 1In case of refusal or
neglect to render the return within the
required time (except in cases of sicknesa
or absence) 50 per cent. shall be added
to amount of tax assessed. In case of
false or fraudulent return 100 per cent
shiall be added to such tax, and any per-
son required by law to make, render,
sign or verlfy any return who makes
any false or fraudulent return or state-
ment with Intent to defeat or evade the
assessment required by this section to
be made shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
and shall be fined not exceeding $2,000
or be imprigoned not exceeding one year
or both at the discretion of the court, with
the costs of prosecution,

“§, When the return is not filed within
the reguired time by reason of sickneas
or absence of the individual an exten-
slon of time, not exceeding thirty days
from March 1, within which time the re-
turn may be granted by the collector,
provided an application therefor is made
by the individual within the perlod for
which such extension is desired,

“9. This return, probably filled out,
must be made under oath or affirmation,
Affidavits may be made pefore any of-
ficer authorized by law to administer
oaths. If before a justice of the peace
or magistrate not using & seal, a certifi-
cate of the clerk of the court as to the
authority of such oificer to administer
oaths should be attached to the returin,

10, Expense for medieal attendance,
store nccounts, family supplies, wages of
Adomestie servants, cost of board,

The MeCann family itself is divided
on the question of whether or not Miss
MeCann committed .suicide. Robert .
MeCann, the father, does not conveal his
belief that his daughter Jumped into the
sca In A fit of melancholia brought on by
a neurasthenle condition.

“1 believe now, as always,” he said,
“that Jessie was subject to spells of de-
pression, caused by the mental strain,
which nearly subjected her to a nervous
breakdown. 1 belleve her last ordeal of
melancholia, coming the morning of the
duy she disappeared, was too much for
her and that she had another spell of
depression while sitting on the rocks.
I blame no one for the death of my
daughter, . and I am sure her death was
due only to her nervous condition.”

Robert G. MecCann, Jr. the brother,
and Ethel, the younger nister, belleve
death was due to an accldent.

Mr. MeCann overlooked the fact that
i{f his sister had remained In the spot
where she was last seen the tide could
not have reached her,

“Miss McCann had been a neurasthenic
for several years,"” Dr. Durham, the family
physiclan, sald. “8he was subject to
attacks of depression and extreme melan-
cholig. This neurasthenia undoubtedly
was responeibla for whatever physical
troubles she may have had, and It is per-
fectly possible that on the day =he dis-
appeared the melancholia developed into
suicidal mania.”

The body was moved from the Brooklyn
morgue to the McCann home, at 438 East
Twenty-first street, last night. The funeral
will take place at 10:30 this morning. The
services will be held by Dr. Danjel
Dorchester at 8t. Mark's Methodist Epls-
eopal Church, Beverly road and Ocean
avenue, where Miss MoCann taught n
Sunday school. The Interment at Cypress
Hills will follow,

Quarter Hours All Night and
Hymns Between Times
Ranise a War.

Pive unhappy residents of Tenafly, N. J,
who say they are kept awake at nights
by chimes rung every fifteen minutes In
the bell tower which Mm. Julia Gertrude
Lyle erected in memory of her husband,
the late John 8. Lyle, applied for & tem-
porary Injunction in Jersey City vester-
da.

The complainants are Charles P.
Buckley, a lawyer of 141 Broadway: Mrs.
Alice Mary Bailey, Mr, and Mrs. Henry
J. Brunton and John W, Brewster. All are
nelghbors of Mrs. Lyle, who attended Mr.
Lyle as a trained nurse, married him when
he was 92 yvears old and after his death
recelved most of his estate, valued at
from $20,000,000 to $50,000,000.

Mrs. Lyle erected the fifty faot bell
tower at Happy Land, an Institution
established by Mr. Lyle to give summer
outings for poor shildren of New York.
1t stands at Knickerbocker road and Wes:
Clinton avenue, opposite Mrs. Lyle's home.
It was dedicated on October 22 1913, It
has a big bell welghing 2,000 pounda and
eight amaller ones. The chimes sound
every quarter hour, night and day, and
also play hymns,

Edmund W. Wakelee, ex-chalrman of
the New Jersey Republican State commit-
tes, counsel for the complaining neigh-
{bora, sald last night:
“The memorias (ower Is & beautiful
structure. The chimes are superb If you
happen to be a mile away, but when thoso
massive bells are rung within fifty feet of
your home it 18 a different story.

“My cllents do not object so mue h to
hearing the chimes in the daytime, but
incessant ringing all night makes sleep
almost impossible, Some of the neigh-
bors are fatling in health thirough lack of
sleep, They say it is bad enough to
have the chimmes boom out tha hour aut 2
or 3 o'clock in the morning, but to have
it mccompanied by ‘Onward, Christing
Holdlers,' ‘Adeste Fidells' or some other
hymn is beyond endurance, much as they
love those old hymnas.'"

A faithful servant of Mrs, Lyle's who
answered the telephona at the Lyle home
last night sald he hadn't heard any chilnes
and didn't know there were any, o
ndded that Mrs, Lyle 18 “"somewhere in
Burope."
