nology corporation agreed this afternoon |
to enter into cooperation in educational |
work., This is regarded as the most for- |

ward movement for the conservation of |
educational forces ever attempted.
. The first principle of the agreement is
that the university and the Institute are
| to remain absolutely unaffected In name,
organisation, title to and rights over
property, or in all other ways not specifi-
cally mentioned In ji. Fach is to retain
{ control of its financlal resources and Is to
be free to lay down such regulations with
| regard to the courses leading to its own
| degree as it sees fit,
| The cooperation Is limited to the flelds
of  engineering- -mechanical, electrical,
civil, sanitary and mining—all of which
involve great expense in the mainten-
ance of extenelve and costly laboratories.
In the Interests of efficlency, conveni-
ence, the concentration of effort and the
slimination of waste it is agreed that all
the work of ecducation and research iIn
these branches of applled sclence shall
be earried on within the bulldings of the
institute to be erected on its new site
in Cambridge These bulldings, now
being erected, are expected Lo surpass all
others in fltness for thelr purpose.

Resonrces to Be Pooled.

For the malntenance and equipment of
thess lahoratories and the payment of
Silaries the university agrees to et aside
practically ail the money that it would
Othe rwige free to devote to =ducation
of this type. The institute agrees to de-
vote to the samea general purpose all the
funds or the Income of funds that it now
holds for work in the departments of en-
gineering.  Both institutions agree that
thelr respective measuresz of support may
be increased if disporable funds are avail-
able.

The money avallable will be expended
and the work carrled on under the cons
trol of the president of the {nstitute, He
will make an annual report to both cor-
porations. When in the future the cor-
puration of the institute is selecting its
president the president of Harvard is to
be invited to sit with the committee that
recommends the appointment of the pres-
ident.

The technical faculty is to be enlarged
by the uddition of the professors, assistant
professors and assoclate professors of the
four departments in the Harvard Schools
of Applied Science, who, retalning their
titles and privileges in the university,
will acquire the corresponding titles and
privileges in the Institute. Similarly the
oficers of corresponding rank in the four
departments in the institute will acquire
the siume Litdes and privileges In  the
university,

The enlarged faculty will lav down en-
gineering courses that lead to the degrees
of the institute and under the regulations
from the university will ldy down com-
parable courses that lead to the degrees
of the university. Unless the regulations
of the two corporations are different the
courses leading to both degrees probably
will be identical.
