On January 3 the president
of the club wired the player that IiIb
terms had belli accepted and that he
should sign a contract without further
delay, The player signed a receipt for the
telegram and then proceeded to negotiate
with one of the Federal League clubs. He
signed with tho outlaws on Fri-
day. The major league club owner now
claims, under baseball law, that when he
accepted the player's terms on January 1
a legal contract was made and that the
player In signing with the Federals has
become a contract Jumper.

If Ollmore Is on the level baseball men

further delay. The tilaver's letter and the
original copy of the telegram sent to him,
together with his receipt of the wlie, will
be submitted to Ollniuie some time this
week.
