Such an arrangement is conrenlent for
the attendant and also keeps fountains
and hopjiers fiee from Utter and dirt,
nhlch would lnvvltably be scratched Into
them If they weie placid on the lloor.

There Is ope other feature of con-
struction which deserfs special men-
tion, and that Is the additional protection
nffouled the loostlns quarters. Matclud
bonrds uie nulled on tho Inner tebxes of
the studding nnd rafters be-

hind nnd nbovo the rookts, This
shuithlug begins at n point Jilst beneath
the rear edge of the boaul, is currlert up
to tho plate and then out uloug tho
rafters to n point slightly forward of the
front edge of tho board, The spaces
between tho studs and between the rafters
nre left open, thus permitting the nlr to
circulate freely In thn four Inch space
between the rear wnll, roof nnd this Inner
shell, This kieps the roosting place fteo
from nil dampness and more comfoi table
gelid ally.

lu order to penult the greatest freedom
of nlr movement the sheathing Is carried
clear of the plate by men in of n simple
fnlsn framework. Otherwise there would
be no connection of the air spares between
the studding and those between the r.f-tcr- s.

This snrne result ran bo sreurert
by notching the Inner eilge of the plate
nt frequent Intervals.

This nrrnngement aluo plays a part In
the necessary vrntllatlun of the building
during the heated teiui.

At no lime In It posslbln for a draught

Ah fall comes on and the nlm Is to
mnke Ihe house snug and wnrm, these
tear openings au again tlghlly closed and
ull ventilation secured tliuiugh tho front
of tho building.

This Ih an Important miller. Unfor-
tunately too many Iioiikih are planned
with soei'lnl lefiueiice lo winter condi
tions and little or no thought given to
summer ronifnit.

Pome of the most experienced poultry
breeders claim that the best results can
be obtalnid by feeding mash In dry fin til
In hoppers whiro fowls have acuss to It
nt all times, as this allows a more cipi.il
distribution of the food.

A slight feed of moist mash nbout three
times a we, k In addition to this dry
mash Is good nnd It Is essential In pre-
paring this mash that the mixing process
should not be jdlghted, as a little longer
mixing will result In a much better m.ish
nnd previ nt the using of an excess of
water, which tends to make the mixture
pasty, lly mixing green cut hope with the
mash In the quantity hetelnafter given a
food will W ibtalried that Is unequalled
for Inylng hens.

Probably the best way to feed this
ration Is to give the Mock a quantity
which they will consume entire In from
eight to ten minutes, This should be given
them three times a week and the amount
usually runs so that each fowl will
celve on an average of one mine, at ach
feeding or eveiy two davs In other words,
about oiu-h- alf ounce of git en cut lioiiepr fowl pr day is con-ldir- the tight
amount

It will l noticed that the laying hen
will i at fiill twlie as much ns the r.on- -
layer. This being the case, si e should
have proper food, which will digest with- -

out tumble and produce the nourishment
ricees.sary to a fowl to which wv nre look- -
Ing for n big production of eggs.
