The Rev. I. W. W, Irvine Aec-
cuses Preacher of Plot
to Separate Family.

Amazing charges against tha Rav, W,
Goorge W. Anthony, viear of 8t. Augus-
iine's Chapel of Trinity parish in Rast
flouston street, wers made by the Rev,
ingram N. W, Irvine, an unfrocked Prot-
sstant Episcopal clergyman who 18 a priest
of the Greek Church, In an affidavit be-
tora Suprame Court Justice Cohalan yes-
terday.

The chargea against Vicar Anthony were
made by the Rev. Mr. Irvine In support of
an allegation that Mr. Anthony and others
were parties to a conspiracy to take the
custody of the four children of Mr. Irvine's
daughter, Mrs, Annle Ingram Roney, away
from her and deliver the thirteen-year-
old daughter, Theresn Dewey Woodruft
Reney. to the Rev. Dr. Anthony and his
wife, Mrs, Lotta Rowe Anthony.

Mra, Roney's husband, James Allan
Ronev, a law stenographer and election
digtrict captain under Deputy Register
Halpin, who was divorced in November, is
=1 with being a party to ,the con-
.p]r.|1"5d'. Deputy Register lalpin is also
AacCusaa.

Tha charges against the Rev, Mr. An-
thony wers submitted to Justica Cohalan
on i motion by the Rev. Mr. Irvine to set
adde an order signed by Justice Cohalan
on December 12 last committing Mra,
Roney's four children to thea Children's
roclety pending an Investigation Into
charges by Roney that his wifa and her
father were Improper persons to have cuse
tody of the children.

The proceeding was brought before Jus-
tice Cohalan by Roney without notice to
his former wife, and when the court’'s or-
der was presented to Bupt. Walsh of the
Children's soclety he refused to act on it.
The children are still in possession of Mrs.
Roney and are out of the Htate,

Viear Anthony Denles Charge.

In a statement to Tue SuN last night
both Viear Anthony and his wife denied
the charges against them. They esald
they were influenced only by affection for
the girl, who was In their home for a yvear |
while her mother was unable to care for |
her. They sald Mrs. Roney agreed at one
t'ma to let them adopt Theresa, but |
changed her mind. Vicar Anthony eaid
tint the allegation that he had been in-
fluenced by Improper motives was a cruel |
falsehood. The Anthonys have no ch‘.l-i
dren.

In hi's aMdavit the Rev. Mr,
sald:

“It is the bellef of tha deponent, hav-
ing recelved intimation thereof, that cer- |
tain ecclesiastical parties outside of de-
ponenfs church, inimical to deponent,
have been promoters of the scheme to re-
fle t on the reputation of said deponent
because he left the I'rotestant Episcopal
Church and would not con®ent to im- |
proper disposition being made of one of |
his daughter's children to one Rev, W.
Grarge W, Anthony.™

1% last, and that Halpin's proposals were
that Theresa be given to Dr. Anthony,
tnat Noney should live with his three other
‘hildren and his mother-in-law, and that
Irvine should not live with them.

Deputy Reglster Halpiln sald yesterday
‘n hix ofMice that he never heard of the
Anthonys, but had known Roney politi-
cally for some years. He #ald he guaran-
tesd tha payment of alimony when Roney
*as haled to court and made some pay-
ments for Roney, He sald that Roney
eame to him after he had been divorced
and stated that his wife had contracted a
bigamous marriage with one Chapln, an
ericting engineer, becauss her final decree
had not been signed, and for that reason
he wanted to get possession of his chil-
drey

Danenberg. He had $122,905 in mortgages
and other personal property. Ho owned
the Manhattan Coffee Mills, Inc.,, which
did a wholesale coffee business In Wash-
ington, D. C. The business was sold for
$3,000.

WiLLIAM GARrroTT, a lecturar on his-
tory at Harvard and an editorial writer
for scveral magazines. who dled on Oc-
tober 19 last, left less than §1,000. He
mentioned in his will various debts con-
tracted at Cambridge as far back as 15898,
which amounted to more than his estate
He said these debts were for loans and
he hoped his executors would pay them as
far as practicable, even settling for six
golf balls which he got from L Townsend
Burden, Jr. He referred to these obli-
gations as debts of honor. The list of
his debts was made out at Cambridge in
1803, and it included $6 to John C.
Breckinridge of New York, who was
named as executor. He provided that
after his debts wera pald his two brothers
should share his estate.

Now Yorkera are getting n lot of educa-
tlon nowndays as to the social, political
and rellgious conditions of various parts
of the United Kingdom, It's not from
books by any means but from thes stage
that this orentation is so suddenly and
o abundantly coming. Lady Uregory has
been instructing us in everything in lre-
lind from mixed marriages to the present
state of patriotism theraj then there hnas
been sufficlent revealed about the countles
of England, both Ly Stanley Houghton
and Misa Sowerby, to satisfy curiosity on
that subject. It I8 a singular fact that
mianagers maka no effort to provide thea-
tregoers with this same gort of diversion
dealing with such matters in our own
country. t may be that our playwrights
do not select religion or patriotism or
economics as their theme,

1t seema quite n foregone conclusion that
even If they did, managers would never act
their plays. But the import of this
article from England does not diminish,
Thera was more of the same last night
at the Booth Theatre offered by Win-
throp Ames and Joseph Weber on
the eame stage dedicated first so ineffec-
tively to Arnold Bennett's efforts to per-
sunda Americans that the BHritlsh are
philistines in matters of art and are
loath to reward thelr own geniuses.

Mr. Bennett was not the first to under-
take this task. Others tried it before
him. Probably 1t is true, but why in the
world we should be Interested in this
question any more than Iin the labor
troubles of Glamorgan, the results of
mixed marriages in Galway or the habits
of Lancashire commercial familles 1s
a question that only the managers can
answer, The frank ones would admit
that up to this tims there had been no
indication of general interest on the part
of the populace,

The characters in the divulgence of Mr,
Francig's study of life in Glamorgun are
among others the stern old miner, who
with his wife finds himself at the end
of the play hereft of the.thres sons they
have done o much to educate.

Hea departs In a rage for Australia and the
play {8 over. Tut there has been no end
of platitudinous conversation on economic
subjects before the curtain falls to release
the unhappy spectator.

Frankly the inportation of such a nalve
dramatie effort makea comment diffioult.
A play acted for a fow times by a private
goctety because it has recelved the award
offered by a rich amateur, 18 the greatest
réfection on American dramatists that
they have yet suffered under. Is there
a nigger anywhere In the woodplle? Did
any pro-Wales soclety suggest or make
possible any scheme so far removed from
artistic or commercial wisdom? Is there
nothing to be brought to our stage but
products so amateur In conception and
execution? Four short acts of platitude
that would never pass muster as an ex-
ample of play writing In & school of
dramatie writing, are now seriously of-
fered In a dignified theatre such as the
Booth, One cannot comment. 1t is possible
only to ask “Why?*
