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The New Trust Legislation.

We have no doubt that some of the
new trust legislation, if enacted, will be
declared unconstitutional. Efforts by
Congress, such as have been outlined, to
say just whom a merchant shall deal
with and shall not deal with; to pre-
scribe the number and kinds of corpo-
rations of which A man may be and
may not be a director, and to subject
all persons engaged In business to any
#uch harassing and Inquisitorial ecru-
tiny Into their private affairs as
ecems to be meditated In the creatlon
of a trade commission, are apt to be
sennned very closely by the Supreme
Court of our country. It will be dis-
covered in due course that there {8 a
provision in our Constitntion protect.
{ng citizens from unreasonable searches
and selzures<: and at the same time It
will very likely be discovered that the
Constitution guarantees, after all. a
very reasonable degree of persopal lib-
erty which was in no way intended to
be greatly restrvicted by the brief and
voene cluuse of the Constitution giving
Congress the power to “regulate inter-
state commeree.”

Lor all that, the business men of the
conntry should bestiv themselves in the
puitier just as they did when the cur-
reney Lill was first introduced.  They
should go down to Washington in per-
gon. aud by word of thelr own mouths,
not those of attorneys or hired speak-
ers of any description, place before
Congress the inlquity and foolishness
that are sought to be accomplished by
some of these bills,

There is a consensus. for example,
that something may properly be done
to limit the extension of inrnrlm-lilug|
directorates as it bas been carried on
in recent years, We are frunk to say
that we think the tendency has Iw‘n|
pressed too far, Dot for all that, it fa!
perfectly absurd 1o enact that no man
on n bank «board shall be a
director fn auy indusicial corporation
The fdea Is totally erroneous that alii-
ances of this sort are generally for the
purpose of obiaiuing monopoly,  Such
an olianee is almest invariably made
at the request of the Industrial corpora-
tlon {tself, and for the purpose of hav-
ing a friend in the money world whose
advice and counsgel will be avallable at
all times and whose help may be a ver-
ftable menns of salvation in times of
peril. 1n the days of business depres-
sion and semi-panic lust year the presl-
dent of n great business corporation
turned up in a banking office in this
town and made the following state-
ment : “We ure accustomed to sell our
paper in lurge quantities at this season
g0 g% to give us funds for earrying on
our business. In the last two months
we have only been able to sell paper
to the amount of £10,000, Our bhusiness
must stop and we shall fall unless we
ean secure some aecommodation.” The
banker to whom this was addressed had
long been a mewmber of the finance com-
mittee of the corporation econcerned,
and nlthough his work In this respect
bad  been lurgely nominal, It had been
sufficient to give him an insight into
the character of the business done by
the corporation and the absolute soumnd
ness of its methogds,  Therefore, though
the effort required some sacritice, he
wias ahle to ralse £1,000,000 for the ecor.
poration ad to prevent it from going
to the wall, Baot he would not have
moved o single <tep In this direction if
his personal acquaintance with the af
fairs of the corporation had not justl-
tiend andd fnspired bis action. 1t is en-
tirely probable that there were hun-
dredds of Just such cases In oor city
wlone o the course of the year just
endod, some clear and emphatic
wauy onghil o be devised of letting Cou-
gress huow the facts

There s yet 1o e placed before Cone
gress, with the Prestdent’s sanction, a
LIl probibiting the work of holding
companles, and even, o it I8 sald, pro-
hibiting an Individual owning or vot-
fug stock In one corporation from own-
fng or voting stock in another corpora-
tion whose business 18 at all compet]-
tive with that of the other. The hold-
mg company is generally looked upon
by statesmen of the Bryan type as be-
ing n device of the Evil One himself
for the wrongful exercise of financial
and business power, But do not the
President of the United States and his
wivisers know that the holding com-
pany represents o method  of  doing
brisiness that s absolutely necessitated
by the diversity of the State laws of

forelgn countriex? In many of the
States of the Union corporations doml-
cllesd In other States and bhaving more
than a smnll volume of eapitallzntion
are not allowed to transact any busi.

In other States a burden
of taxation 18 placed upon these for-
elgn corporations that 18 practieally
prohibitive. The same and even more
arduous conditfons obtain In foreign |
Inuds, Therefore, a preat trading cor |
poration  located anywhere in  the

; United States is compelled to avall 1tself

of the wservices of a sub-company or
selling organization domiclled In ench
one of the different States or foreign
Innds where the corporation wishes to
extend {ts trade.

A good fllustration, perhaps, 18 that,
of the Amalgamated Copper Compuny,
which sells £30,000000 worth of cop-
per each year in Europe and in parts
of the globe outside of the United
States, If the company, for instance,
were to do business directly and in 1ts
own nanwe in England 1t would have to
subject Itself to all the minute regula-
tione of the English corporation law
Just as If 1t were a domestic English
cofporation. The burden of complying
with these regulations, even as mere
routine, wonld be so great as substan-
tially to bar it from England; but a
greater difficulty still would be the fact
that the compuny would be subjoct to
the very high English income tax upon
its entire business as & company. !f
the compant were to do business In
England through a middleman, his eom-
mission would be 8o large ay to make
the business in great degree unprofit.
ahle, Therefore the company's only re-
course 18 to do business in Engiand
through a mmall organization estab-
lished for the purpose, owned entirely
by the Amalgamated \nterests and run
substantially a8 a branch of the Amal-
gamated company. The same state of
affairs applies to other countries be-
sides England; and It 1= obvious that
the Amnlgamated company can trans-
act ita foreign business as a profitable
commercial enterprise only in the man-
ner described.

Another Instance that occurs out of
scores that might be eelected is that
of the International Nickel Company,
one of our great corporations, that
mines its ores Iin Canada and smelts

lately erected In New Jersey at a cost
of over §8,000.000), The Canadian laws
as to forelgn corporations are such that
the company 18 compelled to do its min-
ing buginess there through a suh-com-
pany organized in Canada. If the In-
ternational Nickel Company could not
exist as a holding company 1t would
have to go out of business,

These illustrations show what a griev-
ous thing it 1s proposed to do. Cannst
all this be fmpressed upon the people
in control of legisiation at Washington*
Do they not see that what they propose
to do will only bring ruln, and needless
ruin, to the business of our land*

The Blundering Income Tax Law,

That a great amount of Yitigation will
follow the process of enforcing the in-
come tax law s apparent from the pro-
tests which will be filed with the re
turns due on March 1. Court construc-
tion of the nct will come after Treasury
Interpretation, and In due course of
time much that I8 a muddle will be
made clearer to harassed cltlzens,

The Treasury Department could even
now assiet honest citizens a 1ttle in the
preparation of thelr returns for taxu-
tion by complling the various rulings,
both general and special, which it has
been making. This {8 partienlarly true
of the special definitions which have
been elicited from Deputy Commis-
sifner Breer's office in Washington by
the muititude of iudividual Inquiries
addressed to him from taxpayers. The
Commissioner's replles have been made
Individually and are not of common
knowledge, nlthough they might have a
wide application. If the Treasury De-
partment wonld forthwith collect and
publish a statement of these detalled
Instructlons which it has been making,
u general benefit would be conferred on
the class of citizens which the law has
singied out for assessment.

This would be helpful, although the
suggestion is not meant to convey the
Impression that the Treasury rules un-
der which the taxpayer will have to
work this year are golng to stand the
test of the courts. Between Treasury
detinition and clumsy enactment Con-
gress has made fine work for lawyers
with the income tax statute, unless it
proceeds shortly to undertuke the duty
of amendment which has obviously de-
volved upon it as u result of Its neg-
lected duty last year when It accepted
the measure that Corpert. Huir was
permitted to frame. Some hopeful per-
ception of the situation is indeed indi-
cuted by Representative CANTOR'S and
Representative Metz's bills to repeal
the provigons for collection at the
source, Most of the enormous trouble
of the law is owing to Its source collec-
tion feature.
